The Cooperative will purchase enough tags for 85 percent  
   of each library’s holdings, one set of gates per library, and multiple pads (seven  
   for our library).  We will have to purchase one additional set of gates and a few  
   pads (should not exceed $20,000.00).  Also, the contract includes 15 months of  
   maintenance after which we will have to pay maintenance on the gates and pads 
   (approximately $1,500.00).  RFID is the emerging standard for inventory control.   
   Larger libraries feel this would make circulation and materials management much  
   more efficient.  Although there were some reservations, the library directors  
   agreed to RFID since the cooperative wanted all libraries to participate and use  
   the same RFID system.  Representatives will meet with each library individually.   
   At this time we do not have an implementation date but it is expected to be within  
   the year.
