Truck disposal out: 6 a.m. to 4 p.m. tarp, securement, etc.

Outside storage: None. There will be no outside open-air storage of materials.

Sound levels: To be monitored and any adjustment made as required so no
noises or sounds are above acceptable levels per City Ordinance.
