ORDINANCE NO., _


THE CITY OF ROSEVILLE ORDAINS:


AN ORDINANCE TO PROVIDE FOR THE COLLECTION OF FEES AND EXPENSES
FOR PROVIDING EMERGENCY FIRE SERVICES IN ARSON AND/OR UNIQUE FIRE
INCIDENTS, TO PROVIDE FOR DEFINITIONS, RESPONSIBILITY, LIABILITY,
BILLING PROCEDURES, RECOVERABLE COSTS AND EXPENSES, TO PROVIDE
FOR REPEALER, SEVERABILITY, AND EFFECTIVE DATE.


Section 1. Preamble. The City of Roseville Fire Department finds that there are
certain situations where the resources of the City of Roseville Fire Department, rescue
and emergency medical services and other departments within the City (Police, DPW,
Water, etc.) are used disproportionately for the benefit of parties other than the
residents and taxpayers of the City of Roseville in situations where fairness and equity
demand that the person(s) responsible, not the taxpayers of the City of Roseville as a
whole, pay the costs of Fire Department response.


The City of Roseville Fire Department finds that it is equitable to collect the costs
, directly in the situations set forth herein, which serves the life/safety issues of the City of


Roseville and its residents to protect the City of Roseville from extraordinary expenses
resulting from responses to any known arson, suspected criminal activity or fire later
determined to be arson. The expenses/costs being generated by the response,
extinguishment (equipment and manpower), investigation (by both Fire and Police
Departments) and other city departments (if required) shall be reimbursed to the City of
Roseville by the person(s) (unknown or hired/recruited by), owners and lor operators of
any property, instrumentalities, equipment or vehicles which cause in whole or in part,
or contribute to in whole or in part, through negligent or intentional acts or omissions to
the occurrence.


Section 2. Title. This ordinance shall be known as and be referred to as "The City of
Roseville Arson and/or Unique Fire Incident Cost Recovery Ordinance".







Section 3. Definitions.


ACCELERANT - A material (usually a liquid) which is highly flammable and sometimes
explosive used to increase the buming rate and hasten and spread the fire and
accelerate burning.


ACCELERANT DETECTION K-9 (aka: Arson Dog) - A canine that has been trained to
detect minute traces of accelerants that may have been used to start a fire.


ARSON - The willful, malicious burning of property with criminal or fraudulent intent.


BURN - To set on fire; to char, scald, heat or destroy by fire. Aiding, counseling,
inducing, persuading or procuring another to do such act or acts.


CITY - Shall mean the City of Roseville and all departments and units of said City.


COST RECOVERY/EXPENSES OF AN ARSON AND/OR UNIQUE FIRE INCIDENT ­
Shall mean any and all costs incurred by the City of Roseville, and shall include, but not
be limited to expenses attributable to the response.


The costs further include all salaries and wages of City of Roseville personnel
responding to the incident, salaries and wages of City of Roseville personnel engaged
in the investigation, supervision and report preparation regarding said incident, and/or
use of the canine accelerant detection team and all costs connected with the
administration of the incident relating to any prosecution of the person(s) responsible,
including those relating to the production and appearance of witnesses at any court
proceedings in relation thereto.


Costs shall include all City vehicles responding to the incident (charges for vehicles set
by the Macomb County Fire Chiefs Association). Costs shall also include such items as
disposable materials and supplies used during the response to said incident, rental or
leasing of equipment used for specific response, replacement of equipment which is
contaminated beyond reuse or repair during response to said incident, medical
expenses and hospitalization costs for exposures, injuries or illnesses resulting from the
incident, costs of all meals for all personnel involved in the incident, extinguishing
agents, water purchased from municipal water systems, special technical services and
laboratory costs and services and supplies purchased for any specific evacuation
relating to said incident.


EMERGENCY RESPONSE - Shall mean the providing, sending and/or utilizing of
firefighting, police, emergency medical and rescue services and/or other City
departments at the request or direction of the City of Roseville for an incident resulting
from known arson, suspected criminal activity or fire later determined to be arson.


FIRE DEPARTMENT - The City of Roseville Fire Department.


FIRE CHIEF - The administrative head of the Roseville Fire Department.
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FIRE MARSHAUCOORDINATOR - An individual/designee named by and accountable
to the Fire Chief.


FIRE INSPECTOR/COORDINATOR - An individual/designee named by and
accountable to the Fire Chief.


OWNER - Shall mean any person or persons having a vested or contingent interest in
the premises, real property or vehicle involved in the known arson, suspected criminal
activity or fire later determined to be arson; including but not limited to any duly
authorized agent or attorney, purchaser, devisee or fiduciary or said person having said
vested or contingent interest.


PERSON - Shall mean individuals, firms, joint ventures, partnerships, corporations,
clubs and all associations or organizations or natural persons, either incorporated or
unincorporated, howsoever operating or named, and whether acting by themselves or
by a servant, contractor, employee, agent or fiduciary and includes all legal
representatives, heirs, successors and assigns thereof.


RESPONSIBLE PARTY - Shall mean any individual, firm, corporation, association,
partnership, commercial entity, consortium, joint venture, sole proprietorship, trust, firm,
joint stock company, limited liability company, government entity or any other legal
entity responsible for the incident and any owner, tenant, operator, occupant or other
person in control of or responsible for the operation, maintenance and/or condition of
any building, premises, property or vehicle where an incident resulting from known
arson, suspected criminal activity or fire later determined to be arson on or about said
building, premises, property and/or vehicle. The responsible party shall be required to
reimburse the City of Roseville for all costs and expenses of an incident resulting from
known arson, suspected criminal activity or fire later determined to be arson as further
defined in this Chapter.


SENIOR FIRE OFFICIAL - An individual/designee named by and accountable to the
Fire Chief.


SUSPECTED CRIMINAL ACTIVITY - Means any event for which a law enforcement
agency or fire department specifically requests the Roseville Fire Department - Fire
Marshal Division to respond and/or provide services where the law enforcement agency
or fire department is investigating a crime or suspicious incident or where it has been
determined that a fire has been caused by arson, irrespective of whether a person is
convicted of arson.


Section 4. Liability for Costs and Expenses. Any person(s) who is convicted of
arson, suspected of criminal activity or fire later determined to be arson shall be
responsible and liable for all costs incurred by the City of Roseville for such activities.


All the costs incurred by the City of Roseville for such activities shall be invoiced to and
paid by the responsible party.
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In any case where the Roseville Fire Department personnel and equipment responds to
an arson, suspected criminal activity or fire later determined to be arson, the
responsible party or parties shall be liable to the City of Roseville for all costs of
firefighting and extinguishment, investigating of cause and origin, and/or use of the
canine accelerant detection team, board-up services, any other security procedures
performed by the City of Roseville Fire Department, and/or other costs and expenses
as defined in this Chapter.


The expense of the emergency response shall be a charge imposed upon the
responsible party under this Ordinance. The charge constitutes a debt of that
responsible party and is collectible by the City of Roseville in the same manner as an
obligation under contract, express or implied.


Section 5. Billing Procedures. Within ten (10) days of receiving all costs and
expenses, an invoice will be prepared and submitted for payment of said costs and
expenses to the responsible party liable for the expenses and enumerated under this
Ordinance. The invoice will be sent by registered or certified mail, return receipt
requested.


The invoice shall require full payment within thirty (30) days from the date of mailing or
service of said invoice upon responsible person(s).


Any questions or challenges to the invoice should be made prior to the thirty (30) day
full payment requirement to avoid any legal action by the City of Roseville.


Section 6. Cost Recovery/Expenses. Costs to be recovered under this Ordinance
shall be those costs and expenses as defined in Section 4. If the responsible party fails
to pay the City of Roseville for costs incurred within thirty (30) days of the date of the
invoice sent by the City of Roseville to the responsible party the City of Roseville may
institute legal action to collect the costs due, including expenses, costs and reasonable
attorney fees incurred to collect those costs. Any cost recovery under this ordinance
shall be separate from any costs and expenses ordered as restitution.


Section 7. Conflict with State and Federal Law. Nothing in this Ordinance shall be
construed to conflict with state or federal laws requiring person(s) responsible for arson,
suspected criminal activity or fire later determined to be arson from engaging in
remediation activities or paying the cost thereof, or both.


Section 8. Nonexclusive Remedy. The remedies provided by this Ordinance shall be
in addition to any other remedies available in equity or at law and such penalties as
provided by law or ordinance.


Section 9. Repealer. All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are
repealed only to the extent necessary to give this ordinance full force and effect.
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Section 10. Severability. If any article, section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase
or portion of this ordinance is held invalid or unconstitutional by any court or competent
jurisdiction, such portion shall be deemed a separate, distinct and independent
provision and such holding shall not affect the validity of remaining portions of the
ordinance, being the intent of the City that this ordinance shall be fully severable.


Section 11. Effective Date. The terms and provisions of this ordinance are deemed
to be an emergency ordinance which shall become effective upon publication and
adoption.

As you are aware, we have been working with AT&T to make improvements to our
phone system. Past consultants have indicated that our system needed to be replaced
due to its age and our need for greater capacity. Based on previous estimates we
budgeted $76,000 to have the system upgraded. Since that time we have been
working with a new customer representative who is also a Roseville resident. He has
informed us that the phone system does not need to undergo an extensive upgrade.
The simple installation of 2 Nortel Digital Cards for $13,000 will allow us to increase
our capacity and the phone system will continue to meet our needs for several more
years.


Furthermore, the AT&T representative has proposed changing our phone lines to
digital lines. The new lines can handle more information and as a result we will be able
to cancel many of our old centrex phone lines. Basically, adding 2 Nortel cards and
changing our Centrex lines to ISDN PRI lines will cost the city $13,000 but will
conservatively save us $17,000 annually.

(ADA) of 1990, as amended; the Persons with Disabilities Civil Rights
Act, Act 220 of 1976, as amended; the Playground Equipment Safety
Act, PA 16 of 1997, as amended; and the Utilization of Public
Facilities by Physically Limited Act, PA 1 of 1966, as amended; the
Elliott-Larsen Civil Rights Acts, Act 453 of 1976, as amended.


vii. Correct any deficiencies discovered at the final inspection within 90
days of written notification by the DEPARTMENT. These corrections
shall be made at the GRANTEE'S expense and are eligible for
reimbursement at the discretion of the DEPARTMENT and only to the
degree that the GRANTEE'S prior expenditures made toward
completion of the project are less than the grant amount allowed
under this Agreement.


d. To operate the project facilities for a minimum of their useful life as
determined by the DEPARTMENT, to regulate the use thereof to the
satisfaction of the DEPARTMENT, and to appropriate such monies and/or
provide such services as shall be necessary to provide such adequate
maintenance.


e. To provide to the DEPARTMENT for approval, a complete tariff schedule
containing all charges to be assessed against the public utilizing the project
area and/or any of the facilities constructed thereon, and to provide to the
DEPARTMENT for approval, all amendments thereto before the effective
date of such amendments. Preferential membership or annual permit
systems are prohibited on grant assisted sites, except to the extent that
difference in admission and other fees may be instituted on the basis of
residence. Nonresident fees shall not exceed twice that charged residents.
If no resident fees are charged, nonresident fees may not exceed the rate
charged residents at other comparable state and local public recreation
facilities.

f. To adopt such ordinances and/or resolutions as shall be required to
effectuate the provisions of this Agreement; certified copies of all such
ordinances' and/or resolutions adopted for such purposes shall be forwarded
to the DEPARTMENT before the effective date thereof.


g. To separately account for any revenues received from the project area which
exceed the demonstrated operating costs and to reserve such surplus
revenues for the future maintenance and/or expansion of the GRANTEE'S
park and outdoor recreation program.


h. To furnish the DEPARTMENT, upon request, detailed statements covering
the annual operation of the project area and/or project facilities, including
income and expenses and such other information the DEPARTMENT might
reasonably require.


i. To maintain the premises in such condition as to comply with all federal,
state, and local laws which may be applicable and to make any and all
payments required for all taxes, fees, or assessments legally imposed
against the project area.


j. To agree that the project area, where the Trust Fund has assisted in the
development of the project, will not be named in honor of a person either
living or deceased.


k. To erect and maintain a plaque on the park entry sign of the property which
designates this project as one having been constructed with the assistance
of the MNRTF. The size, color, and design of this plaque shall be in
accordance with DEPARTMENT specifications.


