Dear Mayor and Council Members: 


We recently completed our audit of the basic financial statements of the City of Roseville for the year 
ended June 30, 2007. As a result of our audit, we have the following comments and recommendations 
for your review and consideration. 


FINANCIAL RESULTS 


For the year ended June 30, 2007, net assets in the General Fund increased by approximately $2.9 
million. This was in contrast to  the City's fiscal 2006 year, where the Ci!+'s General Fund decreased fund 
balance by approximately $3.2 million. This increase in net income is primarily attributable to the 
November 2006 voter-approved 5 mill tax increase which was implemented for the City's fiscal year 
ending June 30, 2007. The additional tax revenue helped to lessen the financial impact of funding $3.4 
million for current retiree health care benefits, $1.25 million to fund post retiree health care benefits, the 
increase in the actuarial required payment to fund the City's pension system and the effects of long-term 
contractual obligations previously entered into by the City. However, despite the positive effects of the 
November 2006 operating levy increase and marginal increase in property values each year, the City 
continues to try and compensate for the effects of declining state shared revenue payments experienced 
in recent years and healthcare benefits and pension contributions that continue to rise at rates in excess 
of inflation. 


Due to the many factors affecting the City's well being going forward, the City's management has 
developed a five-year capital improvement plan and a five-year financial forecast that will be updated 
annually and reflected as part of the City's annual operating budget in order to  continue to allow the City 
the ability to react prudently to the challenging municipal economic conditions without significant cuts to 
City services. The ongoing economic challenges that the City will continue to face are as follows: 


Due to the current statutory formula expiring in September 2007, the State temporarily 
extended the formula. However, it is unclear what the outcome will be regarding the short- 
term and long-term funding of statutory revenue sharing. Decisions still remain on the ultimate 
funding level for revenue sharing for the State's fiscal year 200712006. If the State were to 
eliminate the statutory portion of revenue sharing (as the constitutional portion cannot be 
modified without a change to the State's constitution), the City of Roseville has approximately 
$1,600,000 at risk in its General Fund budget based on current funding levels. 
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Despite being proactive in the beginning to fund its future expected post-employment benefits 
over the past three years, the City remains under-funded with regards to the preliminary 
projected CASB Statement 45's 2008 estimated $4.9 million dollar funding for current and future 
retiree healthcare benefits requirement. This cost and liability associated with funding future 
retiree health care over the working life of the employee will be fully disclosed in the City's 
financial statement for the year ended June 30,2009. 


The pension contribution continues to increase, as a percentage of payroll. The 2007 
contribution was approximately $3,938,000 or an average of 20.765 percent of payroll for 
general and public safety employees combined. This amount is expected to stay at 


approximately this level of payroll for the year ending June 30, 2008. The continued increased 
costs to fund the pension system are a result of many factors, including declining market returns 
from 2001 -2004 and from changing demographics (people living longer, etc.). 


Current expenditures for employment health care paid by the General Fund on behalf of the 
Employees' Retirement System was approximately $3,400,000 for the year ending June 30, 2007 
with expected increases of 8 percent annually to this cost going forward. With limited 
investment income of previous years combined with the increasing interest rates currently, the 
City continues to analyze the impact of this cost on the General Fund and appropriately allocate 
costs to the applicable fund and to continue to analyze the appropriate reimbursement amount 
from retirees. 


The economic forecast of the State of Michigan housing market projects decreases t o  future 
property values. 


LEGISLATIVE ISSUES 


Revenue Sharing 


As mentioned above, the future of the State's revenue-sharing program continues to be directly tied to 
the condition of the State's budget. Reductions to statutory revenue sharing started in 2001 as shortfalls 
began occurring in the State's budget. The State's budget shortfalls continue to be significant. The State 
was approximately $1.8 billion short of the revenue needed to cover basic services for the State's 
upcoming fiscal year 200712008 budget. The legislature and the governor acted on October I to increase 
the income tax rate (from 3.9 percent to  4.35 percent, raising more than $750 million) and to enact a 
new 6 percent tax on certain services. The service tax was estimated to raise approximately $700 million 
per year. However, the service tax was repealed on December 1,2007, the same day it was to go into 
effect, and was replaced by a Michigan Business Tax surcharge that is estimated to raise the same $700 
million in revenue per year. This tax surcharge will be effective for the year beginning January 1, 2008 for 
corporations. With many last minute revisions to the State's budget, it is not completely clear whether 
the State's fiscal year 200612007 budget has been completely balanced as well. 
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The outcome of the following matters will also impact revenue sharing: 


Future of County Participation in Statutory Revenue Sharing - In 2004, the State terminated payment 
of statutory revenue sharing to counties (which was approximately $182 million) but allowed 
counties to move their operating tax levy to July from December. Counties are required to deposit 
the additional monies from the earlier levy into a "reserve fund," which is to  be used by the counties 
to replace lost statutory revenue sharing in future years. The potential impact is that as counties 
come back into the revenue sharing formula, if the total statutory revenue-sharing pot does not 
grow accordingly, this will reduce the amount available for cities. 


Statutory Revenue-sharing Formula Expires in 2007 - Legislative action is required on this Act for 
appropriations to continue into 2008 and beyond. 


Changes to Michigan's Tax Structure - The Michigan Single Business Tax has been eliminated 
effective December 3 1, 2007, which will result in the loss of $1.9 billion from the State's budget in 
2008. In June 2007, a replacement tax - called the new Michigan business tax - was approved by the 
legislature. More details on this new tax structure, which begins January 1 .  2008, are included below. 
In the overview, the plan creates a new tax structure for Michigan businesses, provides further 
personal property tax relief to business taxpayers, and is forecasted by the State t o  generate about 
the same revenue ($1.9 billion) as the Single Business Tax. Technical corrections on this recently 
passed law are still pending and the law is lengthy and complex. The true financial impact on the 
State's budget is hard to predict. 


