Employment Agreements


Pursuant to the Study Session of May 27, 2008 the following Employment
Agreements are presented with the proposed changes:


DeDutv Treasurer: The agreement provides for the retirement of Deputy
Treasurer Joan Logghe. This agreement allows Mrs. Logghe to continue working
as a contract employee at the same rate of pay (85% of the Treasurer's salary),
without benefits. She remains an at will employee serving at the pleasure of the
treasurer.


Citv Manager's Office: It is probable that an agreement will not be reached with
the Supervisor's Union by July 1, 2008. The wages of the City Manager, the
Human Resources Assistant, and the Manager's Secretary are to be frozen at
the 2007-2008 rate per the new contracts.


The Manager's base salary remains at the July 1, 2006 rate. The Manager's
health benefits will be tied to the Command, RPOA and Clerical contracts, with
the length being tied to the Command and RPOA (June 30, 2012).


The Human Resources Assistant's contract has been amended to allow entry
into the Deferred Retirement Option Plan no earlier than December 22, 2011.


Please be advised that all employees in the Manager's Office are at-will. The
City Attorney has reviewed all of the proposed agreements.

This request involves an application by G.W.T., Inc. to transfer ownership of
a Class C licensed business located in escrow at 34180 Van Dyke, Sterling
Heights, from Gordon, Inc. G.W.T., Inc. will be doing business as Travis
Restaurant, located at 30100 Gratiot in Roseville. The applicants are Gary
Teichman and his wife, Michele Teichman, who are the current owners of
Travis Restaurant. A Class C license would allow them to sell beer, wine,
and spirits for consumption on the premises. Attached to this Class C is an
Official Permit for Food. This would allow the restaurant to be open for the
sale of food only, on Sundays from 7:30 AM to 12:00 noon.


Gary Teichman has owned and operated Travis Restaurant at this location
for the past 40 years, and Michele has nearly 10 years of experience with
her husband in the business. They hope to enhance their business by being
able to offer alcoholic beverages to their lunch and dinner patrons. Michele
has no prior experience as a MLCC licensee and Gary was a licensee for a
short time back in the1980's (The Jag Cocktail Lounge in Roseville).
However, both applicants demonstrated a good working knowledge of the
rules and regulations of the MLCC that pertain to the operation of a Class C
licensed business.


Writer went to Travis Restaurant to inspect the premises and to confer with
the applicants. The cost of the Class C license is $30,000.00 and the
applicants plan to spend another $45,000.00 renovating the restaurant.
They want to add a walk-in cooler and construct a new bar. Gary indicated
that their immediate plans are to offer beer and wine for sale, and then
possibly consider offering spirits at a later time. Travis is already equipped
with a full service kitchen which will accommodate the Official Permit for
Food. Writer observed that the premises are entirely suitable to support the
operation of a Class C licensed business.

• Preliminary and construction engineering
• Signing and pavement marking
• Other labor, materials, etc. to provide a complete project


3. The following cost sharing proportions have been agreed to (Exhibit A):


• COMMISSION share: Fifty percent (50%) of the total project cost
after Federal funds are applied


• CITY share: Fifty percent (50%) of the total project cost after Federal
funds are applied
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4. Funds provided by CITY shall be paid in full to COMMISSION prior to the
award of bid for the project.


5. COMMISSION, upon completion of said project, will furnish CITY with a
statement of actual costs of the project and will remit all collected monies
exceeding the total cost of the project including overhead and fringe benefits
or collect any additional monies necessary to meet the total cost of the
project.


6. Overhead and fringe benefits applied shall be at a rate as determined by
Board resolution on an annual basis. This rate is subject to change annually
based upon actual costs incurred from the prior year and shall be applied to
those costs incurred for that particular period.


7. CITY, COMMISSION, the County of Macomb, their officers, agents,
employees and consultants will be listed as additional insureds on the
Contractor's insurance policy for general liability, automobile liability, excess
coverage and worker's compensation.


8. COMMISSION agrees to obtain authorization for additional expenditures
beyond the limits of the Construction Contract from CITY prior to committal of
same.

Public Act 198 was enacted in 1974, it was designed to provide a stimulus in the form of significant
tax incentives to industrial companies to renovate and expand aging plants, build new plants and
promote establishment of research and development laboratories and retain employment.