8. Only eligible costs and expenses incurred toward completion of the project facilities
after execution of the Project Agreement shall be considered for reimbursement
under the terms of this Agreement. Eligible engineering costs incurred toward
completion of the project facilities in the six months preceding the project period are
also eligible for reimbursement. Any costs and expenses incurred after the project
period shall be the sole responsibility of the GRANTEE.


9. To be eligible for reimbursement, the GRANTEE shall comply with the
DEPARTMENT requirements. At a minimum, the GRANTEE shall:


a. Submit a written progress report every 180 days during the project period.


b. Submit complete requests for partial reimbursement when the GRANTEE is
eligible to request at least 25 percent of the grant amount and construction
contracts have been executed or construction by force account labor has
begun.


c. Submit a complete request for final reimbursement within 90 days of project
completion and no later than September 30, 2011. If the GRANTEE fails to
submit a complete final request for reimbursement by September 3D, 2011,
the DEPARTMENT may audit the project costs and expenses and make
final payment based on documentation on file as of that date or may
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terminate this Agreement and require full repayment of grant funds by the
GRANTEE.


10. During the project period, the GRANTEE shall obtain prior written authorization from
the DEPARTMENT before adding, deleting or making a significant change to any of
the project facilities as proposed. Approval of changes is solely at the discretion of
the DEPARTMENT. Furthermore, following project completion, the GRANTEE shall
obtain prior written authorization from the DEPARTMENT before implementing a
change that significantly alters the project facilities as constructed and/or the project
area, including but not limited to discontinuing use of a project facility or making a
significant change in the recreational use of the project area. Changes approved by
the DEPARTMENT pursuant to this Section may also require prior approval of the
BOARD, as determined by the DEPARTMENT.


11. All project facilities constructed or purchased by the GRANTEE under this
Agreement shall be placed and used at the project area and solely for the purposes
specified in APPENDIX C and this Agreement.


12. The project area and all facilities provided thereon and the land and water access
ways to the project facilities shall be open to the general public at all times on equal
and reasonable terms. No individual shall be denied ingress or egress thereto or
the use thereof on the basis of sex, race, color, religion, national origin, residence,
age, height, weight, familial status, marital status, or disability.


13. Unless an exemption has been authorized by the DEPARTMENT pursuant to this
Section, the GRANTEE hereby represents that it possesses fee simple title, free of
all liens and encumbrances, to the project area. The fee simple title acquired shall
not be subject to: 1) any possibility of reverter or right of entry for condition broken
or any other executory limitation which may result in defeasance of title or 2) to any
reservations or prior conveyance of coal, oil, gas, sand, gravel or other mineral
interests. For any portion of the project area that the GRANTEE does not possess
in fee simple title, the GRANTEE hereby represents that it has:


a. Received a written exemption from the DEPARTMENT before the execution
of this Agreement, and


b. Received prior written approval from the DEPARTMENT of a lease and/or
easement for the property not held in fee simple title as indicated in written
correspondence from the DEPARTMENT dated , and


c. Supplied the DEPARTMENT with an executed copy of the approved lease or
easement, and


d. Confirmed through appropriate legal review that the terms of the lease or
easement are consistent with GRANTEE'S obligations under this Agreement
and will not hinder the GRANTEE'S ability to comply with all requirements of
this Agreement. In no case shall the lease or easement tenure be less than
20 years from the date of execution of this Agreement.
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14. The GRANTEE shall not allow any encumbrance, lien, security interest, mortgage or
any evidence of ir;Jdebtedness to attach to or be perfected against the project area
or project facilities included in this Agreement.


15. None of the project area, nor any of the project facilities constructed under this
Agreement, shall be wholly or partially conveyed in perpetuity, either in fee or
otherwise, or leased for a term of years or for any other period, nor shall there be
any whole or partial transfer of the lease title, ownership, or right of maintenance or
control by the GRANTEE except with the written approval and consent of the
DEPARTMENT.


16. The assistance provided to the GRANTEE as a result of this Agreement is intended
to have a lasting effect on the supply of outdoor recreation, scenic beauty sites, and
recreation facilities beyond the financial contribution alone and permanently
commits the project area to Michigan's outdoor recreation estate, therefore:


a. The GRANTEE agrees that the project area or any portion thereof will not be
converted to other than public outdoor recreation use without prior written
approval by the DEPARTMENT and implementation of mitigation approved
by the DEPARTMENT, including but not limited to replacement with land of
similar recreation usefulness and fair market value.


b. Approval of a conversion shall be at the sole discretion of the
DEPARTMENT.


c. Before completion of the project, the GRANTEE and the DEPARTMENT
may mutually agree to alter the project area through an amendment to this
Agreement to provide the most satisfactory public outdoor recreation area.


17. Should title to the lands in the project area or any portion thereof be acquired from
the GRANTEE by any other entity through exercise of the power of eminent domain,
the GRANTEE agrees that the proceeds awarded to the GRANTEE shall be used to
replace the lands and project facilities affected with outdoor recreation lands and
project facilities of equal or greater fair market value, and of reasonably equivalent
usefulness and location. The DEPARTMENT shall approve such replacement only
upon such conditions as it deems necessary to assure the replacement by
GRANTEE of other outdoor recreation properties and project facilities of equal or
greater fair market value and of reasonably equivalent usefulness and location.
Such replacement land shall be subject to all the provisions of this Agreement.


18. The GRANTEE acknowledges that:


a. The GRANTEE has examined the project area and has found the property
safe for public use or actions will be taken by the GRANTEE before beginning
the project to assure safe use of the property by the public, and


b. The GRANTEE is solely responsible for development, operation, and
maintenance of the project area and project facilities, and that responsibility
for actions taken to develop, operate, or maintain the property is solely that of
the GRANTEE, and
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c. The DEPARTMENTS involvement in the premises is limited solely to the
making of C! grant to assist the GRANTEE in developing same.


19. The GRANTEE assures the DEPARTMENT that the proposed State-assisted action
will not have a negative effect on the environment and, therefore, an Environmental
Impact Statement is not required.


20. The GRANTEE hereby acknowledges that this Agreement does not require the
State of Michigan to issue any permit required by law to construct the outdoor
recreational project that is the subject of this Agreement. Such permits include, but
are not limited to, permits to fill or otherwise occupy a floodplain, and permits
required under Parts 301 and 303 of the Natural Resources and Environmental
Protection Act, Act 451 of the Public Acts 451 of 1994, as amended.
It is the sole responsibility of the GRANTEE to determine what permits are required
for the project, secure the needed permits and remain in compliance with such
permits.


21. Before the DEPARTMENT will approve plans, specifications, or bid documents; or
give written approval to the GRANTEE to advertise, seek quotes, or incur costs for
this project, the GRANTEE must provide documentation to the DEPARTMENT that
indicates either:


a. It is reasonable for the GRANTEE to conclude, based on the advice of an
environmental consultant, as appropriate, that no portion of the project area
is a facility as defined in Part 201 of the Michigan Natural Resources and
Environmental Protection Act, Act 451 of the Public Acts of 1994, as
amended;


or


b. If any portion of the project area is a facility, documentation that Department
of Environmental Quality-approved response actions have been or will be
taken to make the site safe for its intended use within the project period, and
that implementation and long-term maintenance of response actions will not
hinder public outdoor recreation use and/or the resource protection values of
the project area.


22. If the DEPARTMENT determines that, based on contamination, the project area will
not be made safe for the planned recreation use within the project period, or
another date established by the DEPARTMENT in writing, or if the DEPARTMENT
determines that the presence of contamination will reduce the overall usefulness of
the property for public recreation and resource protection, the grant may be
cancelled by the MNRTF Board with no reimbursement made to the GRANTEE.


23. The GRANTEE shall acquire and maintain insurance which will protect the
GRANTEE from claims which may arise out of or result from the GRANTEE'S
operations under this Agreement, whether performed by the GRANTEE, a
subcontractor or anyone directly or indirectly employed by the GRANTEE, or
anyone for whose acts may hold them liable. Such insurance shall be with
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companies authorized to do business in the State of Michigan in such amounts and
against such risks as are ordinarily carried by similar entities, including but not
limited to public Ifability insurance, worker's compensation insurance or a program
of self-insurance complying with the requirements of Michigan law. The GRANTEE
shall provide evidence of such insurance to the DEPARTMENT at its request.


24. Nothing in this Agreement shall be construed to impose any obligation upon the
DEPARTMENT to operate, maintain or provide funding for the operation and/or
maintenance of any recreational facilities in the project area.


25. The GRANTEE hereby represents that it will defend any suit brought against either
party which involves title, ownership, or any other rights, whether specific or general
rights, including appurtenant riparian rights, to and in the project area of any lands
connected with or affected by this project.


26. The GRANTEE is responsible for the use and occupancy of the premises, the
project area and the facilities thereon. The GRANTEE is responsible for the safety
of all individuals who are invitees or licensees of the premises. The GRANTEE will
defend all claims resulting from the use and occupancy of the premises, the project
area and the facilities thereon. The DEPARTMENT is not responsible for the use
and occupancy of the premises, the project area and the facilities thereon.


27. Failure by the GRANTEE to comply with any of the provisions of this Agreement
shall constitute a material breach of this Agreement.


28. Upon breach of the Agreement by the GRANTEE the DEPARTMENT, in addition to
any other remedy provided by law, may:


a. Terminate this Agreement; and/or


b. Withhold and/or cancel future payments to the GRANTEE on any or all
current recreation grant projects until the violation is resolved to the
satisfaction of the DEPARTMENT; and/or


c. Withhold action on all pending and future grant applications submitted by the
GRANTEE under the Michigan Natural Resources Trust Fund and the Land
and Water Conservation Fund; and/or


d. Require repayment of grant funds already paid to GRANTEE.


e. Require specific performance of the Agreement.


29. The GRANTEE agrees that the benefit to be derived by the State of Michigan from
the full compliance by the GRANTEE with the terms of this Agreement is the
preservation, protection and the net increase in the quality of public outdoor
recreation facilities and resources which are available to the people of the State and
of the United States and such benefit exceeds to an immeasurable and
unascertainable extent the amount of money furnished by the State of Michigan by
way of assistance under the terms of this Agreement. The GRANTEE agrees that
after final reimbursement has been made to the GRANTEE, repayment by the
GRANTEE of grant funds received would be inadequate compensation to the State
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for any breach of this Agreement. The GRANTEE further agrees therefore, that the
appropriate reme~y in the event of a breach by the GRANTEE of this Agreement
after final reimbursement has been made shall be the specific performance of this
Agreement.


30. The GRANTEE shall return all grant money if the project area or project facilities are
not constructed, operated or used in accordance with this Agreement.


31. The GRANTEE agrees not to discriminate against an employee or applicant for
employment with respect to hire, tenure, terms, conditions, or privileges of
employment, or a matter directly or indirectly related to employment, because of
race, color, religion, national origin, age, sex, height, weight, marital status, familial
status or disability that is unrelated to the person's ability to perform the duties of a
particular job or position. The GRANTEE further agrees that any subcontract shall
contain non-discrimination provisions which are not less stringent than this provision
and binding upon any and all subcontractors. A breach of this covenant shall be
regarded as a material breach of this Agreement.