As introduced, the governor's budget for fiscal year 200712008 includes a revenue-sharing increase of $27 
million to be distributed using the three-part formula currently contained in the revenue-sharing act 
(taxable value per capita, populationlunit type, and yield equalization) with an additional $14.5 million for 
public safety funding. While specific details have not been announced yet, communities would only be 
eligible for the increase if they can demonstrate service sharing with other local governments. Many 
observers have indicated that it is likely that revenue sharing for fiscal year 200712008 will more than 
likely be tied to fiscal year 200612007 funding levels. 


The current statutory formula expired in September 2007, but has been temporarily extended. It is 
unclear what the outcome will be regarding the short-term and long-term funding of statutory revenue 
sharing. Decisions still remain on the ultimate funding level for revenue sharing for the State's fiscal year 
2007/2008. 


If the State were to eliminate the statutory portion of revenue sharing (as the constitutional portion 
cannot be modified without a change to the State's constitution), the City of Roseville has approximately 
$1,600,000 at risk in its General Fund budget based on current funding levels. 


Personal Property Tax 


Over the last seven years, the State's personal property tax laws and regulations have changed 
substantially. In 2000, the State Tax Commission updated the general business depreciation tables that 
are used to calculate personal property taxes, resulting in an approximate drop in property tax revenue 
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of 10 percent. In addition, the State Tax Commission also approved new personal property tax tables for 
utilities which made drastic changes to transmission and distribution property of utilities (resulting in 
approximately 30 percent revenue loss to local units of government). Also, the Michigan Supreme Court 
in WPW Acquisition Co. v. City of Troy ruled that the Proposal A cap prevents assessors from increasing 
the taxable value of commercial rental property above the rate of inflation using the occupancy 
methodology even when reductions in taxable value were previously granted due to a decrease in 
occupancy. 


The new Michigan business tax also provides more personal property tax relief to  business taxpayers as 
detailed in the Michigan business tax section below. Even with this most recent relief provided in June 
2007 through the Michigan Business Tax, further reductions to personal property tax remain part of the 
State's tax structure discussions. The governor's tax plan, as introduced, proposes to change the 
property tax system to mitigate the impact of the WPW case. A similar attempt to make this correction 
occurred in 2005 and 2006 with no success. 


New Michigan Business Tax 


As previously indicated, the new Michigan Business Tax (MBT) was approved by the legislature in June 
2007 and replaces the Single Business Tax (SBT), which expires December 3 1, 2007. According to the 
State, the new MBT is intended to generate about the same $1.9 billion generated by the expiring SBT as 
well as an additional approximate $700 million to be generated by the newly added tax surcharge within 
the MBT. The MBT intended to simplify the old SBT; the MBT is a very lengthy and complicated new 
law. The new MBT consists of three taxes - a modified gross receipts tax, a business income tax and a 
tax surcharge. 


More personal property tax relief is also part of the new MBT. Business personal property classified as 
"industrial" or "commercial," will be exempt from certain personal property taxes - specifically from the 
State Education Tax (SET) and local school operating mills. "Industrial" personal property will receive 
exemptions from the six SET mills and the 18 schools' operating mills (for a total 24 mill exemption). 
"Commercial" personal property will be exempt from 12 of the 18 school operating mills. 


These newly enacted personal property tax exemptions will mean that local governments will collect less 
school taxes on these properties. Given the favorable tax treatment of industrial versus commercial 
personal property, it is expected that businesses will be re-reviewing the classification of their personal 
property. Your assessor will likely receive more frequent inquiries and requests to change classification 
of personal property to  take the most advantage of the tax break afforded to industrial property and 
commercial property and the additional relief available for industrial property. 


As we understand it now, these are the areas at the local governmental level (i.e., impact on 
administrative fees; impact on school dollars available for capture for certain tax increment financing 
authorities; property classifications) that are the most directly impacted by the new MBT. We will keep 
you updated as we continue to explore these and other issues regarding the impact of the MBT on local 
units of government.

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Property Tax Legislation 


A series of House bills was introduced in 2007 dealing with the treatment of the uncapping of value on 
sale or transfer of property. With the passage of Proposal A in 1994, changes to the taxable value of an 
individual property are limited to the lesser of the rate of inflation or 5 percent until the property is sold 
or transferred. The difference between the capped taxable value amount and state equalized value at the 
time of transfer is referred to as the "uncapped" value or the "pop-up" value. As several published 
studies and reports have demonstrated, the treatment of "uncapped" values or the "pop-up" amount 
when a property is transferred or sold as growth on existing property subject to  the Head Lee rollback 
calculation has resulted in continued downward pressure on mileage rates. This treatment is due to 
definitional changes made to the General Property Tax Act in 1994. 


The three bills in the package are House Bills 4440, 4441 and 4442 and would propose to do the 
following: 


House Bill 4440 - This bill establishes an 1 &month moratorium on the "pop-up" or "uncapping" of 
taxable value to state equalized value at the time of sale or transfer of a property. Property sales or 
transfers occurring in the time frame of the moratorium would continue to pay property taxes at the 
previous taxable value amount. The "pop-up" or "uncapping" of taxable value would be delayed until 
the property was sold or transferred in later years. 


House Bill 4441 - This bill increases the real estate transfer tax by . I0 percent and earmarks the 
money to be returned to local government for potential loss in revenue occurring from House Bill 
4440. 


House Bill 4442 - This bill would change the General Property Tax Act to exempt the "pop-up" or 
"uncapped" value from the Head Lee rollback calculation. If this legislation were enacted, increases 
in taxable value resulting from property sales or transfers would be treated as "additions" to taxable 
value or new growth versus growth on existing property. 


House Bills 4440 and 4441 passed the House on March 14 (HB 4440 has been assigned to the Senate 
Finance Committee). House Bill 4442 has not yet been voted on in the House. 