4. The REQUESTING PARTY, at no cost to the PROJECT or to the
DEPARTMENT, shall:


A. Design or cause to be designed the plans for the PROJECT.


B. Appoint a project engineer who shall be in responsible charge of the
PROJECT and ensure that the plans and specifications are followed.


C. Perfoffil or cause to be performed the construction engineering,
construction materials testing, and inspection services necessary for the
completion of the PROJECT.


The REQUESTING PARTY will furnish the DEPARTMENT proposed IImmg
sequences for trunkline signals that, if any, are being made part of the inlprovement. No timing
adjustments shall be made by the REQUESTING PARTY at any trunkline intersection, without
prior issuances by the DEPARTMENT ofStandard Traffic Signal Timing Permits.


5. The PROJECT COST shall be met in accordance with the following:


PARTS A AND C
The PART A and C portions of the PROJECT COST shall be met in part by
contributions by the State Local Jobs Today Program and the REQUESTING
PARTY.
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State Local Jobs Today Grant Funds shall be applied to the eligible items of the
PART A and C portions of the PROJECT COST at a participation ratio equal to
20 percent up to an amount not to exceed $70,000 and $52,000, respectively. The
balance of the PART A and C portions of the PROJECT COST, after deduction of
State Funds, shall be charged to and paid by the REQUESTING PARTY in the
maImer and at the times hereinafter set forth.


Contingent upon availability of Federal Funds and Federal approval, Federal
Surface Transportation Funds, for future fis<;al years, may be applied to that
portion of the PART A and PART C cost incurred as adVaI1Ce construction in an
amount such that the Federal Surface Transportation Funds equal a participation
ratio of 80 percent.


The State Local Jobs Today Program loan, through a separate contract, is an
amount equivalent to the estimated Federal Surface Transportation Funding
applicable to the PART A and C portions of the PROJECT that is not currently
available. Said loan shall be. \Ised as advance construction dollars. Contingent
upon availability of Federal Funds and Federal approval, Federal Surface
Transportation Funds, for future fiscal years, will be applied to any outstaIlding
principal balance of the State Local Jobs Today Program loan for costs incurred
on the PART A and C portions of this PROJECT as advance construction.


PARTS BAND D
The PART B and D portions of the PROJECT COST are not eligible for Federal
or State participation and shall be charged to and paid 100 percent by the
REQUESTING PARTY in the marll1er and at the times hereinafter set forth.


Any items of PROJECT COST or any advance construction expenditure not reimbursed
by Federal Funds or State Funds will be the sole responsibility of the REQUESTING PARTY.


6. No working capital deposit will be required from the REQUESTING PARTY for
this PROJECT.


In order to fulfill the obligations assumed by the REQUESTING PARTY under the
provisions of this contract, the REQUESTING PARTY shall make prompt payments of its share
of the PROJECT COST upon receipt of progress billings from tlle DEPARTMENT as herein
provided. All payments will be made within 10 days of receipt of billings from the
DEPARTMENT. Billings to the REQUESTING PARTY will be based upon the REQUESTING
PARTY'S share of the actual costs incurred less available Federal Funds, State Local Jobs Today
Loan Funds, and State Local Jobs Today Grant Funds as the PROJECT progresses.
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Failure to make such payments within 10 days of receipt of billings from the
DEPARTMENT, the DEPARTMENT is hereby authorized to withhold without further notice an
equal amount from the REQUESTING PARTY'S share of any future Act 51 monthly
allocations.


In the event of any discrepancies between PART I and PART II of this contract, the
provisions of PART I shall prevail.


7. Upon completion of consh'uction of the PROJECT, the REQUESTING PARTY
will promptly cause to be enacted and enforced such ordinances or regulations as may be
necessary to prohibit parking in the roadway right-of-way throughout the limits of the
PROJECT.


8. The perf01111anCe of the entire PROJECT under this contract, whether Federally
funded or not, will be subject to the provisions and requirements of PART II that are applicable
to a Federally funded project.