32. The DEPARTMENT shall terminate and recover grant funds paid if the GRANTEE
or any subcontractor, manufacturer, or supplier of the GRANTEE appears in the
register compiled by the Michigan Department of Labor and Economic Growth
pursuant to Public Act No. 278 of 1980.


33. The GRANTEE hereby agrees to bury all new telephone and electrical wiring within
the project area.


34. The GRANTEE may not assign or transfer any interest in this Agreement without
prior written authorization of the DEPARTMENT.


35. The rights of the DEPARTMENT under this Agreement shall continue in perpetuity.


36. The Agreement may be executed separately by the parties. This Agreement is not
effective until:


a. The GRANTEE has signed the Agreement and returned it together with the
necessary attachments within 90 days of the date the Agreement is issued
by the DEPARTMENT, and


b. The DEPARTMENT has signed the Agreement. IN WITNESS WHEREOF,
the parties hereto have hereunto set their hands and seals, on this date.

Section 304.14. Insert: April 1st through October 31 st


Section 602.3. Insert: January 151 through December 31 st


Section 602.4. Insert: January 1st through December 31 st


Section 3. Repealer. All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are repealed
only to the extent necessary to give this Ordinance full force and effect.


Section 4. Severability. If any article, section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase, or
portion of this Ordinance is held invalid or unconstitutional by any court of competent
jurisdiction, such portion shall be deemed a separate, distinct, and independent provision and
such holding shall not affect the validity of remaining portions of the Ordinance, being the intent
of the City that this Ordinance shall be fully severable.

THIS CONTRACT, consisting of PART I and PART II (Standard Agreement
Provisions), is made and entered into this date of , by and between the
MICHIGAN DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION, hereinafter referred to as the
"DEPARTMENT"; and the CITY OF ROSEVILLE, a Michigan municipal corporation,
hereinafter referred to as the "REQUESTING PARTY"; for the purpose of fixing the rights and
obligations of the parties in agreeing to the following improvements, in the City of Roseville,
Michigan, hereinafter referred to as the "PROJECT" and estimated in detail on EXHIBIT "I",
dated June 19,2009, attached hereto and made a part hereof:


PART A-FEDERALPARTICIPATION
Reconstruction work along Martin Road from Gratiot Avenue to Highway 1-94; including
concrete pavement, earthwork, and storm sewer work; and all together with necessary
related work.


PART B - NO FEDERAL PARTICIPATION
Audiovisual taping and sprinkler system work along Martin Road from Gratiot Avenue to
Highway 1-94; and all together with necessary related work.


WITNESSETH:


WHEREAS, pursuant to Federal law, monies have been provided for the performance of
certain improvements on public roads; and


WHEREAS, the reference "FHWA" in PART I and PART II refers to the United States
Department of Transportation, Federal Highway Administration; and


WHEREAS, the PROJECT, or portions of the PROJECT at the request of the
REQUESTING PARTY, are being programmed with the FHWA, for implementation with the
use of Federal Funds under the following Federal program(s) or funding:
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HIGH PRIORITY PROJECTS PROGRAM - SAFETEA LU


WHEREAS, the parties hereto have reached an understanding with each other regarding
the performance of the PROJECT work and desire to set forth this understanding in the form of a
written contract.


NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises and of the mutual undertakings of
the parties and in confonnity with applicable law, it is agreed:


I. The parties hereto shall undertake and complete the PROJECT in accordance with
the terms of this contract.


2. The term "PROJECT COST", as herein used, is hereby defined as the cost of the
physical construction necessary for the completion of the PROJECT, including any other costs
incurred by the DEPARTMENT as a result of this contract, except construction engineering and
inspection.


No charges will be made by the DEPARTMENT to the PROJECT for any inspection
work or construction engineering.


The costs incurred by the REQUESTING PARTY for preliminary engineering,
construction engineering, construction materials testing, inspection, and right-of-way are
excluded from the PROJECT COST as defined by this contract.


3. The DEPARTMENT is authorized by the REQUESTING PARTY to administer
on behalf of the REQUESTING PARTY all phases of the PROJECT including advertising and
awarding the construction contract for the PROJECT or portions of the PROJECT. Such
administration shall be in accordance with PART n, Section n of this contract.


Any items of the PROJECT COST incurred by the DEPARTMENT may be charged to
the PROJECT.


4. The REQUESTING PARTY, at no cost to the PROJECT or to the
DEPARTMENT, shall:


A. Design or cause to be designed the plans for the PROJECT.


B. Appoint a project engineer who shall be in responsible charge of the
PROJECT and ensure that the plans and specifications are followed.


C. Perform or cause to be performed the construction engineering,
construction materials testing, and inspection services necessary for the
completion of the PROJECT.
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The REQUESTING PARTY will furnish the DEPARTMENT proposed timing
sequences for trunkline signals that, if any, are being made part of the improvement.

5. The PROJECT COST shall be met in accordance with the following:

The PART A portion ofthe PROJECT COST shall be met in part by contributions
from the Federal High Priority Project Program - SAFETEA LV.


The Safe, Accountable, Flexible, Efficient Transportation Equity Act: A Legacy
for Users (SAFETEA-LU), Subtitle G - High Priority Projects, authorizes Federal
High Priority Project funding and establishes the maximum amount of funding for
the PART A portion of the PROJECT (SAFETEA-LU Number 2931) to be
$1,024,000. It is understood that this amount is subject to obligational authority
limitation and after applying that limitation only $921,498 is estimated to be
available for the PART A portion of the PROJECT. It is further understood that
according to SAFETEA-LU, funds for the PART A portion of the PROJECT are
to be allocated over a period of5 years.


Federal High Priority Project - SAFETEA LU Funds shall be applied to the
eligible items of the PART A portion of the PROJECT COST up to the lesser of:
(1) $1,024,000 subject to obligational authority limitation, or (2) an amount such
that 80 percent, the nonnal Federal participation ratio for such funds, for the
PART A portion of the PROJECT is not exceeded at the time of the award of the
construction contract. The balance of the PART A portion of the PROJECT
COST, after deduction of Federal Funds, shall be charged to and paid by the
REQUESTING PARTY in the manner and at the times hereinafter set forth.


PARTB
The PART B portion of the PROJECT COST is not eligible for Federal
participation and shall be charged to and paid 100 percent by the REQUESTING
PARTY in the manner and at the times hereinafter set forth.


Any items of PROJECT COST or advance construction expenditure not reimbursed by
Federal Funds shall be the sole responsibility of the REQUESTING PARTY.


6. No working capital deposit will be required from the REQUESTING PARTY for
the PROJECT.


In order to fulfill the obligations assumed by the REQUESTING PARTY under the
provisions of this contract, the REQUESTING PARTY shall make prompt payments of its share
of the PROJECT COST upon receipt of progress billings from the DEPARTMENT as herein
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provided. All payments will be made within 30 days of receipt of billings from the
DEPARTMENT. Billings to the REQUESTING PARTY will be based upon the REQUESTING
PARTY'S share of the actual costs incurred less available Federal Funds as the PROJECT
progresses.


In the event of any discrepancies between PART I and PART II of this contract, the
provisions ofPART I shall prevail.


7. At such time as traffic volumes and safety requirements warrant, the
REQUESTING PARTY will cause to be enacted and enforced such ordinances as may be
necessary to prohibit parking in the traveled roadway throughout the limits of the PROJECT.


8. The performance of the entire PROJECT under this contract, -whether Federally
funded or not, will be subject to the provisions and requirements of PART II that are applicable
to a Federally funded project.


9. The REQUESTING PARTY certifies that a) it is a person under 1995 PA 71 and
is not aware of and has no reason to believe that the property is a facility as defined in MSA
13A.20101(1)(I); b) the REQUESTING PARTY further certifies that it has completed the tasks
required by MCL 324.20126 (3)(h); MSA 13A.20126(3)(h); c) it conducted a visual inspection
of property within the existing right of way on which construction is to be performed to
determine if any hazardous substances were present; and at sites on which historically were
located businesses that involved hazardous substances, it performed a reasonable investigation to
determine whether hazardous substances exist. This reasonable investigation should include, at a
minimum, contact with local, state and federal environmental agencies to determine if the site
has been identified as, or potentially as, a site containing hazardous substances; d) it did not
cause or contribute to the release or threat of release ofany hazardous substance found within the
PROJECT limits.


The REQUESTING PARTY also certifies that, in addition to reporting the presence of
any hazardous substances to the Department of Environmental Quality, it has advised the
DEPARTMENT of the presence of any and all hazardous substances which the REQUESTING
PARTY found within the PROJECT limits, as a result ofperforming the investigation and visual
inspection required herein. The REQUESTING PARTY also certifies that it has been unable to
identify any entity who may be liable for the cost of remediation. As a result, the
REQUESTING PARTY has included all estimated costs of remediation of such hazardous
substances in its estimated cost of construction of the PROJECT.


10. If, subsequent to execution of this contract, previously unknown hazardous
substances are discovered within the PROJECT limits, which require environmental remediation
pursuant to either state or federal law, the REQUESTING PARTY, in addition to reporting that
fact to the Department of Environmental Quality, shall immediately notify the DEPARTMENT,
both orally and in writing of such discovery. The DEPARTMENT shall consult with the
REQUESTING PARTY to determine if it is willing to pay for the cost of remediation and, with
the FHWA, to determine the eligibility, for reimbursement, of the remediation costs. The
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REQUESTlNG PARTY' shall be charged for and shall pay all costs associated with such
remediation, including all delay costs of the contractor for the PROJECT, in the event that
remediation and delay costs are not deemed eligible by the FHWA. If the REQUESTlNG
PARTY refuses to participate in the cost of remediation, the DEPARTMENT shall terminate the
PROJECT. The parties agree that any costs or damages that the DEPARTMENT incurs as a
result of such termination shall be considered a PROJECT COST.


II. If federal and/or state funds administered by the DEPARTMENT are used to pay
the cost of remediating any hazardous substances discovered after the execution of tbis contract
<lld if there is a reasonable likelihood of recovery, the REQUESTlNG PARTY, in cooperation
with the Department of Environmental Quality and the DEPARTMENT, shall make a diligent
effort to recover such costs from all other possible entities. If recovery is made, the
DEPARTMENT shall be reimbursed from such recovery for the proportionate share of the
amount paid by the FHWA and/or the DEPARTMENT and the DEPARTMENT shall credit
such sums to the appropriate funding source.


12. The DEPARTMENT'S sole reason for entering into tills contract is to enable the
REQUESTING PARTY to obtain and use funds provided by the Federal Highway
Administration pursuant to Title 23 of the United States Code.


Any and all approvals of, reviews of, and recommendations regarding contracts,
agreements, permits, plans, specifications, or documents, of any nature, or any inspections of
work by the DEPARTMENT and its agents pursuant to the terms of tills contract are done to
assist the REQUESTING PARTY in meeting program guidelines in order to qualify for available
funds. Such approvals, reviews, inspections and recommendations by the DEPARTMENT and
its agents shall not relieve the REQUESTING PARTY and the local agencies, as applicable, of
their ultimate control and shall not be construed as a warranty of their propriety or that the
DEPARTMENT and its agents is assuming any liability, control or jurisdiction.


The providing of recommendations or advice by the DEPARTMENT and its agents does
not relieve the REQUESTING PARTY and the local agencies, as applicable of their exclusive
jurisdiction ofthe highway and responsibility under MCL 69J.l402, MSA 3.996(102).


When providing approvals, reviews and recommendations under tbis contract, the
DEPARTMENT and its agents is performing a govemmental function, as that term is defined in
MCL 69J.l401; MSA 3.996(101), wbich is incidental to the completion of the PROJECT.