Recent Revisions t o  the State Transportation Funding Program 


Current legislation modified Act 5 1 to  allow local governments to transfer monies from their Major 
Street Fund t o  their Local Street Fund at a level of 50 percent of annual major street funding received. In 
addition, greater than 50 percent can be transferred. However, the amended law requires that certain 
conditions be met to allow for a transfer in excess of 50 percent, including the adoption of an asset 
management process for the Major and Local Street Funds' systems as well as a detailed resolution 
passed by the City. It is important to  note that Major Street Fund monies transferred for use on local 
streets cannot be used for construction, but may be used for preservation. These provisions sunset on 
December 3 1, 2008. Without an extension of this provision, a transfer from the Major Street Fund to 
the Local Street Fund can only be done to the extent that local revenues exist in the Major Street Fund. 
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Current legislation also indudes a pilot program that would allow for the combination of the Major Street 
Fund and the Local Street Fund if certain conditions were met. 


AUDIT STANDARDS CHANGES -THIS YEAR AND NEXT 


The American Institute of Certified Public Accountants Audit Standards Board recently issued several 
new Statements on Auditing Standards that significantly affect the audit process. The first two changes 
impacted the current audit of the year ended June 30. 2007: the other changes will have a much more 
significant impact and will be applicable next year. 


The current year's audit changes impacted audit documentation procedures, and communications of 
internal control deficiencies to the City Council. Under these new rules, if our firm had become aware of 
any internal control deficiencies that could result in more than a remote likelihood of an error in the 
financial statements (unless clearly inconsequential). we would have communicated those to you in 
writing. The purpose of this new rule is to  make you aware of potential issues before they arise to the 
level of material weaknesses. During the current year, we became aware of no material weaknesses to 
report to  you. 


For next year's audit, eight new auditing standards have been issued that require significant changes in 
how audits are performed. Similar to  the Sarbanes-Oxley rules that impacted publicly held corporations, 
these rules are intended to help audited entities strengthen their internal controls. We have recently put 
on a seminar explaining these new rules, which was attended by your staff. In brief, these new rules 
require all auditors to: 


Obtain a deeper understanding of the design and operation of internal control 


Assess the effectiveness of internal control 


Obtain corroborating evidence that the understanding is correct and the assessment is appropriate 
(i.e., inspection of documents, observation of procedures, or inquiry) 


Consider "what could go wrong" in the financial statement process (evaluate the risks of financial 
statement errors) 


Link the results to  specific further audit procedures 


Communicate a summary of the results of the auditor's work to those charged with governance (the 
City Council) 


As you can see, auditors will spend significantly more time working with all aspects of your internal 
control (accounting processes, information technology, general and application controls, and traditional 
internal control procedures). The intent of these new rules is to  help audited organizations deal with 
their internal control. The thought process is that internal control is critically important to  any 
organization, and an organization would be better served if the annual audit focused significant work on 
the internal control effectiveness. These new rules are not limited to the public sector - they will apply 
to any organization that obtains an audit (nonprofit organization, private company, etc.). 
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These new rules will impact audited organizations in two ways: your finance staff will incur more time 
and effort in preparation for the audit; and the audit process will require additional time. Plante & Moran 
has spent the last six months creating the new audit forms and documents that will be needed to meet 
these new rules. The internal control and accounting process documentation documents (which will be 
required for the June 30,2008 audit) have already been shared with your finance staff.

NOW THEREFORE, THE ClTY OF ROSEVILLE ORDAINS: 


Section I. To amend Zoning Ordinance No. 1202 Section 201 to add the following: 


Adult Housing, Dependent: A multiple family housing form with individual sleeping rooms or 
dwelling quarters sewed by a central dining facility which provides a basic daily sewice to each 
occupant, either in the central dining facility or in their individual dwelling units, as well as 
nursing care and limited medical care. Each dwelling unit may or may not contain a central 
dining facility. 


To amend Zoning Ordinance No. 1202 Section 1202 to add subsection 12 as follows: 


Dependent Adult housing as defined in this Ordinance code, not to exceed a height of two (2) 
stories, when the following conditions are met: 


a. The site shall be so developed as to create a land to building ratio on the lot or 
parcel whereby for each (1) bed in the facility there shall be provided not less 
than one hundred fifty (150) square feet of land area per bed which shall provide 
for a landscaped setting, off-street parking, service drives, loading space, yard 
requirements, employee facilities, and space required for accessory uses. The one 
hundred fifty (150) square feet requirement is over and above the building 
coverage area. 


b. No building shall be closer than forty (40) feet from any 
property line. 


c. Such uses shall be located on a major or secondary 
thoroughfare as identified in the City's Master Plan. 


SECTION II. That all other sections of Ordinance No. 1202 as amended not in direct conflict with 
this Ordinance shall remain in full force and effect. 


SECTION Ill. That the provisions of this Ordinance shall take effect on July 3,2006,20 days after 
adoption on June 13,2006.

LNE SCAN AGREEMENT
BETWEEN


OAKLAND COUNTY
AND


Roseville Police Department


Tlus Agreement is made between Oakland County, a Constitutional Corporation, 1200
North Telegraph, Pontiac, Michigan 48341 and Roseville Police Department 29753
Gratiot Roseville, Michigan 48066. In this Agreement, the County and the Political
Subdivision may also be referred to individually as "Party" or jointly as "Parties."


PURPOSE OF AGREEMENT. Pursuant to the Urban Cooperation Act of 1967, 1967
PA 7, MCL 124.50 I, et seq., the County and the Political Subdivision enter into this
Agreement. The purpose of this Agreement is to delineate the responsibilities and
obligations of the Parties regarding use and maintenance of Live Scan Equipment for
submission and exchange of Fingerprint Information.


In consideration of the mutual promises, obligations, representations, and assurances in
this Agreement, the Parties agree to the following:


I. DEFINITIONS. The following words and expressions used throughout this
Agreement, whether used in the singular or plural, within or without quotation
marks, or possessive or nonpossessive, shall be defmed, read, and interpreted as
follows:
1.1. Agreement means the terms and conditions of this Agreement, the Exhibits


attached hereto, and any other mutually agreed to written and executed
modification or amendment.