9. The REQUESTING PARTY certifies that it is a person under the Natural
Resources and Environmental Protection Act (NREPA); 1995 PA 71 and is not aware of and has
no reason to believe that the property on which the work under this agreement is to be performed
is a facility as defined in MCL 324.20101(0); MSA 13A.20101(1)(l). The REQUESTING
PARTY certifies that it is not a person liable under Part 201 or Part 213 of the Natural Resource
and Environmental Protection Act (NREPA); MCL 324.20101 et seq. and Part 213 ofNREPA;
MCL 324.21301a et seq. The REQUESTING PARTY is a local unit of government that has
acquired or will be acquiring property for a transportation cOlTidor or public right-of-way and
was not responsible for any activities causing a release or threat of release at or on the property.
Pursuant to MCL 324.20126, the REQUESTING PARTY is not a person who is liable for
response activity or response activity costs as defined by MCL 324.20101(ee) and (ft).


10. Both the REQUESTING PARTY and the DEPARTMENT certify that the
DEPARTMENT is not a person liable under Parts 201 and 213 of the NREPA; that the
DEPARTMENT is not an owner or operator of any property within the PROJECT limits; that the
DEPARTMENT has not arranged for the disposal of hazardous substances within the PROJECT
limits, nor has the DEPARTMENT transported any hazardous substances to the PROJECT
limits; that the DEPARTMENT has not conducted any activities which have resulted in a release
or threat of release of hazardous substances at the facility or within the PROJECT limits and that
the DEPARTMENT is otherwise not liable for any response activities or response activity costs
at the facility.


11. If subsequent to execution of this contract, previously unlGlown hazardous
substances are discovered within the PROJECT limits, which require the incurrence of response
costs for response activity pursuant to state or federal law, the REQUESTING PARTY, in
addition to reporting that fact to the Department of Environmental Quality, shall notify the
DEPARTMENT, both orally and in writing within 24 hours of such discovery. The
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DEPARTMENT shall consult with the REQUESTING PARTY to detennine whether the area
within the PROJECT limits constitutes a facility and whether the REQUESTING PARTY is
required to incur response costs to address the contamination under state or federal law. If the
REQUESTING PARTY is liable for response activities or response costs under state or federal
laws, the DEPARTMENT will consult with the FHWA to determine the eligibility of such
response costs for reimbursement. In the event that the response costs and other incidental costs
including, but not limited to delay costs, are deemed not to be eligible for reimbursement by the
FHWA, the REQUESTING PARTY shall be charged for and shall pay to the DEPARTMENT
all response costs and delay costs of the contractor for the PROJECT. If the REQUESTING
PARTY refuses to participate in such costs, the DEPARTMENT shall tel111inate the PROJECT.
The parties agree that any costs or damages that the DEPARTMENT incurs as a result of such
termination shall be considered a PROJECT COST.


12. If federal and/or state funds administered by the DEPARTMENT are used to pay
the cost of remediating any hazardous substances discovered after the execution of this contract
and if there is a reasonable likelihood of recovery, the REQUESTING PARTY, in cooperation
with the Department of Environmental Quaiity and the DEPARTMENT, shall make a diligent
effort to recover such costs from all other possible entities. If recovelY is made, the
DEPARTMENT shall be reimbursed from such recovery for the proportionate share of the
amount paid by the FHWA and/or the DEPARTMENT and the DEPARTMENT shall credit
such Sluns to the appropriate funding source.


13. The DEPARTMENT'S sale reason for entering into this contract is to enable the
REQUESTING PARTY to obtain and use funds provided by the Federal Highway
Administration pursuant to Title 23 of the United States Code.


Any and all approvals of, reviews of, and recommendations regarding contracts,
agreements, pel111its, plans, specifications, or documents, of any nature, or any inspections of
work by the DEPARTMENT and its agents pursuant to the ternlS of this contract are done to
assist the REQUESTING PARTY in meeting program guidelines in order to qualify for available
funds. Such approvals, reviews, inspections and recommendations by the DEPARTMENT and
its agents shall not relieve the REQUESTING PARTY and the local agencies, as applicable, of
their ultimate control and shall not be construed as a warranty of their propriety or that the
DEPARTMENT and its agents is assuming any liability, control or jurisdiction.


The providing of recommendations or advice by the DEPARTMENT and its agents does
not relieve the REQUESTING PARTY and the local agencies, as applicable of their exclusive
jurisdiction of the highway and responsibility under MeL 691.1402, MSA 3.996(102).