13. The DEPARTMENT, by executing tills contract, and rendering services pursuant
to tbis contract, has not and does not assume jurisdiction of the bighway, described as the
PROJECT for purposes of MCL 69J.l402; MSA 3.996(102). Exclusive jurisdiction of such
bighway for the purposes of MCL 69J.l402; MSA 3.996(102) rest with the REQUESTING
PARTY and other local agencies having respective jurisdiction.
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14. The REQUESTING PARTY shall approve aH of the plans and specifications to
be used on the PROJECT and shaH be deemed to have approved aH changes to the plans and
specifications when put into effect. It is agreed that ultimate responsibility and control over the
PROJECT rests with the REQUESTING PARTY and local agencies, as applicable.


15. The REQUESTING PARTY agrees that the costs reported to the DEPARTMENT
for this contract will represent only those items that are properly chargeable in accordance with
this contract. The REQUESTING PARTY also certifies that it has read the contract terms and
has made itself aware of the applicable laws, regulations, and terms of this contract that apply to
the reporting of costs incurred under the terms of this contract.


16. The parties shaH promptly provide comprehensive assistance and cooperation in
defending and resolving any'c1aims brought against the DEPARTMENT'by the contractor,
vendors or suppliers as a result of the DEPARTMENT'S award of the construction contract for
the PROJECT. Costs incurred by the DEPARTMENT in defending or resolving such claims
shall be considered PROJECT COSTS.


17. The DEPARTMENT shaH require the contractor who is awarded the contract for
the construction of the PROJECT to provide insurance in the amounts specified and in
accordance with the DEPARTMENT'S current standard specifications for construction, and to:


A. Maintain bodily injury and property damage insurance for the duration of
the PROJECT.


B. Provide owner's protective liability insurance naming as insureds the State
of Michigan, the Michigan State Transportation Commission, the
DEPARTMENT and its officials, agents and employees, the
REQUESTING PARTY and any other county, county road commission,
or municipality in whose jurisdiction the PROJECT is located, and their
employees, for the duration of the PROJECT and to provide, upon request,
copies of certificates of insurance to the insureds. It is understood that the
DEPARTMENT does not assume jurisdiction of the highway described as
the PROJECT as a result of being named as an insured on the owner's
protective liability insurance policy.


C. Comply with the requirements of notice of canceHation and reduction of
insurance set forth in the current standard specifications for construction
and to provide, upon request, copies of notices and reports prepared to
those insured.
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18. This contract shaH become binding on the parties hereto and of fuH force and
effect upon the signing thereof by the duly authorized officials for the parties hereto and upon
the adoption of the necessary resolution approving said contract and authorizing the signatures
thereto of the respective officials of the REQUESTING PARTY, a certified copy of which
resolution shaH be attached to this contract.

C. In conformance with FAPG (23 CFR 63 DC) Project Agreements, the pqlitical subdivisions
party to tills contract, on those Federally funded projects which exceed a total cost of
$100,000.00 stipulate the following with respect to their specific jurisdictions:


I. That any facility to be utilized in performance under or to benefit from this contract
is not listed on the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) List of Violating
Facilities issued pursuant to the requirements of the Federal Clean Air Act, as
amended, and the Federal Water Pollution Control Act, as amended.


2. That they each agree to comply with all of the requirements of Section 114 of the
Federal Clean Air Act and Section 308 of the Federal Water Pollution Control Act,
and all regulations and guidelines issued thereunder.


3. That as a condition of Federal aid pursuant to this contract they shall notify the
DEPARTMENT of the receipt of any advice indicating that a facility to be utilized
in performance under or to benefit from this contract is under consideration to be
listed on the EPA List of Violating Facilities.


D. Ensure that the PROJECT is constructed in accordance with and incorporates all committed
environmental impact mitigation measures listed in approved environmental documents
unless modified or deleted by approval of the FHWA.


E. All the requirements, guidelines, conditions and restrictions noted iIi all' other pertinent
Directives and Instructional Memoranda of the FHWA will apply to this contract and will
be adhered to, as applicable, by the parties hereto.
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SECTION II


PROJECT ADMINISTRATION AND SUPERVISION


A. The DEPARTMENT shall provide such administrative guidance as it detennines is required
by the PROJECT in order to facilitate the obtaining of available federal and/or state funds.


B, The DEPARTMENT will advertise and award all contracted portions ofthe PROJECT work.
Prior to advertising of the PROJECT for receipt of bids, the REQUESTING PARTY may
delete any portion or all of the PROJECT work. After receipt of bids for the PROJECT, the
REQUESTING PARTY shall have the right to reject the amount bid for the PROJECT prior
to the award ofthe contract for the PROJECT only ifsuch amount exceeds by twenty percent
(20%) the final engineer's estimate therefor. Ifsuch rejection of the bids is not received in
writing within two (2) weeks after letting, the DEPARTMENT will assume concurrence.
The DEPARTMENT may, upon request, readvertise the PROJECT. Should the REQUEST­
ING PARTY so request in writing within the aforesaid two (2) week period after letting, the
PROJECT will be cancelled and the DEPARTMENT will refund the unused balance ofthe
deposit less all costs incurred by the DEPARTMENT.


C. The DEPARTMENT will perform such inspection services on PROJECT work performed
by the REQUESTING PARTY with its own forces as is required to ensure compliance ""ith
the approved plans & specifications.


D. On those projects funded with Federal monies, the DEPARTMENT shall as may be required
secure from the FHWA approval of plans and specifications, and such cost estimates for
FHWA participation in the PROJECT COST.


E. All work in connection with the PROJECT shall be performed in conformance with the
Michigan Department of Transportation Standard Specifications for Construction, and the
supplemental specifications, Special Provisions and plans pertaining to the PROJECT and
all materials furnished and used in the construction of the PROJECT shall conform to the
aforesaid specifications. No extra work shall be performed nor changes in plans and
specifications made until said work or changes are approved by the project engineer and
authorized by the DEPARTMENT.
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F. Should it be necessary or desirable that portions of the work covered by this contracl be
accomplished by aconsulting firm, a railway company, or governmental agency, Ilrm,
person, or corporation, under a subcontract with the REQUESTING PARTY at PROJECT
expense, such subcontracted arrangements will be covered by formal wTinen agreement
beTWeen the REQUESTING PARTY and that party.


This fomlal written agreement shall: include a reference to the specific prime contract to
which it pertains; include provisions which clearly set forth the maximum reimbursable and
the basis ofpayment; provide for the maintenance ofaccounting records in accordance with
generally accepted accounting principles, which clearly document the actual cost of the
services provided; provide that costs eligible for reimbursement shall be in accordance with
clearly defined cost criteria such as 49 CFR Part 18,48 CFR Part 31,23 CFR Part 140, OMB
Circular A-87, etc. as applicable; provide for access to the department qr its representatives
to inspect and audit all data and records related to the agreement for a minimum of three
years after the department's final payment to the local unit.


All such agreements will be submitted for approval by the DEPARTMENT and, if
applicable, by the FHWA prior to execution thereof, except for agreements for amounts less
than $25,000 for preliminary engineering and testing services execUled under and in accor­
dance with the provisions of the "Small Purchase Procedures" FAPG (23 CFR 172), which
do not require prior approval of the DEPARTMENT or the FHWA.


Any such approval by the DEPARTMENT shall in no way be construed as a warranty of the
subcontractor's qualifications, financial integrity, or ability to perform the work being
subcontracted.


G. The REQUESTING PARTY, at no cost to the PROJECT orthe DEPARTMENT, shall make
such arrangements ""ith railway companies, utilities, etc., as may be necessary for the
performance of work required for the PROJECT but for which Federal or other
reimbursement will not be requested.


H. The REQUESTING PARTY, at no cost to the PROJECT, or the DEPARTMENT, shall
secure, as necessary, all agreements and approvals ofthe PROJECT with railway companies,
the Railroad Safety & Tariffs Division of the DEPARTMENT and other concerned
governmental agencies other than the FHWA, and will forward same to the DEPARTMENT
for such reviews and approvals as may be required.


1. No PROJECT work for which reimbursement will be requested by the REQUESTING
PARTY is to be subcontracted or performed until the DEPARTMENT gives written
notification that such work may commence.
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J. The REQUESTING PARTY shall be responsible for the payment of all costs and expenses
incurred in the performance of the work it agrees to undertake and perfonn.


K. The REQUESTING PARTY shall pay directly to the party perfonning the work all billings
for the services performed on the PROJECT which are authorized by or through the
REQUESTING PARTY.


L. The REQUESTING PARTY shall submit to the DEPARTMENT all paid billings for which
reimbursement is desired in accordance with DEPARTMENT procedures.


M. All work by a consulting finn will be performed in compliance with the applicable
provisions of 1980 PA 299, Subsection 2001, MCL 339.2001; MSA 18.425(2001), as well
as in accordance with the provisions of all previously cited Directives of the FHWA.


N. The project engine!;:r shall be subject to such administrative guidance as may be deemed
necessary to ensure compliance with program requirement and, in those instances where a
consultant firm is retained to provide engineering and inspection services, the personnel
performing those services shall be subject to the same conditions.


O. The DEPARTMENT, in administering the PROJECT in accordance with applicable Federal
and State requirements and regulations, neither assumes nor becomes liable for any obliga­
tions undertaken or arising between the REQUESTING PARTY and any other party with
respect to the PROJECT.


P. In the event it is determined by the DEPARTMENT that there will be either insufficient
Federal funds or insufficient time to properly administer such funds for the entire PROJECT
or portions thereof, the DEPARTMENT, prior to advertising or issuing authorization for
work performance, may cancel the PROJECT, or any portion thereof, and upon 'written
notice to the parties this contract shall be void and ofno effect with respect to that cancelled
portion of the PROJECT. Any PROJECT deposits previously made by the parties on the
cancelled portions ofihe PROJECT will be promptly refunded.


Q. Those projects funded with Federal monies will be subject to inspection at all times by the
DEPARTMENT and the FHWA.
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SECTJON III


ACCOUNTING AND BILLING


A. Procedures for billing for work undertaken by the REQUESTING PARTY:


I. The REQUESTING PARTY shall establish and maintain accurate records. in
accordance with generally accepted accounting principles, of all expenses incurred
for which payment is sought or made under this contract, said records to be
hereinafter referred to as the "RECORDS". Separate accounts shall be established
and maintained for all costs incurred under this contract.


The REQUESTING PARTY shall maintain the RECORDS for at least three (3) years
from the date of final payment of Federal Aid made by the DEPARTMENT under
this contract. In the event of a dispute with regard to the allowable expenses or any
other issue under this contract, the REQUESTING PARTY shall thereafter continue
to maintain the RECORDS at least until that dispute has been finally decided and the
time for all available challenges or appeals of that decision has expired.


The DEPARTMENT, or its representative, may inspect, copy, or audit the
RECORDS at any reasonable time after giving reasonable notice.


If any part of the work is subcontracted, the REQUESTING PARTY shall assure
compliance with the above for all subcontracted work.


in the event that an audit performed by or on behalfofthe DEPARTMENT indicates
an adjustment to the costs reported under this contract, or questions the allowability
of an item of expense, the DEPARTMENT shall promptly submit to the
REQUESTING PARTY, a Notice of Audit Results and a copy of the audit report
which may supplement or modify any tentative findings verbally communicated to
the REQUESTING PARTY at the completion of an audit.