1.2. Claim means any alleged loss, claim, complaint, demand for relief or
damage~.'cause of action, proceeding, judgment, deficiency, liability, penalty,
fme, litigation, cost, or expense, including, but not limited to, reimbursement
for reasonable attorney fees, witness fees, court costs, investigation expenses,
litigation expenses, or amounts paid in settlement, which are imposed on,
incurred by, or asserted against the County or Political Subdivision, its
employees or agents, whether such Claim is brought in law, equity, tort,
contract, or otherwise.


1.3. Contractor means the vendor selected by.the County, pursuant to County
purchasing policies and procedures, to provide the Live Scan Equipment and
the maintenance services for the Live Scan Equipment.


1.4. County means Oakland County, a Municipal and Constitutional Corporation
including, but not limited to, all departments, divisions, the COWlty Board of
Commissioners, elected and appointed officials, directors, board members,

council members, commissioners, authorities, committees, employees,
agents, or any such persons' successors.


1.5. Courts and Law Enforcement Management Information System
("CLEMIS") means the computer system which provides access to and
entry ofpublic safety and law enforcement data and facilitates the exchange
of such data between public safety and law enforcement agencies. CLEMIS
also provides access to other criminal justice databases. CLEMIS is
interfaced to state and federal law enforcement computers systems which
maintain records and files essential to the needs of the public safety and law
enforcement community.


1.6. Courts and Law Enforcement Management Information Svstem Division
("CLEMIS Division") means a division of the Oakland County Department
of Information Technology that supports CLEMIS users. The CLEMIS
Division provides services such as training for CLEMIS, a help desk,
technical support, application development, liaison with the State on
technology matters, vendor liaison, CLEMIS administration, project
management, and a CLEMIS application backup site.


1.7. Day means any calendar day beginning at 12:00 a.m. and ending at 11:59
p.m.


1.8. Exhibit means all of the following documents which are fully incorporated
into this Agreement:
1.8. I. Exhibit I: Software License
1.8.2. Exhibit II: Maintenance Agreement


1.9. Fingerprint Information means the fingerprint impressions and associated
data that is entered into the Live Scan Equipment by the Political
Subdivision.


1.10. Live Scan Equipment (or Equipment) means cabinet or desktop style
handscanner systems including hardware, software, demographic interfaces
and software customization as delivered by the Contractor.


1.1 I. Maintenance Fees means the amount of money paid by the Political
Subdivision to the County to maintain the Live Scan Equipment pursuant to
Section 4 of this Agreement. Maintenance Fees do not include costs for
maintenance services not covered by the Maintenance Agreement.


1.12. Political Subdivision means Roseville Police Department, including, but not
limited to, its Council, departments, divisions, elected and appointed
officials, directors, board members, council members, commissioners,
authorities, committees, employees, agents, subcontractors, or any such
persons' successors.


1.l3. System Manager means the individual or individuals designated by the
Political Subdivision who is the authorized point of contact between the
County and the Contractor for receiving/sending of material or Live Scan
Equipment related to this Agreement or other issues related to this
Agreement.


2. COUNTY RESPONSIBILITffiS. Subject to the terms and conditions contained
in this Agreement, and applicable changes in law, the County shall carry out the
following:


Live Scan Agreement--Final
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-------------------


2.1. The County shall provide Live Scan Equipment, specifically one (I) cabinet
style handscanner system, to the Political Subdivision for its use. The
County purchased most of the Live Scan Equipment with grant funds; thus,
the County shall remain the owner of the Live Scan Equipment, even though
it is located at the Political Subdivision.


2.2. In an effort to reduce costs to the Political Subdivision and the County, the
County negotiated and executed a single Software License Agreement,
Exhibit I, and Maintenance Agreement, Exhibit II, for all Live Scan
Equipment purchased by the County.


2.3. The Contractor shall provide the maintenance services for the Live Scan
Equipment, not the County, as set forth in the Maintenance Agreement
attached as Exhibit II.


2.4. Once the Political Subdivision enters and submits the Fingerprint Information
into the Live Scan Equipment, the County will submit the Fingerprint
Information to the State of Michigan, pursuant to law. The County shall also
store all Fingerprint Information entered and submitted into the Live Scan
Equipment at the County.


3. POLITICAL SUBDIVISION'S RESPONSIBILITIES.
3.1. The Political Subdivision shall use and operate the Live Scan Equipment


properly and according to this Agreement and applicable law.
3.2. The Political Subdivision shall comply with the Software License, attached as


Exhibit I, and the Maintenance Agreement, attached as Exhibit II.
3.3. In exchange for the use of the Live Scan Equipment, the Political Subdivision


shall pay for the maintenance services provided by the Contractor. The
Maintenance Fees and the manner of payment are set forth in Section 4 of
this Agreement. TIle Political Subdivision shall be solely responsible to pay
for any maintenance services not covered by the Maintenance Agreement,
Exhibit II.


3.4. Each Political Subdivision shall identify a System Manager and alternative
and notify the County in writing of the System Manager and alternative. The
Political Subdivision must notify the County in writing of any changes to the
System Manager and alternative within five (5) Days of any change.


3.5. The System Manager shall be the rust point of contact for the Political
Subdivision when problems occur with the Live Scan Equipment. The
System Manager shall be the sole- individual responsible for relaying
problems with the Live Scan Equipment to the Contractor and/or
communicating the need for maintenance to the Contractor.


3.6. The Political Subdivision shall send its employees or agents to training
classes regarding Live Scan Equipment as required by the County. The
training classes shall be provided to the Political Subdivision at no charge.


3.7. The Political Subdivision shall require that all users of Live Scan Equipment
report any problem or unusual activity to the System Manager to enable
proper maintenance of the Live Scan Equipment.


3.8. The Political Subdivision shall be solely responsible for entering Fingerprint
Information into the Live Scan Equipment for its jurisdiction.

3.9. The Political Subdivision shall be solely responsible for ensuring that the
Fingerprint Information entered into Live Scan Equipment is accurate,
complete, updated, and/or purged as required by law.


3.10. The Fingerprint Information entered into the Live Scan Equipment shall be
and remain the data of the Political Subdivision.