When providing approvals, reviews and recommendations under this contract, the
DEPARTMENT and its agents is perfol111ing a governmental function, as that tenn is defined in
MCL 691.1401; MSA 3.996(101), which is incidental to the completion of the PROJECT.
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14. The DEPARTMENT, by executing this contract, and rendering services pursuant
to this contract, has not and does not assume jurisdiction of the highway, described as the
PROJECT for purposes of MCL 691.1402; MSA 3.996(102). Exclusive jurisdiction of such
highway for the purposes of MCL 69J.J402; MSA 3.996(102) rest with the REQUESTING
PARTY and other local agencies having respective jurisdiction.


15. The REQUESTING PARTY shall approve all of the plans and specifications to
be used on the PROJECT and shall be deemed to have approved all changes to the plans and
specifications when put into effect. It is agreed that ultimate tesponsibility and control over the
PROJECT rests with the REQUESTING PARTY and local agencies, as applicable.


16. The REQUESTING PARTY agrees that the costs reported to the DEPARTMENT
for this contract will represent only those items that are properly chargeable in accordance with
this contract. The REQUESTING PARTY also certifies that it has read the contract tenllS and
has made itself aware of the applicable laws, regulations, and tenns of this contract that apply to
the reporting of costs incurred under the temlS of this contract.

17. The parties shall promptly provide comprehensive assistance and cooperation in
defending and resolving any claims brought against the DEPARTMENT by the contractor,
vendors or suppliers as a result of the DEPARTMENT'S award of the construction contract for
the PROJECT. Costs incurred by the DEPARTMENT in defending or resolving such claims
shall be considered PROJECT COSTS.


18. The DEPARTMENT shall require the contractor who is awarded the contract for
the constmction of the PROJECT to provide insurance in the amounts specified and in
accordance with the DEPARTMENT'S current standard specifications for construction, and to:


A. Maintain bodily injury and property damage insurance for the duration of
the PROJECT.


B. Provide owner's protective liability insurance naming as insureds the State
of Michigan, the Michigan State TranspoI1ation Commission, the
DEPARTMENT and its officials, agents and employees, the
REQUESTING PARTY and any other county, county road commission,
or municipality in whose jurisdiction the PROJECT is located, and their
employees, for the duration of the PROJECT and to provide, upon request,
copies of certificates of insurance to the insureds. It is understood that the
DEPARTMENT does not assume jurisdiction of the highway described as
the PROJECT as a result of being named as an insured on the owners
protective liability insurance policy.
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C. Comply with the requirements of notice of cancellation and reduction of
insurance set forth in the current standard specifications for construction
and to provide, upon request, copies of notices and reports prepared to
those insured.

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19. This contract shall become binding on the parties hereto and of full force and
effect upon the signing thereof by the duly authorized officials for the parties hereto and upon the
adoption of the necessary resolution approving said contract and authorizing the signatures
thereto of the respective officials of the REQUESTING PARTY, a certified copy of which
resolution shall be attached to this contract.

TI-IlS LOAN CONTRACT, hereinafter refelTed to as the "CONTRACT," is made and entered
into this date of by and between the Michigan Department of
Transportation, of 425 West Ottawa Sh·eet, P.O. Box 30050, Lansing, MI 48909, hereinafter
refelTed to as the "DEPARTMENT," and the CITY OF ROSEVILLE, MICHIGAN, of 29777
Gratiot Avenue, P.O. Box 290, Roseville, MI 48066-0290, hereinafter refelTed to as the
"RECIPIENT."


WITNESSETH:


WHEREAS, Act 5I, Public Acts of 195 I, as amended, authorizes the DEPARTMENT to enter
into contracts with boards of county road commissioners, incorporated cities, and villages for the
loaning of funds for the pllllJose of conshllcting transportation infrastructure improvements, as
described in the second paragraph of Article IX, Section 9, of the Michigan Constitution of 1963,
as amended;


NOW, THEREFORE, the parties agree to the following:


Section 1. PURPOSE


The pllllJose of this CONTRACT is to assist the RECIPIENT in financing transportation
infrastructure improvements, as described in the second paragraph of Article IX, Section
9, of the Michigan Constitution of 1963, as amended, through the project described
below, hereinafter refelTed to as the "PROJECT." Such assistance will be provided by
the DEPARTMENT in the f0l111 of a loan. Funds will be used for pre-approved pUllJoses
only. The DEPARTMENT has the discretion and the authority to recall, freeze, or limit
disbursement of any funds or a portion thereof if the purpose or manner of expenditure by
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the RECIPIENT is inconsistent with this CONTRACT and/or with federal or state laws,
regulations, rules, or policies.