Within sixty (60) days after the date of the Notice of Audit Results, the
REQUESTING PARTY shall: (a) respond in writing to the responsible Bureau or the
DEPARTMENT indicating whether ornot it concurs with the audit report, (b) clearly
explain the nature and basis for any disagreement as to a disallowed item ofexpense
and, (c) submit to the DEPARTMENT a written explanation as to any questioned or
no opinion expressed item of expense, hereinafter referred to as the "RESPONSE".
The RESPONSE shall be clearly stated and provide any supporting documentation
necessary to resolve any disagreement or questioned or no opinion expressed item of
expense. Where the documentation is voluminous, the REQUESTING PARTY may
supply appropriate excerpts and make alternate arrangements to conveniently and
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an'angements to conveniently and reasonably make that documentation available
for review by [he DEPARTMENT. The RESPONSE shall refer to and apply the
language of the contract. The REQUESTING PARTY agrees that failure to
submit a RESPONSE within the sixty (60) day period constitutes agreement with
any disallowance of an item of expense and authorizes the DEPARTMENT to
finally disallow any items of questioned or no opinion expressed cost.


The DEPARTMENT shall make its decision with regard to any Notice of Audit
Results and RESPONSE within one hundred twenty (120) days after the date of
the Notice of Audit Results. If the DEPARTMENT detennines that an
overpayment has been made to the REQUESTING PARTY, the REQUESTING
PARTY shall repay that amount to the DEPARTMENT or reach agreement with
the DEPARTMENT on a repayment schedule within thirty (30) days after the
date of an invoice fi'om the DEPARTMENT. If the REQUESTING PARTY fails
to repay the overpayment or reach agreement with the DEPARTMENT on a
repayment schedule within the thirty (30) day period, the REQUESTING PARTY
agrees that the DEPARTMENT shall deduct all or a portion of the overpayment
from any funds then or thereafter payable by the DEPARTMENT to the
REQUESTING PARTY under this contract or any other agreement, or payable to
the REQUESTING PARTY under the terms of 1951 PA 51, as applicable.
Interest will be assessed on any partial payments or repayment schedules based on
the unpaid balance at the end of each month until the balance is paid in full. The
assessment of interest will begin thirty (30) days from the date of the invoice.
The rate of interest will be based on the Michigan Department of Treasury
common cash funds interest earnings. The rate of interest will be reviewed
annually by the DEPARTMENT and adjusted as necessary based on the Michigan
Department of Treasury common cash funds interest earnings. The
REQUESTING PARTY expressly consents to this withholding or offsetting of
funds under those circumstances, reserving the right to file a lawsuit in the Court
of Claims to contest the DEPARTMENT'S decision only as to any item of
expense the disallowance of which was disputed by the REQUESTING PARTY
in a timely filed RESPONSE.


The REQUESTING PARTY shall comply with the Single Audit Act of 1984,
P.L. 98-502.

Agreed Unit Prices Work - All billings for work undertaken by the REQUESTING
PARTY on an agreed unit price basis will be submitted in accordance with the
Michigan DepartmentofTransportation Standard Specifications for Construction and
pertinent FAPG Directives and Guidelines of the FHWA.


Force Account Work and Subcontracted Work - All bil1ings submitted to the
DEPARTMENT for Federal reimbursement for items of work performed on a force
account basis or by any subcontract with a consulting firm, railway company,
governmental agency or other party, under the terms of this contract, shall be
prepared in accordance with the provisions ofthe pertinent FHPM Directives and the
procedures of the DEPARTMENT. Progress billings may be submitted monthly
during the time work is being performed provided, however, that no bill of a lesser
amount than $1,000.00 shall be submitted unless it is a final or end of fiscal year
billing. All billings shall be labeled either "Progress Bill Number ", or
"Final Billing".
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4. Final billing under this contract shall be submined in a timely manner but not later
than six months after completion of the work. Billings for work submined later than
six months after completion of the work will not be paid.


j. Upon receipt of billings for reimbursement for work undertaken by the
REQUESTING PARTY on projects funded with Federal monies. the
DEPARTMENT will act as billing agent for the REQUESTING PARTY,
consolidating said billings with those for its own force account work and presenting
these consolidated billings to the FHWA for payment.

balance of its deposit.

Upon receipt of billing for
interest incurred, the REQUESTING PARTY promises and shall promptly pay the
DEPARTMENT said amount.


Pursuant to the authority granted by law, the REQUESTING PARTY hereby
irrevocably pledges a sufficient amount of funds received by it from the Michigan
Transportation Fund to meet its obligations as specified in PART I and PART lJ. If
the REQUESTING PARTY shall fail to make any of its required payments when
due, as specified herein, the DEPARTMENT shall immediately notify the
REQUESTING PARTY and the State Treasurer of the State of Michigan or such
other state officer or agency having charge and control over disbursement of the
Michigan Transportation Fund, pursuant to law, of the fact of such default and the

Make no changes to ordinances or regulations enacted, or traffic controls
installed in conjunction with the PROJECT work without prior review by the
DEPARTMENT and approval of the FHWA, if required.
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B. On projects for \he removal of roadside obstacles, the panies', upon completion of
construction of each part of the PROJECT, at no cost to the PROJECT or the
DEPARTMENT, will, within their respective jurisdictions, take such action as is necessary
to assure that the roadway right-of-way, cleared as the PROJECT, will be maintained free
of such obstacles.


C. On projects for the construction of bikeways, the parties will enact no ordinances or
regulations prohibiting the use of bicycles on the facility hereinbefore described as the
PROJECT, and will amend any existing restrictive ordinances in this regard so as to allow
use of this facility by bicycles. No motorized vehicles shall be permitted on such bikeways
or walkways constructed as the PROJECT except those for maintenance purposes.


D. Failure ofthe parties hereto to fulfill their respective responsibilities as outlined herein may
disqualify that party from future Federa,i-aid participation in projects on roads or streets for
which it has maintenance responsibility. Federal Aid may be withheld until such time as
deficiencies in regulations have been corrected, and the improvements constructed as the
PROJECT are brought to a satisfactory condition of maintenance.

SPECIAL PROGRAM AND PROJECT CONDITIONS


A. Those projects for which the REQUESTING PARTY has been reimbursed with Federal
monies for the acquisition of right-of-way must be under construction by the close of the
twentieth (20th) fiscal year following the fiscal year in which the FHWA and the
DEPARTMENT projects agreement covering that work is executed, or the REQUEST!::'iG
PARTY may be required to repay to the DEPARTMENT, for forwarding to the FHWA, all
monies distributed as the FHWA'S contribution to that right-of-way.


B. Those projects for which·the REQUESTING PARTY has been reimbursed with Federal
monies for the performance of preliminary engineering must be under construction by the
close of the tenth (lOth) fiscal year following the fiscal year in which the FHWA and the
DEPARTMENT projects agreement covering that work is executed, or the REQUESTING
PARTY may be required to repay to the DEPARTMENT, for forwarding to the FHWA, all
monies distributed as the FHWA'S contribution to that preliminary engineering.


C. On those projects funded with Federal monies, the REQUESTING PARTY, at no cost to the
PROJECT or the DEPARTMENT, will provide such accident information as is available and
such other information as may be required under the program in order to make the proper
assessment of the safety benefits derived from the work performed as the PROJECT. The
REQUESTING PARTY will cooperate with the DEPARTMENT in the development of
reports and such analysis as may be required and will, when requested by the
DEPARTMENT, forward to the DEPARTMENT, in such form as is necessary, the required
information.


D. In connection with the performance ofPROJECT work under this contract the parties hereto
(hereinafter in Appendix "A" referred to as the "contractor") agree to comply with the State
of Michigan provisions for "Prohibition ofDiscrirnination in State Contracts", as set forth
in Appendix A, attached hereto and made a part hereof. The parties further covenant that
they will comply with the Civil Rights Acts of 1964, being P.L. 88-352, 78 Stat. 241, as
amended, being Title 42 U.S.C. Sections 1971, 1975a-1 975d, and 2000a-2000h-6 and the
Regulations of the United States Department of Transportation (49 C.F.R. Part 21) issued
pursuant to said Act, including Appendix "B", attached hereto and made a part hereof, and
will require similar covenants on the part ofany contractor or subcontractor employed in the
performance of this contract.


E. The parties will carry out the applicable requirements of the DEPARTMENTS
Disadvantaged Business Enterprise (DBE) program and 49 CFR, Part 26, including, but not
limited to, those requirements set forth in Appendix C.

Applications for this circumstance will be accepted on an
ongoing basis until October 2009. Recovery Zone designa­
tion would become effective the year after designation. The
company wouid have a limited duration time that could not
exceed the Recovery Zone's original maximum aliowable
15 year duration.

THE CITY OF ROSEVll..LE ORDAINS:


AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF ROSEVILLE BY AMENDING CHAPTER 290,
ARTICLE IV, TO EXPAND REMOVAL OF SIDEWALK OBSTRUCTIONS IN ALL
ZONING DISTRICTS OF THE CITY OF ROSEVILLE, TO PROVIDE TIME PERIOD IN
WHICH TO PAY COSTS AND EXPENSES, TO AMEND THE APPEAL PROCESS, TO
PROVIDE FOR REPEALER, SEVERABILITY, AND EFFECTIVE DATE.


Section 1. Chapter 290, Article IV, § 290-18 is hereby amended to provide as follows:


§ 290-18 Time limit for removal of ice and/or snow.


In the case of snow and/or ice, the same shall be removed from sidewalks within the City
of Roseville within twenty-four (24) hours after the cessation of any snowfall, or in the
case of commercial or business districts, by the beginning ofbusiness hours of the next
business day following such weather event, whichever period is shorter.


Section 2. Chapter 290, Article IV, § 290-20(A) is hereby amended by deleting "in all business
and commercial districts" in the fIrst sentence. Further, reference to "agency" should be changed
to "contractor", and the payment period should be reduced from "60" days to "thirty (30)" days.


Section 3. Chapter 290, Article IV, § 290-20(B) is hereby amended to provide as follows:


B. In the event that the Department of Buildings and Inspection, through a proper
department or contractor of the City, clears the sidewalk of snow and/or ice or removes
any other foreign objects from the sidewalks and makes the same free for passage, it shall
then be the duty of the City Manager or his or her designee to cause the costs incurred to
be charged against the premises and collected according to the provisions of this article.
Any person aggrieved by the costs incurred may have a right of appeal fIrst to the
Building Director, and if determination at that level is unsatisfactory, they may appeal it
further to the City Manager. The City Manager shall have the right to affirm, overturn,
modify the decision of the Building Director in whole or in part. The decision of the City
Manager shall be fInal.







Section 4. Chapter 290, Article IV, § 290-21 is hereby amended by deleting "in all business and
commercial districts" and changing "agency" to "contractor"


Section 5. Repealer. Any section herein that is in conflict is hereby repealed.


Section 6. Severability. If any word, clause, sentence, paragraph or provision of this
ordinance is deemed to be invalid by a court ofcompetent jurisdiction, such word, clause,
sentence, paragraph or provision so designated shall be deemed severable and the remaining
provisions of the ordinance shall be deemed fully enforceable.


Se.ctioD 7. Effective Date. The terms and provisions of this ordinance are deemed to be an
emergency ordinance which shall become effective upon publication and adoption.

WHEREAS,  the  City  of  Roseville  wants  to  demonstrate  that  energy  efficiency  and 
conservation  practices  can  be  applied  to  the  daily  governmental  operations  and  to 
infrastructure projects; 
 
WHEREAS, the City of Roseville seeks to find methods of service delivery and operations 
that conserve energy and resources, saving taxpayer dollars and protecting and preserving 
the environment; 
 
WHEREAS, the City of Roseville recognizes that sound energy efficiency and conservation 
practices can reduce government costs over the long‐term; 
 
WHEREAS,  the  City  of  Roseville  will  lead  by  example  to  show  the  practicality  and 
effectiveness of these practices; and 
 
WHEREAS, the City of Roseville seeks to encourage  its citizens and businesses to  initiate 
stewardship activities that benefit the environment and their community; 
 
ACCORDINGLY, BE  IT RESOLVED,  that  the City of Roseville  accepts  the Michigan Green 
Communities  Challenge  and  pledges  to  work  toward  achieving  the  goals  of  the  Basic 
Challenge (Attachment A) over the next three years.