3.11. The Political Subdivision shall replace or repair the Live Scan Equipment
which is willfully or negligently lost, stolen, damaged, or destroyed and shall
be responsible for the costs associated with such replacement or repair,
normal wear and tear excepted.


3.12. The Political Subdivision shall not move (from the facility where it is
located) the Live Scan Equipment until written notice is given to the County.
The Political Subdivision shall not dispose of the Live Scan Equipment
without first getting written permission of the County.


3.13. Except as otherwise provided by this Agreement, the Political Subdivision
shall be solely responsible for all costs, fmes, and fees associated with the use
and misuse of the Live Scan Equipment.


4. FINANCIAL RESPONSIBLITIES.
4.1. The County shall pay the Maintenance Fees to the Contractor annually for the


Maintenance Agreement and invoice the Political Subdivision for the amount
and in the manner set forth in this section.


4.2. The Political Subdivision shall pay Three Thousand, Three Hundred and
Thirteen ($3,313.00) Dollars in Maintenance Fees annually to the County for
four (4) years, for maintenance and preventative services for each cabinet
style handscanner system provided to the Political Subdivision by the
County. The obligation to pay Maintenance Fees shall begin on May I,
2009.


4.3. The County shall invoice the Political Subdivision quarterly for the
Maintenance Fees. The Maintenance Fees become due to the County upon
receipt of such invoice and the Political Subdivision agrees to pay the invoice
within forty-five (45) Days of receipt.


4.4. Except as provided in this Agreement, the County is not responsible for any
cost, fee, fine or penalty incurred by the Political Subdivision in connection
with this Agreement.


4.5. To the niaximum extent provided by law, if there is any amount past due
under this Agreement, the County, in its sole discretion, has the right to set
off that amount from any amount due to the Political Subdivision from the
County, including, but not limited to, distributions from the Delinquent Tax
Revolving Fund (DTRF).


5. DURATION OF INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT.
5.1. The Agreement and any amendments hereto shall be effective when executed


by both Parties, with resolutions passed by the governing bodies of each
Party, and when the Agreement is filed according to MCL 124.510. The
approval and terms of this Agreement and any amendments hereto shall be
entered in the official minutes of the governing bodies of each Party.


5.2. This Agreement shall remain in effect until December 31, 2013 or until
cancelled or terminated by either Party pursuant to Section 7.

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6. ASSURANCES.
6.1. Each Party shall be responsible for its own acts and the acts of its employees,


agents, and subcontractors, the costs associated with those acts, and the
defense of those acts.


6.2. Except as otherwise provided by law, the Political Subdivision shall be
responsible for Claims that arise out of its use of the Live Scan Equipment


6.3. Neither Party shall be liable to the other Party for any consequential,
incidental, indirect, or special damages of any kind in connection with this
Agreement.


7. TERMINATION OR CANCELLATION OF AGREEMENT.
7.1. Either Party may terminate or cancel this Agreement for any reason upon


thirty (30) days notice. The effective date for termination or cancellation
shall be clearly stated in the notice.


7.2. Notwithstanding any other provision of this Agreement, if the Political
Subdivision ceases to be a member of CLEMIS, this Agreement shall
terminate, as of the date the Political Subdivision ceases to be a member of
CLEMIS, with no notice required by either Party.


7.3. The Political Subdivision shall not be responsible for payment of
Maintenance Fees after the effective date oftermination or cancellation of
this Agreement.


7.4. Within thirty (30) Days of the effective date ofterrnination or cancellation of
this Agreement, the Political Subdivision shall return the Live Scan
Equipment to the County.


7.5. The Parties shall not be obligated to pay a cancellation or tennination fee, if
this Agreement is cancelled or terminated as provided herein.


8. SUSPENSION OF SERVICES.
8.1. Upon notice to the Political Subdivision of the County's determination that


the Political Subdivision has failed to comply with federal, state, or local law
or the requirements contained in this Agreement, the County may
immediately suspend this Agreement, provided the notice contains a detailed
description of the basis for the determination.


8.2. Upon submission of a written plan or statement by the Political Subdivision
to the County addressing each basis listed in the County's notice and the
County agrees to such written plan or statement (such agreement shall not be
unreasonably withheld), then the Political Subdivision shall be entitled to an
immediate reinstatement of the Agreement.


8.3. The right to suspend this Agreement is in addition to the right to terminate or
cancel this Agreement contained in Section 7.


8.4. The County shall not incur penalty, expense, or liability if services are
suspended under this Section, unless the Agreement is not immediately
reinstated as provided in this Section or the County wrongfully suspended the
Agreement under this Section.


9. NO THIRD PARTY BENEFICIARIES. Except as expressly provided in this
Agreement, tins Agreement does not and is not intended to create any obligation,
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duty, promise, contractual right or benefit, right to indemnification, right to
subrogation, and/or any other right, in favor of any other person or entity.


10. COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS. Each Party shall comply with all federal, state,
and local laws, statutes, ordinances, regulations, administrative rules, and
requirements applicable to its activities performed under this Agreement and
applicable to the operation of the Live Scan Equipment.


I I. DISCRIMINATION. The Parties shall not discriminate against their employees,
agents, applicants for employment, or other persons or entities with respect to hire,
tenure, terms, conditions, and privileges of employment, or any matter directly or
indirectly related to employment in violation of any federal, state or local law.


12. RESERVATION OF RIGHTS. This Agreement does not, and is not intended to,
impair, divest, delegate, or contravene any constitutional, statutory, and/or other
legal right, privilege, power, obligation, duty, or immunity of the Parties.


13. FORCE MAJEURE. Each Party shall be excused from any obligations under this
Agreement during the time and to the extent that a Party is prevented from
performing due to causes beyond such Party's control, including, but not limited to,
an act of God, war, fire, strike, labor disputes, civil disturbances, reduction of
power source, or any other circumstances beyond the reasonable control of the
affected Party. Reasonable notice shall be given to the affected Party of any such
event.


14. IN-KIND SERVICES. This Agreement does notauthorize any in-kind services,
unless previously agreed to by the Parties and specifically listed herein.