PART A - STU 50458; JOB #102308; STP 0850(018); RR 6320
Concrete pavement work along Masonic Boulevard from Highway 1-94 to the east city
limits; including pavement removal, earthwork, and guardrail upgrading work; and all
together with necessary related work.


PART B - STU 50458; JOB #102309; STP 0850(017); RR 6319
Concrete pavement repair and traffic signal work along Masonic Boulevard from Gratiot
Avenue to Little Mack Avenue; and all together with necessary related work.


Section 2. CONTRACT TERM


This CONTRACT will be in effect from the date ofaward through September 30, 20 IO.


Section 3. PROJECT FUNDING, BILLINGS, AND PAYMENTS
" ,


The DEPARTMENT will loan the RECIPIENT for the PART A and B portions of the
PROJECT $280,000 and $208,000, respectively. The RECIPIENT will pay interest at
the rate of 4 percent annually. The loan funds will be used only for the PART A and B
portions of the PROJECT. The DEPARTMENT will retain the loan funds and make
payments to PROJECT contractors and subcontractors on the RECIPIENT's behalf. The
RECIPIENT directs the DEPARTMENT to convert federal advanced constmction funds
as soon as they become available. The assessment of interest will begin when the
DEPARTMENT expends loan funds on the RECIPIENT's behalf. It is understood that
the loan funds provided under this CONTRACT will not be sufficient to pay all
PROJECT costs.


The loan under this CONTRACT is subject to the RECIPIENT's repayment in the
following manner: federal aid reimbursement applicable to the PART A and B portions
of the PROJECT will be used to pay principal on the loan, and the DEPARTMENT will
invoice the RECIPIENT annually for the actual amount of interest. The invoiced
amounts will be due and payable within thirty days. Final payment of all principal and
interest on the loan must be made on or before September 30, 2010.


If the RECIPIENT fails to make any of its required payments when they are due, the
DEPARTMENT will immediately notify the RECIPIENT of such default and of the
amount thereof, and if such default is not corrected by payment within ten (10) days, the
DEPARTMENT is then authorized and directed to withhold from the first of such monies
thereafter allocated by law to the RECIPIENT from the Michigan Transportation Fund,
but only after sufficient money has been returned to the county road commission, city, or
village to provide for the payment of contractual obligations incurred or to be incurred
and principal and interest on notes or bonds issued or to be issued under 1941 PA 205,
1943 PA 143,1952 PA 175, or Section 18c or 18d of 1951 PA 51, sufficient monies to
remove the default and to credit the RECIPIENT with payment thereof and to notify the
RECIPIENT in writing of such fact.
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The RECIPIENT agrees that the costs reported to the DEPARTMENT for this
CONTRACT will represent only those items that are properly chargeable in accordance
with this CONTRACT. The RECIPIENT also certifies that it has read the CONTRACT
terms and has made itself aware of the applicable laws, regulations, and terms of this
CONTRACT that apply to the reporting of costs incurred under the terms of this
CONTRACT.


Section 4. ADMINISTRATION


The DEPARTMENT will administer all phases of. the PROJECT on behalf of the
RECIPIENT, including advertising and awarding the construction contract for the
PROJECT or portions of the PROJECT, in accordance with the Local Agency Cost
Participation Contract, as described in Section 9.


Any change in the scope or character of the PROJECT or in the cost, term, or other
provision of the CONTRACT will be by a prior written amendment to this CONTRACT
awarded by the parties.


In case of any discrepancies betwe~n the body of this CONTRACT and any exhibits
hereto, the body of the CONTRACT will govern. The headings used in this
CONTRACT are for convenience and identification purposes only and do not form a
binding part ofthis CONTRACT.


Section 5. COMPLIANCE ACTIVITIES


The RECIPIENT will, in the performance of this CONTRACT, comply with and require
its contractors and subcontractors to comply with all applicable federal, state, and local
statutes, ordinances, and regulations and will obtain or have its contractors and
subcontractors obtain all permits that are applicable to the entry into and performance of
tins CONTRACT.