ATTACHMENT A 
MICHIGAN GREEN COMMUNITIES BASIC CHALLENGE 


 
STEP 1: OBTAIN ORGANIZATIONAL SUPPORT (RESOLUTION)  
Passage of the support resolution by the governing body is the first essential step toward 
achieving  the Basic Challenge.  This  resolution acts as a commitment or pledge  to work 
toward the objectives as identified in the Michigan Green Communities Challenge. 
 
Complete  the  Intention  and  Progress  Survey  (Attachment  B)  online  or  fax  the 
downloadable  survey  to  the  Michigan  Green  Communities  Challenge  c/o  Michigan 
Municipal League at 734‐622‐8083.  


STEP 2: ASSIGN RESPONSIBILITY 


Establish an energy manager position/responsibility or management team within the unit 
of local government.  Clearly define roles for the management team which may include a 
sustainability manager, energy manager, or similar title.  
 
Also consider establishing an advisory commission  (or “Green Team”) composed of  local 
residents and business representatives to advise and assist the local government board on 
policies and practices dealing with the environment, energy efficiency and conservation.   


STEP 3: COLLECT ALL ENERGY DATA FOR GOVERNMENTAL OPERATIONS 


Collection  of  critical  data  is  important  aspect  of  preparing  an  accurate  and  significant 
strategy.    It  allows  for  establishing  a  baseline  for  future  analysis  of  energy  reduction 
efforts  and  also  allows  municipalities  to  benchmark  themselves  against  similar‐sized 
municipal entities.   
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Local government agencies spend more than $10 billion a year on energy to provide public 
services and meet consultant needs while grappling with  tightening budgets.   Yet nearly 
one‐third of the energy used to run typical government buildings goes to waste.   
 
The Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) provides local and state governments, as well 
as  federal  agencies,  a  proven  energy management  strategy  and  no‐cost  tools  to  save 
energy  and money  and demonstrate  their environmental  leadership.   You may  register 
with the EPA’s Energy Star Challenge and use its tools, or an equivalent system, to conduct 
a baseline emissions inventory of your government facilities.   
 
You  should  also  explore  the  use  of  software  prepared  by  the  International  Council  for 
Local  Environmental  Initiatives  (ICLEI),  i.e.  CACP  2009  to  create  a  comprehensive 
accounting of governmental and community energy use, energy spending, greenhouse gas 
and criteria air pollutant emissions.   It will also measure all types of energy use  including 
buildings, vehicles and waste.   
 
Note: The completion and preparation of an  Independent Energy Evaluation  through  the 
Rebuild Michigan program will satisfy the requirements of Step 3.   


STEP 4: ASSESS SITUATION AND IDENTIFY GAPS  


Following data collection, a clearer picture of the community’s status becomes available.  
This  presents  an  opportunity  to  begin  setting  priorities,  identifying  low‐hanging  fruit 
(projects easily completed at  little or no cost), and also shows a community where gaps 
may exist.  When the community can readily identify gaps in its operations, it can begin to 
address them through planning and implementation.   
 
STEP 5: DEVELOP GOALS AND ACTIVITIES: PLANNING FOR THE FUTURE 
Goals and activities should be evaluated and selected.   Measurable outcomes should be 
stated so that progress and achievement can be monitored.   
 
MML provides a document (Attachment C) for suggested goals and activities.  
 
Special  Note:  Communities  applying  for  funds  under  the  Energy  Efficiency  and 
Conservation Block Grant (EECBG) program should evaluate the goals and activities listed 
in Attachment C to determine such activities qualify as Eligible Activities under the EECBG 
Strategy.   
 
STEP 6: MEASURE PERFORMANCE AND QUANTIFY RESULTS  
Evaluate  the  progress  made  by  including  formal  review  processes  that  compare  the 
outcomes with  the projected goals. The evaluation results and  information gathered will 
assist in creating new goals, identifying best practices, and setting new performance goals.   
 
If  applicable,  the  community  should  review  energy  use  and  cost  data  to  measure 
accomplishments.    Energy  performance  should  be  compared  to  baseline  information.  
Measure your results and reward  individuals and teams for accomplishments.   Document 
savings opportunities as well as non‐quantifiable benefits that can be leveraged for future 
initiatives.  
 
Celebrate your accomplishments with your community.

 7.  Request adoption of Ordinance to amend the City of Roseville Code of Ordinances  
    Chapter 217, §217‐9, resisting or obstructing officer in discharge of duty, to provide  
    for repealer, severability, and effective date.   
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      City Attorney John Dolan explained to Council that the presented amendment is to 
      bring our Ordinance in conformity with the same offense as set forth in the State 
      of Michigan Statute.  The proposed amendment is consistent with decisions made 
      by the State Court of Appeals and the Federal District Court.    
 
COUNCILMAN  FRANK MAISANO moved, MAYOR  PRO  TEM  ROBERT  TAYLOR  seconded  to 
adopt Ordinance  1226  to  amend  the  City  of  Roseville  Code  of Ordinances  Chapter  217, 
§217‐9,  resisting  or  obstructing  officer  in  discharge  of  duty,  to  provide  for  repealer, 
severability and effective date as follows: 
 


TO AMEND AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF ROSEVILLE AMENDING CHAPTER 217, 
§  217‐9,  RESISTING  OR  OBSTRUCTING  OFFICER  IN  DISCHARGE  OF  DUTY,  TO 
PROVIDE FOR REPEALER, SEVERABILITY, AND EFFECTIVE DATE.

MACOMB COUNTY, MICHIGAN 


ORDINANCE NO. 1226 
 
THE CITY OF ROSEVILLE ORDAINS: 
 
AN  ORDINANCE  OF  THE  CITY  OF  ROSEVILLE  AMENDING  CHAPTER  217,  §217‐9, 
RESISTING OR OBSTRUCTING OFFICER  IN DISCHARGE OF DUTY, TO PROVIDE FOR 
REPEALER, SEVERABILITY, AND EFFECTIVE DATE. 
 
Section 1.  Chapter 217, § 217‐9, is hereby amended to provide as follows: 
 
§ 217‐9 Resisting or Obstructing Officer in Discharge of Duty. 
 
An individual who assaults, batters, wounds, resists, obstructs, opposes, 
endangers a person who the individual knows or has reason to know is 
performing his or her duties shall be punished as provided in § 217‐20 of 
this Chapter. 
 
As used in this section:   
 
(a) “Obstruct” includes the use or threatened use of physical interference 
   or force or a knowing failure to comply with a command. 
 
(b) “Person” means any of the following: 
 


(i) A police officer of this state or of a political subdivision of this 
state, including, but not limited to, the coroner, a motor carrier 
officer or capitol security officer of the Department of State 
Police. 
 
(ii) A conservation officer of the Department of Natural 
Resources or the Department of Environmental Quality. 
 
(iii) A sheriff or deputy sheriff. 
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(iv) A firefighter. 
 
(v) An officer duly authorized while serving or attempting to 
serve or execute any such process, rule or order or for having 
served or attempting to serve or execute the same. 
 
(vi) A court officer. 


  
Section 2.  Repealer.  Any section herein that is in conflict is hereby repealed. 
 
Section 3.  Severability.   If any word, clause, sentence, paragraph or 
provision of this ordinance is deemed to be invalid by a court of competent 
jurisdiction, such word, clause, sentence, paragraph or provision so designated 
shall be deemed severable and the remaining provisions of the ordinance shall be 
deemed fully enforceable.  
 
Section 4.  Effective Date.  The terms and provisions of this ordinance are 
deemed to be an emergency ordinance which shall become effective upon 
publication and adoption.

 8.   Council consideration to adopt Traffic Control Orders #09‐01 resolving, traffic going  
    northbound on O’Neil must stop for traffic going east and west on Martin Road and  
    Traffic Control Order #09‐02 resolving traffic going southbound on O’Neil must stop  
    for traffic going east and west on Martin Road.   
 
      City Manager Stephen Truman explained that in 2007 the City Council received  
      correspondence from the Macomb County Road Commission about four different 
      traffic signals in the City; one being O’Neil and Martin.  The County will no longer 
      maintain the four signals and if the signals needed repair the lights would be  
      replaced with new signals which would cost the City up to $100,000 each signal to 
      replace.   The City did receive grant money to replace three out of the four lights.    
      The traffic study on the light at Martin and O’Neil revealed that the light was not 
      necessary at  this  intersection and  the  light was changed  to a blinking yellow  for 
      Martin Road and blinking Red for O’Neil.       Due to the Martin Road Construction 
      the current signal may now be removed and a traffic control device  is needed at 
      this intersection.  Police Lieutenant Thomas Suminski from the Traffic Bureau has 
      recommended that stop signs be  installed on the north and south side of Martin 
      at  O’Neil prior to the removal of the current signal. 
 
MAYOR PRO TEM ROBERT TAYLOR moved, COUNCILWOMAN JAN HAGGERTY seconded to 
adopt Traffic Control Order #09‐01 resolving, traffic going northbound on O’Neil must stop 
for  traffic  going  east  and  west  on  Martin  Road  and  #09‐02  resolving  traffic  going 
southbound on O’Neil must stop for traffic going east and west on Martin Road.  
MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY  
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 9.   Request adoption of Identity Theft Prevention Policy. 
 
      City Attorney John Dolan explained to Council that federal regulations require the 
      City to adopt this policy.  The purpose of the policy is to detect, prevent and  
      mitigate identity theft in connection with accounts that are maintained and  
      utilized by the City.  Mr. Dolan recommended that Council adopt the policy as  
      presented.  
 
COUNCILWOMAN  JAN  HAGGERTY  moved,  COUNCILWOMAN  COLLEEN  MCCARTNEY 
seconded to adopt the Identity Theft Prevention Policy as presented.  
 
Councilman Salvatore Aiuto thanked City Attorneys Tim Tomlinson and John Dolan for their 
work on this policy.  
MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY  
 
10.  Request to waive bid process and purchase Primera XRP 100 Disc Blu Ray DVD and  
    Taser Cams for the Police Department as single source items. 
 
      City Manager Stephen Truman explained that the City requires all single source  
      bid items to be acted upon by Council.  These items will be purchased using grant 
      monies and International Police Technologies and Michigan Taser Distributing are 
      the single source companies for the requested items. 
 
      Councilwoman  Jan Haggerty  reiterated  that  these  items will be purchased using 
      grant monies and  they are not  included  in  the City’s budget; Mr. Truman stated 
      that the Byrne Justice Assistance grant will be used for this purchase and the grant 
      specifications are strict as to what equipment may be purchased with the grant  
      monies.  
 
COUNCILWOMAN  COLLEEN  MCCARTNEY  moved,  MAYOR  PRO  TEM  ROBERT  TAYLOR 
seconded to approve the request to waive bid process and purchase Primera XRP 100 Disc 
Blu Ray DVD and Taser Cams for the Police Department as single source items.  
MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY  
 
11.  Request to waive bid process for the purchase of two Main Control Boards and one Gel 
    Filled Differential Pressure Transducer w/ 100 foot cable for the Water Department as 
    single source items. 
 
      City Manager Stephen Truman explained that this request arose out of problems 
      experienced with the lift stations during the June 25, 2009 storms.    The lift  
      stations prevent area basements from flooding during heavy storms and each  
      board is specific to each lift station so there is no economical way to prepare  
      written bids for this type of item.  By purchasing the spare boards the City will  
      save money in the future and prevent any back‐ups into area basements.  Mr.  
      Truman recommended that the single‐source bid be awarded to Linden Industries, 
      Inc. in the amount of $6,418. 
 