15. DELEGATION/SUBCONTRACT/ASSIGNMENT. A Party shall not delegate,
subcontract, and/or assign any obligations or rights under this Agreement without
the prior written consent of the other Party.


16. NO IMPLIED WAIVER. Absent a written waiver, no act, failure, or delay by a
Party to pursue or enforce any rights or remedies under this Agreement shall
constitute a waiver of those rights with regard to any existing or subsequent breach
of this Agreement. No waiver of any term, condition, or provision of this
Agreement, whether by conduct or otherwise, in one or more instances, shall be
deemed or construed as a continuing waiver of any term, condition, or provision of
tlus Agreement. No waiver by either Party shall subsequently effect its right to
require strict performance of this Agreement.


17. SEVERABILITY. If a court of competent jurisdiction finds a term or condition of
this Agreement to be illegal or invalid, then the term or condition shall be deemed
severed from this Agreement. All other terms, conditions, and provisions of this
Agreement shall remain in full force.


18. CAPTIONS. The section and subsection numbers, captions, and any index to such
sections and subsections contained in this Agreement are intended for the
convenience of the reader and are not intended to have any substantive meaning.
The numbers, captions, and indexes shall not be interpreted or be considered as part
of this Agreement. Any use of the singular or plural number, any reference to the
male, female, or neuter genders, and any possessive or nonpossessive use in this
Agreement shall be deemed the appropriate plurality, gender or possession as the
context requires.
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19. NOTICES. Notices given under this Agreement shall be in writing and shall be
personally delivered, sent by express delivery service, certified mail, or first class
U.S. mail postage prepaid, and addressed to the person listed below. Notice will be
deemed given on the date when one of the following first occur: (1) the date of
actual receipt; (2) the next business day when notice is sent express delivery service
or personal delivery; or (3) three days after mailing first class or certified U.S. mail.

Except as otherwise required by law or court rule, any action brought to
enforce, interpret, or decide any Claim arising under or related to this Agreement
shall be brought in the 6th Judicial Circuit Court of the State of Michigan, the 50th
District Court of the State of Michigan, or the United States District Court for the
Eastern District of Michigan, Southern Division, as dictated by the applicable
jurisdiction of the court. Except as otherwise required by law or court rule, venue
is proper in the courts set forth above.

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Exhibit I
Software License Agreement


This License Agreement ("Agreement") is between the County and Contractor for the Software
identified in Exhibit IV of the Contract which includes any associated media and the printed,
online, or electronic documentation created by Contractor ("Documentation").


The Software and Documentation are protected by United States Copyright Laws and
international Copyright treaties, as well as other intellectual property laws. The Software is
licensed, not sold.


1. GRANT OF LICENSE. [n consideration of payment in full of the applicable purchase price
for the System or other fees due Contractor as well as other consideration recited herein,
Contractor grants to the County and the Sites, listed in Exhibit IV, a revocable nonexclusive
license to use the Software on the System within which the Software is installed and to use the
Documentation solely in connection with such use of the System. Contractor reserves all rights to
the Software and Documentation that have not been expressly granted to the County in this
Agreement.


2. LICENSE LIMITATIONS. Except as expressly provided in this Agreement and except for
making a reasonable number of copies of the Software and Documentation for disaster recovery
purposes only, the County may not copy, distribute copies, modifY or prepare derivative works
based on the Software or Documentation. The County may not reverse engineer, decompile, or
disassemble the Software except and only to the extent that such activity is expressly permitted
by applicable law. Except as provided in this Agreement, the County may not sublicense, rent or
lease the Software. The County may permanently transfer all of County's rights under this
Agreement by transferring the System to a third party; provided that the County retains no copies
of the Software and Documentation (including all component parts, the media and printed
materials, any upgrades and this Agreement), and the recipient agrees to the terms of this
Agreement. If tile Software is an upgrade, any transfer must include all prior versions of the
Software. Upon termination of the Contract, the County shall destroy any and all copies of the
Software and Documentation in its possession or control.


3. OWNERSHIP RIGHTS. All right, title and interest in and to the Software and
Documentation, including all rights in Copyright, and any copies of the Software and
Documentation, are owned exclusively by Contractor. Any third party software provided by
Contractor in connection with the System is licensed to the County under the terms of the third
party's software license agreement and other ·documentation that accompanies the System.
Contactor shall provide the County with copies ofsuch License Agreements.


4. LIMITED WARRANTY I DISCLAIMER OF WARRANTIES I LIMITATION OF
LIABILITY. The Contractor warrants that the Software will perform in accordance with tile
Documentation, and Contractor's written specifications contained in Exhibit I for a period of one
(I) year from the date the Acceptance Test Plan is executed by both Parties. Contractor's sole
obligations and the County's exclusive remedy under this warranty are limited to, at Contactor's
option, repairing, replacing, providing credit for or refunding the net purchase price of tile System
which shall be returned to the factory of origin prior to expiration of the warranty period,
transportation charges prepaid by Contractor. CONTRACTOR DOES NOT WARRANT THAT
THE SOFTWARE EMBEDDED, INSTALLED IN OR USED IN CONNECTION WITH THE
SYSTEM IS ERROR FREE OR THAT USE OF SUCH SOFTWARE W[LL BE
UNINTERRUPTED. EXCEPT AS PROVIDED IN THIS CONTRACT, CONTRACTOR
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SPECIFICALLY DISCLAIMS ANY AND ALL OTHER EXPRESS AND IMPLIED
WARRANTIES CONCERNING THE SOFTWARE EMBEDDED OR INSTALLED THEREIN
OR USED IN CONNECTION THEREWITH, INCLUDING WITHOUT LIMITATION, THE
IMPLIED WARRANTIES OF MERCHANTABILITY, FITNESS FOR A PARTICULAR
PURPOSE. This warranty shall not apply to any Software which has been installed, repaired,
modified or altered in any way, except by Contractor, or which was authorized by Contractor, or
which has been subjected to misuse, negligence, or accident. The aforementioned provisions do
not extend the original warranty period of any System that has either been repaired or replaced by
Contractor.