The RECIPIENT will secure any agreements or approvals from railroad companies,
utility companies, governmental agencies, or private parties required for construction of
the PROJECT.


This CONTRACT will be interpreted, construed, and enforced in accordance with the
laws of the State of Michigan.


By signing this CONTRACT, the RECIPIENT certifies that it has obtained or will obtain
all necessary environmental protection permits and clearances prior to the beginning of
the construction ofthe PROJECT.


Section 6. BREACH AND TERMINATION


In tile event that any of the following occur, the DEPARTMENT may consider the
RECIPIENT to be in default with respect to this CONTRACT:
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a. The RECIPIENT misrepresents any documentation or information provided to the
DEPARTMENT to secure loan financing.


b. The RECIPIENT fails to make a payment of any installment of interest under this
CONTRACT or fails to make a due payment of any other debt or obligation now
or later owed by RECIPIENT to the DEPARTMENT.


c, The RECIPIENT defaults in the perfonnance of any other obligation to the
DEPARTMENT under this CONTRACT.


d. The RECIPIENT becomes insolvent or makes an assignment for the benefit of
creditors.


e. Any guarantee or pledge made by the RECIPIENT that now or later secures
payment for any or all indebtedness arising from this CONTRACT becomes
temlinated or limited for any reason (except as otherwise set forth herein or in
1951 PA 51) without the prior written consent or agreement of the
DEPARTMENT.

f. At any time the DEPARTMENT, acting in good faith, has cause to believe that


the prospect of payment or performance under this CONTRACT is impaired.


In the event that the RECIPIENT fails to comply with the provisions of this
CONTRACT, including the default provisions herein, and such noncompliance by the
RECIPIENT continues for a period of ten (10) days after written notification of such
noncompliance without an effort by the RECIPIENT to begin to diligently pursue
remedies for such noncompliance, the DEPARTMENT will have the right, at its option
and notwithstanding any waiver by the DEPARTMENT or any prior noncompliance, to
demand the immediate retum of the full outstanding balance of the loan financing and to
tenninate this CONTRACT.


The exercise of such right by the DEPARTMENT will not impair any other rights of the
DEPARTMENT under this CONTRACT or any rights of action against the RECIPIENT
for the collection of remaining monies due the DEPARTMENT and/or the recovery of
damages.


Section 7. CONTRACTUAL OBLIGATIONS


Both parties will make reasonable effOlts to satisfY promptly their surviving obligations
to each other necessary to complete their contractual relationships after expiration or
tel1nination of this CONTRACT. This provision is not intended to nor does it create or
confer any rights upon any person or entity not a party to this CONTRACT.


Section 8. PERFORMANCE RESPONSIBILITY


Each palty to this Contract will remain responsible for any claims arising out of that
party's performance of this Contract, as provided by this Contract or by law,
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This Contract is not intended to 1I1crease or decrease either party's liability for or
immunity from tort claims.


Section 9. LOCAL AGENCY COST PARTICIPATION CONTRACT


The DEPARTMENT and the RECIPIENT agree that, with respect to the PROJECT, the
RECIPIENT will enter into a Local Agency Cost Participation Contract consisting of Part
I and Part II (Standard Agreement Provisions) with the DEPARTMENT prior to the
disbursement ofloan funds.

those to which it is held to be invalid or unenforceable will not be affected thereby, and
each term, covenant, condition, and provision of this CONTRACT will be valid and will
be enforced to the fullest extent permitted by law.


Section 12. ASSIGNMENT


This CONTRACT may not be assigned without the express prior written approval of the
non-assigning party, which approval will not be unreasonably withheld.

WHEREAS, Section 8.6 of the City Charter for the City of Roseville provides that a budget shall  be 
adopted for each fiscal year and that said budget shall be adopted by the City Council of said City in 
the form of a resolution; and, 
 
WHEREAS, such Section 8.6 also states that such resolution shall provide for an appropriation of 
money budgeted for municipal purposes during the next fiscal year succeeding said  resolution's 
adoption; and, 
 
WHEREAS, such Section 8.6 of said City Charter also provides that such resolution shall determine 
the amount of revenue to be raised by taxation; and, 
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 WHEREAS, under said Section 8.6 it is incumbent upon the said City Council for the City of 
 Roseville now to provide a budget for the fiscal year from July 1, 2008 to June 30, 2009; and, 