COUNCILWOMAN  JAN HAGGERTY moved,  COUNCILMAN  SALVATORE AIUTO  seconded  to 
approve the request to waive bid process for the purchase of two Main Control Boards and 
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one  Gel  Filled  Differential  Pressure  Transducer  with  100  foot  cable  for  the  Water

 ORDINANCE NO. 1225 
  
THE CITY OF ROSEVILLE ORDAINS: 
 
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF ROSEVILLE BY AMENDING CHAPTER 290, 
ARTICLE IV, TO EXPAND REMOVAL OF SIDEWALK OBSTRUCTIONS IN ALL 
ZONING DISTRICTS OF THE CITY OF ROSEVILLE, TO PROVIDE TIME PERIOD 
IN WHICH TO PAY COSTS AND EXPENSES, TO AMEND THE APPEAL PROCESS, 
TO PROVIDE FOR REPEALER, SEVERABILITY AND EFFECTIVE DATE.  
 
Section 1. Chapter 290, Article IV, § 290-18 is hereby amended to provide as follows: 
 
 § 290-18 Time limit for removal of ice and/or snow. 
 
 In the case of snow and/or ice, the same shall be removed from sidewalks within the City 
 of Roseville within twenty-four (24) hours after the cessation of any snowfall, or in the 
 case of commercial or business districts, by the beginning of business hours of the next 
 business day following such weather event, whichever period is shorter.  


  
Section 2.  Chapter 290 Article IV, § 290-20(A) is hereby amended by deleting “in all business 
and commercial districts” in the first sentence.  Further, reference to “agency” should be 
changed to “contractor”, and the payment period should be reduced from “60” days to “thirty 
(30)” days.  
 
Section 3.  Chapter 290, Article IV, §290-20(b) is hereby amended to provide as follows: 
 
 B.  In the event that the Department of Buildings and Inspection, through a proper  
  department or contractor of the City, clears the sidewalk of snow and/or ice or  
  removes any other foreign objects from the sidewalks and makes the same free for  
  passage, it shall then be the duty of the City Manager or his or her designee to  
  cause the costs incurred to be charged against the premises and collected    
  according to the provisions of this article. Any person aggrieved by the costs   
  incurred may have a right of appeal first to the Building Director, and if    
  determination at that level is unsatisfactory, they may appeal it further to the City  
  Manager.  The City Manager shall have the right to affirm, overturn or modify the  
  decision of the Building Director in whole or in part.  The decision of the City  
  Manager shall be final.  
 
Section 4.  Chapter 290, Article IV, §290-21 is hereby amended by deleting “in all business 
and commercial districts” and changing “agency” to “contractor.”  
 
Section 5.  Repealer.  Any section herein that is in conflict is hereby repealed. 
 
Section 6.  Severability.  If any word, clause, sentence, paragraph or provision of this 
ordinance is deemed to be invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, such word, clause, 
sentence, paragraph or provision so designated shall be deemed severable and the remaining 
provisions of the ordinance shall be deemed fully enforceable. 
 
Section 7.  Effective Date.  The terms and provisions of this ordinance are deemed to be an 
emergency ordinance which shall become effective upon publication and adoption.

PROCEDURES, RECOVERABLE COSTS AND EXPENSES, TO PROVIDE FOR REPEALER, 
SEVERABILITY, AND EFFECTIVE DATE. 
 
Section 1.  Preamble.  The City of Roseville Fire Department finds that there are 
certain situations where the resources of the City of Roseville Fire Department, 
rescue and emergency medical services and other departments within the City 
(Police, DPW, Water, etc.) are used disproportionately for the benefit of parties 
other than the residents and taxpayers of the City of Roseville in situations 
where fairness and equity demand that the person(s) responsible, not the 
taxpayers of the City of Roseville as a whole, pay the costs of Fire Department 
response. 
 
The City of Roseville Fire Department finds that it is equitable to collect the costs 
directly in the situations set forth herein, which serves the life/safety issues of 
the City of Roseville and its residents to protect the City of Roseville from 
extraordinary expenses resulting from responses to any known arson, suspected 
criminal activity or fire later determined to be arson.  The expenses/costs being 
generated by the response, extinguishment (equipment and manpower), 
investigation (by both Fire and Police Departments) and other City departments 
(if required) shall be reimbursed to the City of Roseville by the person(s) 
(unknown or hired/recruited by), owners and /or operators of any property, 
instrumentalities, equipment or vehicles which cause in whole or in part, or 
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contribute to in whole or in part, through negligent or intentional acts or 
omissions to the occurrence. 
 
Section 2.  Title.  This ordinance shall be known as and be referred to as “The 
City of Roseville Arson and/or Unique Fire Incident Cost Recovery Ordinance”. 
 
Section 3.  Definitions. 
 
ACCELERANT ‐ A material (usually a liquid) which is highly flammable and 
sometimes explosive used to increase the burning rate and hasten and spread 
the fire and accelerate burning.              
 
ACCELERANT DETECTION K‐9 (aka: Arson Dog) – A canine that has been trained 
to detect minute traces of accelerants that may have been used to start a fire. 
 
ARSON – The willful, malicious burning of property with criminal or fraudulent 
intent. 
 
BURN – To set on fire; to char, scald, heat or destroy by fire.  Aiding, counseling, 
inducing, persuading or procuring another to do such act or acts. 
 
CITY ‐ Shall mean the City of Roseville and all departments and units of said City. 
 
COST RECOVERY/EXPENSES OF AN ARSON AND/OR UNIQUE FIRE INCIDENT – 
Shall mean any and all costs incurred by the City of Roseville, and shall include, 
but not be limited to expenses attributable to the response. 
 
The costs further include all salaries and wages of City of Roseville personnel 
responding to the incident, salaries and wages of City of Roseville personnel 
engaged in the investigation, supervision and report preparation regarding said 
incident, and/or use of the canine accelerant detection team and all costs 
connected with the administration of the incident relating to any prosecution of 
the person(s) responsible, including those relating to the production and 
appearance of witnesses at any court proceedings in relation thereto. 
 
Costs shall include all City vehicles responding to the incident (charges for 
vehicles set by the Macomb County Fire Chiefs Association).  Costs shall also 
include such items as disposable materials and supplies used during the 
response to said incident, rental or leasing of equipment used for specific 
response, replacement of equipment which is contaminated beyond reuse or 
repair during response to said incident, medical expenses and hospitalization 
costs for exposures, injuries or illnesses resulting from the incident, costs of all 
meals for all personnel involved in the incident, extinguishing agents, water 
purchased from municipal water systems, special technical services and 
laboratory costs and services and supplies purchased for any specific evacuation 
relating to said incident. 
 
EMERGENCY RESPONSE – Shall mean the providing, sending and/or utilizing of 
firefighting, police, emergency medical and rescue services and/or other City 
departments at the request or direction of the City of Roseville for an incident 
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resulting from known arson, suspected criminal activity or fire later determined 
to be arson.   
 
FIRE DEPARTMENT – The City of Roseville Fire Department. 
 
FIRE CHIEF – The administrative head of the Roseville Fire Department. 
 
FIRE MARSHAL/COORDINATOR – An individual/designee named by and 
accountable to the Fire Chief.  
 
FIRE INSPECTOR/COORDINATOR – An individual/designee named by and 
accountable to the Fire Chief. 
 
OWNER – Shall mean any person or persons having a vested or contingent 
interest in the premises, real property or vehicle involved in the known arson, 
suspected criminal activity or fire later determined to be arson; including but not 
limited to any duly authorized agent or attorney, purchaser, devisee or fiduciary 
or said person having said vested or contingent interest. 
 
PERSON – Shall mean individuals, firms, joint ventures, partnerships, 
corporations, clubs and all associations or organizations or natural persons, 
either incorporated or unincorporated, howsoever operating or named, and 
whether acting by themselves or by a servant, contractor, employee, agent or 
fiduciary and includes all legal representatives, heirs, successors and assigns 
thereof. 
 
RESPONSIBLE PARTY – Shall mean any individual, firm, corporation, association, 
partnership, commercial entity, consortium, joint venture, sole proprietorship, 
trust, firm, joint stock company, limited liability company, government entity or 
any other legal entity responsible for the incident and any owner, tenant, 
operator, occupant or other person in control of or responsible  for the 
operation, maintenance and/or condition of any building, premises, property or 
vehicle where an incident resulting from known arson, suspected criminal 
activity or fire later determined to be arson on or about said building, premises, 
property and/or vehicle.  The responsible party shall be required to reimburse 
the City of Roseville for all costs and expenses of an incident resulting from 
known arson, suspected criminal activity or fire later determined to be arson as 
further defined in this Chapter. 
 
SENIOR FIRE OFFICIAL – An individual/designee named by and accountable to 
the Fire Chief. 
 
SUSPECTED CRIMINAL ACTIVITY ‐ Means any event for which a law enforcement 
agency or fire department specifically requests the Roseville Fire Department – 
Fire Marshal Division to respond and/or provide services where the law 
enforcement agency or fire department is investigating a crime or suspicious 
incident or where it has been determined that a fire has been caused by arson, 
irrespective of whether a person is convicted of arson. 
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Section 4.  Liability for Costs and Expenses.  Any person(s) who is convicted of 
arson, suspected of criminal activity or fire later determined to be arson shall be 
responsible and liable for all costs incurred by the City of Roseville for such 
activities.   
 
All the costs incurred by the City of Roseville for such activities shall be invoiced 
to and paid by the responsible party.   
 
In any case where the Roseville Fire Department personnel and equipment 
responds to an arson, suspected criminal activity or fire later determined to be 
arson, the responsible party or parties shall be liable to the City of Roseville for 
all costs of firefighting and extinguishment, investigating of cause and origin, 
and/or use of the canine accelerant detection team, board‐up services, any other 
security procedures performed by the City of Roseville Fire Department, and/or 
other costs and expenses as defined in this Chapter. 
 
The expense of the emergency response shall be a charge imposed upon the 
responsible party under this Ordinance. The charge constitutes a debt of that 
responsible party and is collectible by the City of Roseville in the same manner as 
an obligation under contract, express or implied. 
 
Section 5.  Billing Procedures.  Within ten (10) days of receiving all costs and 
expenses, an invoice will be prepared and submitted for payment of said costs 
and expenses to the responsible party liable for the expenses and enumerated 
under this Ordinance.  The invoice will be sent by registered or certified mail, 
return receipt requested. 
 
The invoice shall require full payment within thirty (30) days from the date of 
mailing or service of said invoice upon responsible person(s). 
 
Any questions or challenges to the invoice should be made prior to the thirty 
(30) day full payment requirement to avoid any legal action by the City of 
Roseville. 
 
Section 6.  Cost Recovery/Expenses.  Costs to be recovered under this 
Ordinance shall be those costs and expenses as defined in Section 4.  If the 
responsible party fails to pay the City of Roseville for costs incurred within thirty 
(30) days of the date of the invoice sent by the City of Roseville to the 
responsible party the City of Roseville may institute legal action to collect the 
costs due, including expenses, costs and reasonable attorney fees incurred to 
collect those costs.  Any cost recovery under this ordinance shall be separate 
from any costs and expenses ordered as restitution. 
 
Section 7.  Conflict with State and Federal Law.  Nothing in this Ordinance shall 
be construed to conflict with state or federal laws requiring person(s) 
responsible for arson, suspected criminal activity or fire later determined to be 
arson from engaging in remediation activities or paying the cost thereof, or both. 
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Section 8.  Nonexclusive Remedy.  The remedies provided by this Ordinance 
shall be in addition to any other remedies available in equity or at law and such 
penalties as provided by law or ordinance. 
 