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EXHIBIT II
SYSTEM MAINTENANCE TERMS AND CONDITIONS


I. GENERAL SCOPE OF COVERAGE


Subject to payment in full of the applicable maintenance
fees for the System described in Contractor's
Maintenance Agreement Addendum ("Addendum") with
the County, Contractor, or its authorized agents or
subcontractors, shall provide the System maintenance
services ("Services") set forth and in accordance with
the terms herein (this "Agreement") and the Addendum
to the County and the Sites. The terms of the Addendum
are hereby incorporated into this Agreement by this
reference.


II. MAINTENANCE SERVICES


The Services provided by Contractor are those services
selected by the County from one or more of the
following maintenance services programs:


A. Included With All Remedial Maintenance Services.
Included With All Remedial Maintenance Services are as
follows:


o Unlimited 24/7 telephone technical support for
System hardware and software from the
Contractor TouchCare Support Center via
Contractor toll free telephone number.


o TouchCare Support Center managed problem
escalation, as required, to Contractor technical
support staff to resolve problems.


o Contractor shall furnish all parts and
components necessary for the service and
maintenance of the System and to ensure that the
System operates according to Exhibits I, VIII,
IX, X, and XI of the Contract. Replacement
parts shall be sent by Contractor to the County
or Site at no cost to the County or Site. All
replaced defective parts shall become
Contractor's property. Contractor shall
determine if a replacement part is necessary.
Replacement parts and components may be new
or refurbished so long as the System operates
according to Exhibits I, VIII, IX, X, and XI of
the Contract.


o System disconnect/reconnect services, as long as
a Contractor field service engineer does not have
to be dispatched to the County or the Sites.


o Contractor shall make available to County and
Site one copy (in electronic or other standard
form) of each Update (defined herein) for those
System components that are developed by
Contractor and for which Contractor, in its sole
discretion, elects to develop and generally [!lake

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available to the customers whose Systems are
under warranty or under a current Contractor
Maintenance Agreement Addendum. The
County and Site shall provide Contractor with
continuous network or dial-up access to the
System (whether stand alone or connected to a
central site), and Contractor shall deliver the
Update via this remote means of delivery. In the
event continuous network or dial-up access is
not available for 24/7 Maintenance Services and
9/j Maintenance Services, then Contractor shall
install the Update during any subsequently
scheduled on-site visit by Contractor for service
of the System. An "Update" means a new
release of Software that is developed by
Contractor which contains (i) bug fixes,
corrections, or a work-around of previously
identified errors with such Software, or (ii)
minor enhancements, improvements, or
revisions with substantially similar (but not new)
functionality to the Software.


o Contractor and the County will specify the
hardware and third party software requirements
for any Updates pursuant to Exhibit VIII of the
Contract.


B. 24/7 Maintenance Customer Services. Contractor's
24/7 Maintenance Services are as follows:


o The County or the Site will receive a telephone
response to service calls within one (1) hour
from the time the County or the Site places a
service call with Contractor's Help Desk.


o Contractor's Help Desk will attempt problem
resolution via telephonic verbal and dial-in
troubleshooting prior to dispatching a Contractor
field service engineer to the County's or Site's
facility for on-site service.


o If on-site service is necessary, such service shall
be provided 24/7, including holidays.
Contractor shall use its best efforts to have a
Contractor's field service engineer at the County
or Site's facility within four (4) hours from the
time the engineer is dispatched by Contractor's
Help Desk, but no more than five (5) hours after
the call was placed by the County or Ule Site.


o At no additional charge, during each consecutive
twelve (12) month period during the term of the
Contract, Contractor will provide the County
with up to four (4) County -requested type of
transaction changes to existing type of
transaction applications and up to two (2)







changes to type of transaction applications that
are mandated by the applicable State
government agency for state-wide or interstate
implementation. State mandated changes, and
software and table updates will be applied to all
live scan units listed in the Addendum within
forty-five (45) Days of notification to proceed
from the County. Contractor shall immediately
notifY the County, if the Contractor reasonably
detennines and the County reasonably concurs
that any such changes and updates are not
capable of being developed and delivered within
such forty-five (45) Day period due to the scope
and complexity of such change. If such
detennination is made and consensus reached,
the Contractor and County shall immediately
meet and mutually agree upon an acceptable
development and delivery schedule. Table
updates are treated as Updates and will be made
available to the County in accordance with
Sections II.A and II.B of this Agreement. Table
updates will be applied pursuant to Exhibit VlII
to the Contract.


C. 9/5 Maintenance Services. Contractor's 9/5
Maintenance Services are as follows:


o Twenty-four (24) hours per day, seven (7) days
per week, the County or the Site will receive a
telephone response to service calls within one
(I) hour from the time the County or the Site
places a service call with Contractor's Help
Desk.


o Twenty-four (24) hours per day, seven (7) days
per week, Contractor's Help Desk will attempt
problem resolution via telephonic verbal and
dial-in troubleshooting prior to dispatching a
Contractor field service engineer to a County's
or Site's facility for on-site service.


o If on-site service is necessary, such service shall
be provided nine (9) business hours (that is, 8:00
a.m. to 5:00 p.m. eastern standard time) per day,
five (5) business days per week. Contractor
shall use its best efforts to have a Contractor
field service engineer at the County's or the
Site's facility within eight (8) working hours
from the time the engineer is dispatched by
Contractor's Help Desk, but no more than nine
(9) hours after the call was placed by the County
or the Site.


o Upon Contractor's acceptance of the County's
or the Site's request for after-hours service, the
County or the Site shall pay for such after-hours
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service on a time and materials basis at
Contractor's then current rates.


o At no additional charge, during each consecutive
twelve (12) month period during the tenn of the
Contract, Contractor will provide the County
with up to four (4) County-requested type of
transaction changes to existing type of
transaction applications and up to two (2)
changes to type of transaction applications that
are mandated by the applicable State
government agency for state-wide or interstate
implementation. State mandated changes, and
software and table updates will be applied to all
live scan units listed in the Addendum within
forty-five (45) Days of notification to proceed
from the County. Contractor shall immediately
notifY the County, if the Contractor reasonably
detennines and the County reasonably concurs
that any such changes and updates are not
capable of being developed and delivered within
such forty-five (45) Day period due to the scope
and complexity of such change. If such
detennination is made and consensus reached,
the Contractor and the County shall immediately
meet and mutually agree upon an acceptable
development and delivery schedule. Table
updates are treated as Updates and will be made
available to the County in accordance with
Sections II.A. and IIC. of this Agreement. Table
updates will be applied pursuant to Exhibit VIII
to the Contract.