 
 WHEREAS, a properly drafted and proposed budget has been  submitted to the City Council in 
 compliance with the requirements contained in Chapter 8 of the said City Charter,  and in 
 compliance with requirements of Public Act 621 of 1978;  and, 


 
WHEREAS, such budget proposal, together with all supporting schedules and the City Manager's 
budget statement, has been duly filed with the City Council and become a matter of public record, 
available for public inspection with the City Clerk and the Roseville Public Library; and, 
 
WHEREAS, such proposed budget hearing has been advertised in the Eastsider on April 9, 2008, and 
a public hearing held on  April 15, 2008, as required by statute and other regulations; and, 
 
WHEREAS, the proposed budget as approved by the City Council reflects a total millage levy of 
21.38 mills as detailed on Page 21 of the budget document; and, 
 
WHEREAS, such millage is in accordance with Public Act 5 of 1982;  
 
BE IT RESOLVED, that the total amount of money required and set forth by the terms of said 
proposed budget attached hereto, said sum being $25,840,000 or 19.000 mills for General Operating; 
$1,668,720 or 1.227 mills for Refuse Collection; $208,080 or .153 mills for Debt Service; $1,360,000 
or 1.0 mills for Chapter 20 Drain, shall be provided for the fiscal year herein above-stipulated by the 
levying of taxes by the said City of Roseville upon the real and personal property within such City, 
including a property tax administrative fee of 1%, to be used for the cost incurred in the 
administration and collection of property taxes by such departments as the Assessor's, Treasurer's, 
Purchasing and Controller's; and, 
 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the budget summaries as presented can be approved as set 
forth in the said 2008/2009 City Budget document; and, 
 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the City Council hereby adopts the 2008/2009 budget as 
shown in the budget documents on pages 1 through 28; however, for monthly reports to the City 
Council, the amounts in the budget documents on pages 29 through 138 will be used for comparative 
reporting purposes; and, 
 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the City’s total water and sewer rate be revised from the rate 
approved on June 26, 2007; that the water rate be revised for the first 10 units to be $9.10; that the 
water rate for each unit over 10 units be $.91 per unit; that the rate for sewer treatment be revised to 
be $2.28 per unit and that the rate for local operating maintenance be revised to be $1.96 per unit; this 
rate change shall provide a part of the revenue needed to cover the operations of the Water 
Department; and, 
 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the City Manager is authorized to  make budgetary transfers 
within the appropriation centers established through this budget not exceeding $1,000 and that all 
other transfers between appropriation centers may be  made only by further action of the City 
Council pursuant to the provisions of the Michigan Uniform Accounting and Budgeting Act; and, 
 
THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Mayor and City Council of the City of Roseville, 
Macomb County, Michigan, that the proposed budget as presented, together with the Manager's 
budget letter, supporting schedules, statements, budget summaries and related documents, if any, 
appended thereto, incorporated herein and by reference made part thereof, and as modified by the 
City Council, be and the same hereby is adopted as the budget for the City of Roseville for the fiscal 
period from July 1, 2008 to June 30, 2009.

The data link supplies the City Emergency   
   Operations Center and is considered critical for the EOC to function.  Bid invitations were 
   sent to 11 companies and a pre-bid meeting was held at City Hall to review specifications 
   in detail. Mr. The low bid was received from Consumers Energy, a Roseville-based  
   business, in the amount of $59,222 and Mr. Truman recommended that this bid be   
   awarded to Consumers Energy with an electrical upgrade totaling $59,480.

• Signing and pavement marking 
• Other labor, materials, etc., to provide a complete project 


 
  3. The following cost sharing proportions have been agreed to (Exhibit A): 
 


• COMMISSION share: Fifty percent (50%) of the total project cost after Federal funds are 
 applied. 
• CITY share: Fifty percent (50%) of the total project cost after Federal funds are applied. 


 
  4. Funds provided by CITY shall be paid in full to COMMISSION prior to the award of bid 
   for the project.  
   
  5. COMMISSION, upon completion of said project, will furnish CITY with a    
   statement of actual costs of the project and  will remit all collected monies exceeding the 
   total cost of the project including overhead and fringe benefits or collect any additional  
   monies necessary to meet the total cost of the project.   
 