Section 9.  Repealer.  All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith 
are repealed only to the extent necessary to give this ordinance full force and 
effect. 
 
Section 10.  Severability.  If any article, section, subsection, sentence, clause, 
phrase or portion of this ordinance is held invalid or unconstitutional by any 
court or competent jurisdiction, such portion shall be deemed a separate, 
distinct and independent provision and such holding shall not affect the validity 
of remaining portions of the ordinance, being the intent of the City that this 
ordinance shall be fully severable.  
 
Section 11.  Effective Date.  The terms and provisions of this ordinance are 
deemed to be an emergency ordinance which shall become effective upon 
publication and adoption.

  Mayor Chirkun stated that the City does have an ordinance pertaining to rental properties; 
  however, no ordinance exists for inspection of homes prior to sales.  
 
  Edward Lempke II, 29251 McDonald, thanked Council for the certificate in honor of his rank 
  of Eagle Scout.

Any person who shall continue any work 
after having been served with a stop work order, except such work as that person is directed to 
perform to remove a violation or unsafe condition, shall be liable to a fine up to $500.00 or 90 
days in jail. 
 
Section 302.4.  Insert:  8 inches 


Section 304.14.  Insert:  April 1st through October 31st 
 
Section 602.3.  Insert:  January 1st through December 31st 
 
Section 602.4.  Insert:  January 1st through December 31st 


 
Section 3. Repealer.  All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are repealed only 
to the extent necessary to give this Ordinance full force and effect. 
 
Section 4. Severability.  If any article, section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase, or portion of 
this Ordinance is held invalid or unconstitutional by any court of competent jurisdiction, such 
portion shall be deemed a separate, distinct, and independent provision and such holding shall not 
affect the validity of remaining portions of the Ordinance, being the intent of the City that this 
Ordinance shall be fully severable. 
 
Section 5. Effective Date.  This Ordinance is deemed to be an emergency ordinance and shall 
become effective immediately upon adoption and publication.

About a year ago the 
      City was advised that the phone system needed upgrading and $76,000 was  
      budgeted this year to upgrade this system.    AT&T assigned an employee, who is a 
      Roseville resident, to this account and the representative aided in the process of 
      enhancing the current phone systems without spending the budgeted amount.  
      By investing $13,000 into the current phone system the City will save $17,000 per 
      year.

  Councilman Frank Maisano discussed using union companies for bid work, congratulated 
  the Roseville Community School Board on the openings of the new schools, Sandy Scott, 
  the  incoming Optimist Club president and Nick Miglio, the outgoing Optimist Club 
  president.  Mr. Maisano stated that the flagpole at the Roseville High School stadium is 
  now lit at night.    
 
  Councilman Salvatore Aiuto congratulated the Roseville School Board and the residents of 
  Roseville on the opening of the newly‐constructed schools.  
 
  Councilman Bill Shoemaker congratulated the School Board on the openings, commented 
  on the annual “See you at the flagpole” prayer service held by local students and 
  announced a USO‐style Dance on Sunday, September 27 from 5 p.m. to 9 p.m. at Sacred 
  Heart Catholic Church.

1. HEARING OF THE PUBLIC 
 
  Terry Mergenthaler, 25801 Wiseman, is opposed to agenda item #2.  
 
COUNCILMAN FRANK MAISANO moved, COUNCILWOMAN COLLEEN MCCARTNEY seconded to 
excuse absent Mayor Pro Tem Robert Taylor.  
MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY  
 
2. Presentation from MP Tool and Engineering Company regarding Renaissance Recovery Zone. 
 
  City Manager Stephen Truman explained that when the City receives this type of a request the petitioner 


 must make a presentation to Council.  Mr. Truman introduced Jim Ahee from the Macomb County 
 Economic Development Department who appeared with MP Tool owners Longine & Lawrence 
 Morawski and Margaret O’Reilly, consultant.   


 
  Mr. Ahee explained that in 1996 the Tool and Die Recovery Zone was introduced into legislation and 


 created 25 recovery zones; ten were added this year.  To qualify for a collaborative in the RRZ a business 
 must lease or own the property, 75% of the business must consist of tool & die and must meet one of six 
 codes set forth by North American International Classification System. Once a business is in a 
 collaborative the business will participate with other businesses throughout the State of Michigan which 
 will allow the businesses to work together to go after larger projects which the businesses cannot handle 
 on their own.  Taxes for an RRZ are abated for not less than five years and no longer than 15 years and at 
 the end of the abatement taxes are phased back in at 25% increments.    Businesses in an RRZ do not pay 
 Michigan business taxes, state education taxes, personal property taxes, real property taxes and local 
 income taxes; the school taxes are made whole by the State of Michigan.   


 
  Ms. O’Reilly explained that if this request is approved it will not impact the City’s tax revenues for 


 approximately one year.     
 
  Longine & Lawrence Morawski described the operations of their business and explained the reasons for 


 their request and answered questions for Council.  
 
  Mr. Truman stated that he has toured this facility and invited Council to tour the facilities prior to making 


 a decision on this item.  
 
3. Discussion regarding Ordinance to amend Chapter 290, Article IV, to expand removal of sidewalk 


obstructions in all Zoning Districts of the City of Roseville, to provide time period in which to pay costs 
and expenses, to amend the appeal process, to provide for repealer, severability, and effective date. 


 
  City Manager Stephen Truman explained that, due to the number of vacant homes in the City, snow 


 removal has become an issue.  The City reviewed the procedure used by surrounding communities to 
 address the snow removal.    


 
  City Attorney Tim Tomlinson explained that the proposed ordinance will allow the City to expand into 


 residential districts for snow removal from sidewalks and the ordinance will allow unpaid bills to be 
 added as a lien on the property.  


 
  Mr. Truman answered questions for Council about this item.  
 
4. Discussion regarding Fire Hydrant Maintenance Program.   
 
  City Manager Stephen Truman discussed this item with Council.  An incident in June prompted this 


 issue; the Water Department attempted a new procedure where both the testing and repair crews were 
 sent out to repair a fire hydrant.  The testing crew will first come in and flush out a hydrant to diagnose 
 any needed repairs; the repair crews will then make the repairs. On the occasion in June the repair crew 
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 was working on a hydrant while the testing crew was testing another hydrant so two hydrants were open 
 at the same time which created brown water in area homes.   All hydrants are  inspected within a  three-
 year period to make sure that they are in working order and the inspection process was implemented to 
 maintain the hydrants’ working order.  Mr. Truman would like to see the hydrant repair program to be  
 completed in a two-year program.  


 
5. OTHER ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION BY CITY MANAGER 
 
  City Manager Stephen Truman had the following to discuss: 
 
  a. Mr. Truman updated Council on the Macomb Mall SMART Bus stop.  The parties have not come to 


  an agreement yet; however, the Department of Public Works will collect the stray shopping carts in 
  the bus stop area at the mall.   


  b. The City is in the process of obtaining shelter structures for the busier SMART bus stops in   
  Roseville; SMART credits may be used to purchase the structures.  


  c. Council was provided with information about E-Gov Link which provides additional information to 
  the residents about City services.   


  d. A code enforcement complaint about a property on Utica Road near 13 Mile Road was discussed.   
  e. Discussion about adding an audio link to include the audio recording of City Council meetings to the


  City webpage.  City Clerk Richard Steenland explained that it will cost approximately $150 to set 
  the audio link up on the webpage which will include Council, Special Council and Zoning Board of 
  Appeals meetings.  Council had no objection to proceeding with this item.    


 
  Council had no objections to placing the request from MP Tool and Engineering Company on the next 


 Council agenda.  
 
6. OTHER ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION BY CITY ATTORNEY 
 
  City Attorney Tim Tomlinson discussed a proposed amendment to the City’s resisting and obstructing 


 arrest ordinance which was prompted by a recent court ruling. 
 
  Mr. Tomlinson discussed attorney fees for an attorney involved with the City’s petition for the National 


 Pollution Discharge Elimination System General Permit.    The attorney who was originally retained by 
 14 local communities is now with a different law firm and is requesting that a new attorney/client fee 
 agreement be executed by the City of Roseville and the other communities.  Mr. Tomlinson 
 recommended approval of this agreement.     This will be placed before Council on the next agenda for 
 approval.  


 
7. OTHER ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION BY CITY COUNCIL 
 
  Councilwoman Colleen McCartney had nothing to discuss.  
 
  Mayor John Chirkun and Councilpersons Frank Maisano, Jan Haggerty, Bill Shoemaker and Salvatore

1.  HEARING OF THE PUBLIC. 
 
    No one from the public wished to be heard.  
 
2.  Presentation from Wolverine Bronze Company regarding an IFT.    
 
    City Manager Stephen Truman explained this request to Council.  Wolverine Bronze was before 


  Council in October, 2006 on the same type of request; the new request is for purchase of new 
  equipment totaling approximately $7 million.   This request may be approved for up to 12 years 
  and will allow Wolverine Bronze  to purchase new machinery, new equipment, retain 19  jobs 
  and  create  eight  (8)  new  jobs.  City  Assessor  Daniel  Hickey  reviewed  the  request;  the  total 
  amount of taxes that would be abated under this request is $220,724.    


 
    Jim  Ahee  from  the Macomb  County Department  of  Economic Development  introduced  the 


  owner of Wolverine Bronze, Richard Smith, and Charles Arent, manager at Wolverine Bronze, 
  who explained the reason for this request and answered Council’s questions.  


 
    Mr. Truman explained that an Industrial Development District was previously established so  


  Council  will  only  need  to  hold  a  public  hearing  on  the  request  for  an  Industrial  Facility 
  Exemption Certificate.   


   
3.  OTHER ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION BY CITY MANAGER. 
 
    City Manager Stephen Truman had the following to discuss: 
 
    a.  Council was updated on the issue of installing a crosswalk at the Senior Citizen Apartments 


    on Lawn Street. Council decided to forward this issue to the Housing Commission for  
    review and input.  


    b.  The street lights near I‐696 and Gratiot that were reported out at last week’s meeting have 
    been repaired.   


    c.  Council members will purchase signs at a school sports field; these signs are not purchased 
    by the City but the individuals themselves.  


    d.  The City phone system is budgeted this fiscal year; however, the City is working with AT&T 
    to improve the system without completely replacing it to save the City money. 


    e.  Mr. Truman and City Assessor Daniel Hickey will meet with representatives from Tri‐Way 
    Mold on the company’s request to extend its Renaissance Recovery Zone. 


    f.  The Roseville‐Eastpointe Chamber of Commerce requested that the City of Roseville  
    appoint a representative to the Chamber’s Board of Directors.   


    g.  The recently‐hired Code Enforcement officer for baiting rodents is resigning.  The City has 
    hired an outside contractor to conduct follow up baiting after the  City  conducts  the  initial 
    baiting.  


    h.  In about two weeks Mr. Truman will begin meeting with department heads about the  
    staffing studies he provided them with at last month’s department head meeting.    


 
    Mayor Pro Tem Robert Taylor asked Mr. Truman for an update on the traffic issue on Calahan.  


  Mr. Truman stated that a traffic control order was placed into effect in 1979 for Calahan 
  between Common and 13 Mile Road and the specific information about the contents of the 
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  order is forthcoming.  The Police Department has patrolled this area and found  no violations.   
  Mr. Truman will provide Council with more information as it is received. 


 
    Mayor John Chirkun asked Mr. Truman what will happen to the Community Development Block 


  Grant  Director  position  after  the  current  director  retires.   Mr.  Truman  stated  that  he will 
  discuss this item with Council and he will bring a proposal to Council.