D. Preventive Maintenance Services. Contractor's
Preventive Maintenance Services are as follows:


o Preventive maintenance service calls consist of
System cleaning, verification of calibration, and
verification of proper System configuration and
operation in accordance with Exhibits I, VIII,
IX, X, and XI to the Contract and with
Contractor's specifications for such System.
Contractor and the County or the Site will seek
to agree upon the scheduling of the preventive
maintenance service call promptly after
commencement of the tenn of this Agreement
and the commencement of any renewal tenn.
Up to four (4) preventative maintenance visits
(quarterly) for the System are included in the
price of Services and will be provided at no
additional cost to the County or the Sites.


III. EXCLUSIONS FROM SERVICES







A. Exclusions. The Services do not include any of the
following:


• System disconnect/reconnect services (for System
moves) if a Contractor field service engineer is
required at the County's or the Site's facility.


• Additional training beyond that amount or level of
training originally ordered by the County.


• Maintenance support or troubleshooting for County
or Site provided communication networks.


• Maintenance required to the System or its parts
arising out of misuse, abuse, negligence, attachment
of unauthorized components (including software), or
use of unauthorized accessories or parts.


• Unless authorized by Contractor, maintenance
required due to the System being modified,
damaged, altered, or serviced by personnel other
than Contractor's authorized service representatives,
or if parts, accessories, or components not
authorized by Contractor are fitted to the System.


• Maintenance required due to moving the System.
• Unless authorized by the Contractor, Maintenance


required due to failures caused by the County's or
Site's software or other software, hardware or
products not licensed by Contractor to County.


• Providing or installing updates or upgrades to any
third party (i.e.~ Microsoft, Oracle, etc.) software.


• Maintenance required due to failures resulting from
software viruses, worms, Trojans, and any other
forms of destructive or interruptive means
introduced into the System.


• Maintenance required to the System due to
installation of third party software by the County or
Site without the Contractor's approval or direction.


• Providing consumable parts and components (i.e.,
platens, toner cartridges, etc.); such items are
replaced at the County's or Site's expense.


• Maintenance required due to failures caused by
County's or Site's facility issues such as inadequate
power sources and protection or use of the System in
environmental conditions outside of those conditions
specified in Contractor's System documentation.


B. Availability of Additional Services. At the County's
or Site's request, Contractor may agree 10 perform the
excluded services described immediately above in
accordance with Contractor's then current rates. Other
excluded services thai may be agreed 10 be performed by
Contractor shall require Contraclor's receipt of a County
or Site P.O.


C. Non-Registered System Components. Any System
components not registered in the Addendum for which
Services are requested by the County or the Sile may be
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required to have a pre-maintenance inspection by
Contractor before being added to the Addendum and this
Agreement. This inspection will also be required if this
Agreement has expired by more than thirty (30) Days.
Contractor's inspection will be billed at Contractor's
current inspection rate plus travel expenses and parts (if
any required).


IV. SERVICE CALLS


The County or the Site may contact Contractor's

Section 6.  Effective date.  This Ordinance shall take immediate effect being emergency in nature.

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND ORDINANCE  NO. 1202  KNOWN AS THE ZONING 
ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF ROSEVILLE. 


 
NOW THEREFORE, THE CITY OF ROSEVILLE ORDAINS: 
 
 Section I. To amend Zoning Ordinance No. 1202 Section 201 to add the following: 
 
Adult Housing, Dependent:  A multiple family housing form with individual sleeping rooms or 
dwelling quarters served by a central dining facility which provides a basic daily service to each 
occupant, either in the central dining facility or in their individual dwelling units, as well as nursing 
care and limited medical care.  Each dwelling unit may or may not contain a central dining facility. 
 
To amend Zoning Ordinance No. 1202 Section 1202 to add subsection 12 as follows: 
 
Dependent Adult housing as defined in this Ordinance code, not to exceed a height of two (2) stories, 
when the following conditions are met: 
 
 a. The site shall be so developed as to create a land to building ratio on the lot or     
 parcel whereby for each (1) bed in the facility there shall be provided not less      
 than one hundred fifty (150) square feet of land area per bed which shall provide     
 for a landscaped setting, off-street parking, service drives, loading space, yard     
 requirements, employee facilities, and space required for accessory uses. The one     
 hundred fifty (150) square feet requirement is over and above the building      
 coverage area.  
 
 b. No building shall be closer than forty (40) feet from any property line. 
 
 c. Such uses shall be located on a major or secondary thoroughfare as identified in the City’s    
 Master Plan.  
 
SECTION II. That all other sections of Ordinance No. 1202 as amended not in direct conflict with this 
Ordinance shall remain in full force and effect. 
 
SECTION III. That the provisions of this Ordinance shall take effect on January 28, 2008, 20 days 
after adoption on January 8, 2008.

Section 3. Repealer.  Any ordinance in conflict or part thereof in conflict herewith is deemed to 
be repealed.   


    
Section 4. Severability.   If any word, clause, sentence, paragraph or provision of this 
ordinance is deemed to be invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, such word, clause, 
sentence, paragraph or provision so designated shall be deemed severable and the 
remaining provisions of the ordinance shall be deemed fully enforceable.  


 
Section 5. Effective Date.  The terms and provisions of this ordinance are deemed to be 
an emergency ordinance which shall become effective upon publication and adoption.