  6. Overhead and fringe benefits applied shall be at a rate as determined by Board resolution 
   on an annual basis.  This rate is subject to change annually based upon actual costs   
   incurred from the prior year and shall be applied to those costs incurred from that particular 
   period.

WHEREAS, a properly drafted and proposed budget has been submitted to the City Council in 
compliance with the  requirements contained in Chapter 8 of the said City Charter, and in 
compliance with requirements of Public Act 621 of 1978; and, 
 
WHEREAS, such budget proposal, together with all supporting  schedules and the City 
Manager's budget statement, has been duly filed with the City Council and become a matter of 
public record, available for public inspection with the City Clerk  and the Roseville Public 
Library; and, 
 
WHEREAS, such proposed budget hearing has been advertised in the Eastsider on April 9, 2008, 
and a public hearing held on April 15, 2008, as required by statute and other regulations; and, 
 
WHEREAS, the proposed budget as approved by the City Council reflects a total millage levy of 
21.38 mills as detailed on Page 21 of the budget document; and, 
 
WHEREAS, such millage is in accordance with Public Act 5 of  1982;  


 
BE IT RESOLVED, that the total amount of money required and set forth by the terms of said 
proposed budget attached  hereto, said sum being $25,840,000 or 19.000 mills for General 
Operating; $1,668,720 or 1.227 mills for Refuse Collection; $208,080 or .153 mills for Debt 
Service; $1,360,000 or 1.0 mills for Chapter 20 Drain, shall be provided for the fiscal year herein 
above-stipulated by the levying of taxes by the said City of Roseville upon the real and personal 
property within such City, including a property tax administrative fee of 1%, to be used for the 
cost incurred in the administration and collection of property taxes by such departments as the 
Assessor's, Treasurer's, Purchasing and Controller's; and, 
 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the budget summaries as presented  can be approved as set 
forth in the said 2008/2009 City Budget  document; and, 
 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the City Council hereby adopts the 2008/2009 budget as 
shown in the budget documents on pages 1 through 28; however, for monthly reports to the City 
Council, the amounts in the budget documents on pages 29 through 138 will be used for 
comparative reporting purposes; and, 
 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the City’s total water and sewer rate be revised from the 
rate originally approved on April 22, 2008; that the water rate be revised for the first 10 units to 
be $8.85; that the water rate for each unit over 10 units be .88 per unit; that the rate for sewer 
treatment be revised to be $2.28 per unit and that the rate for local operating maintenance be 
revised to be $1.97 per unit; this rate change shall provide a part of the revenue needed to cover 
the operations of the Water Department; in total this rate is 3% lower than the total water and 
sewer rate previously approved; and,  
 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the City Manager is authorized to make budgetary 
transfers within the appropriation centers established through this budget not exceeding $1,000.00 
and that all other transfers between appropriation centers may be made only by further action of 
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the City Council pursuant to the provisions of the Michigan Uniform Accounting and Budgeting 
Act;  
 
THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Mayor and City Council of the City of Roseville, 
Macomb County, Michigan, that the proposed budget, as presented, together with the Manager's 
budget letter, supporting schedules, statements, budget summaries and related documents, if any, 
appended thereto, incorporated herein and by reference made part thereof, and as modified by the 
City Council, be and the same hereby is  adopted as the budget for the City of Roseville for the 
fiscal period from July 1, 2008 to June 30, 2009.

  and Communication Clerks in the near future.  
  f. A phone line was damaged by construction in the area of Martin and Pinehurst; there is a 


  phone outage in that area.   Mr. Truman is in contact with the phone company and will  
  issue updates to Council on this outage as he receives them.  


 
  Mr. Truman updated Council on the Police staffing for a possible Stanley Cup celebration.  
 
  Councilman John Chirkun stated that he received a complaint from a resident regarding 


 dumpster pick-up by Waste Management at a local condo complex.  
 
  Mayor Harold Haugh asked Mr. Truman if he spoke with the Police Department about using 


 Police Reserves to patrol handicap parking spaces.  Mr. Truman updated Mayor Haugh on this 
 issue and he will further discuss this with the Police Chief.  


 
  Councilman John Chirkun asked Mr. Truman for the City’s policy with using Police Reserve 


 Officers.

  City Attorney Tim Tomlinson stated to Council that a 312 Arbitration Panel has been assigned 


 for Arbitration with the Fire Department.
