TRANSFER OWNERSHIP OF CHILI'S RESTAURANT


April 23, 2009


This application involves a request made by Southwest Dining, Inc. to
transfer ownership of several Chili's restaurants in eastern Michigan. The
Roseville restaurant is a Class C and SDM licensed business located at
32487 Gratiot Ave. The Class C allows for the sale of beer, wine, and
spirits, for consumption ON the premises, and the SDM allows the sale of
beer and wine only, for consumption OFF the premises. Attached to this
liquor license is a permit which allows the restaurant to be open for the sale
of food only, on Sundays, from 10:00 AM to 12:00 PM.


Southwest Dining, Inc. is a subsidiary of Quality Dining, Inc., a corporation
based in Mishawaka, Indiana. Southwest Dining has owned and operated
twelve (12) Chili's Restaurants in the western part of Michigan since 1994.
This arrangement will allow for more continuity in the Chili's chain and will
also serve as a cost cutting measure. There will be no noticeable change in
either the physical building or in the operation of the business itself, and the
neither the City of Roseville nor the Roseville Police Department will be
impacted by this move.


This proposed transfer of ownership involves sixteen (16) restaurants and a
purchase price of $26 million. The Roseville location has no violations
pending and appears to comply with all applicable MLCC rules and
regulations.


I have discussed this matter with Deputy Chief Berlin and he concurs with
my recommendation that this request be approved by the Roseville City
Council.

STATE TRUNKLINE MAINTENANCE CONTRACT


CITY OF ROSEVILLE


THIS CONTRACT is made and entered into this date of by and
between the Michigan Deparlment of Transportation, hereinafter referred to as the
"DEPARTMENT," and City of Roseville, a Michigan municipal corporation, hereinafter
referred to as the "MUNICIPALITY."


WITNESSETH:


WHEREAS, the DEPARTMENT has affirmatively found that contracting with this
MUNICIPALITY for the maintenance of state trunklines and bridges within its jurisdiction is in
the best public interest; and


WHEREAS, 1925 PA 17 Section 2, MCL 250.61 et ~; authorizes the DEPARTMENT to
contract with the MUNICIPALITY for the construction, improvement, and/or maintenance of
state trunkline highways. The DEPARTMENT, subject to the approval of State Administrative
Board, will do all acts or things necessary to carry out the purpose of 1925 PAl 7 supra; and


WHEREAS, the DEPARTMENT has so advised the State Transportation Commission and the
Appropliations Committee of the Senate and House of Representatives in accordance with 1951
PA 51 Section I I(c), MCL 247.661 (c).


NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises and the mutual undertakings of the
parties hereto, it is agreed as follows:


Section 1. ORGANIZATION, EQuipMENT, AND FACILITIES


The MUNICIPALITY will provide personnel, equipment, and facilities to maintain the
state trunkIine highways and provide the services required under the terms of tins
Contract. The MUNICIPALITY will furnish the DEPARTMENT, upon request, with an
organizational chart showing garage locations, names of supervisory personnel, and any
other information incidental to the performance under this Contract.
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Section 2. SCOPE OF WORK


a. The MUNICIPALITY will perform maintenance work at the direction of
the DEPARTMENT'S Region Engineer or a designee of the REGION
ENGINEER hereinafter referred to as the "REGION ENGINEER" or,
acting nnder the general direction of the Engineer of Maintenance of the
DEPARTMENT, hereinafter referred to as the "ENGINEER OF
MAINTENANCE," under the terms of this Contract and as covered by the
Line Item Budget for each fiscal year, and is incorporated herein by
reference as if the same were repeated in full herein. Work for the
Maintenance Division, including permit issuance and inspection, under
this Contract will be performed in accordance with accepted maintenance
practices on those sections of state trunkline highway as identified in a
written Letter of Understanding.


I. A written Letter of Understanding shall he drafted annually hy the
DEPARTMENT and signed by both the DEPARTMENT and the
MUNICIPALITY. The letter will outline the number and type of
maintenance activities to be performed under this Contract (A
sample Letter of Understanding is attached as Appendix F). The
Letter of Understanding shall provide sufficient detail of the work
activities to be performed, expectations or outcomes from the
performance of this work, and identification of budget line items
for budgeting and billing purposes. The Letter of Understanding
shall be signed by the designated representative of the
MUNICIPALITY and approved by the REGION ENGINEER.


11. The executed Letter of Understanding and all subsequent approved
revisions thereto, is incorporated herein by reference as if the same
were repeated in full herein.


III. If the MUNICIPALITY is unable to perform any of the services
outlined in the Letter of Understanding on a twenty-four (24) hour,
seven (7) day-a-week basis, the MUNICIPALITY will
immediately. notify the DEPARTMENT. The DEPARTMENT
will work with the MUNICIPALITY to ensure that the services
defined in the Letter ofUnderstanding are performed.


b. Whenever the MUNICIPALITY performs permit assistance and
inspection on behalf of the DEPARTMENT:


I. The DEPARTMENT will require as a condition of the issuance of
all permits as to which the MUNICIPALITY will perform services
for the DEPARTMENT, pursuant to this Contract, that the
Permittee save harmless the State of Michigan, the Transportation
Commission, the Department of Transportation and all officers,

agents and emplnyees thereof and the MUNICIPALITY, its
officials, agents and employees against any and all claims for
damages arising from operations covered by the permit.


II. The DEPARTMENT, for all permit activities for which it wishes
the MUNICIPALITY to perform permit services for the
DEPARMENT pursuant to this Contract, will further require that
the Permittee, except as to permits issued to govennnental entities
and public utilities or unless specifically waived by the
MUNICIPALITY in writing, provide comprehensive general
liability insurance, including coverage for contractual liability,
completed operations, and/or product liability, X, C, & U, and
contractor's protective liability with a blasting endorsement when
blasting is involved or commercial general liability insurance that
inchides all the above, naming as additional parties insured on all
such policies the State of Michigan, the Michigan Transportation
Commission, the DEPARTMENT and all offices, agents and
employees thereof, the MUNICIPALITY, its officials, agents and
employees and that the Permittee provide to the DEPARTMENT
written proof of said insurance.


111. The amounts of such insurance will be no less than the following:


Comprehensive General Liability:

Property Damage

Commercial General Liability Insurance:


$500,000 eacb occurrence and aggregate


c. . Special maintenance work, work not covered by the Line Item Budget,
and work for any other Division of the DEPARTMENT (non-maintenance
work) may be performed under the terms of this Contract only upon
written authorization approved by the REGION ENGINEER. Emergency
work may be performed based on verbal approval given by the REGION
ENGINEER and subsequently supported in writing. Work performed by
the MUNICIPALITY for any Division other than the Maintenance
Division will be supervised by the Division issuing a state Transportation
Work Authorization (TWA). The MUNICIPALITY and the
DEPARTMENT may enter into separate agreements for the shared
payment of installation, maintenance, and energy costs for traffic control
devices.
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Transportation Work Authorizations (TWA's) may be issued \Jy the
REGION ENGINEER for special maintenance work (work not covered by
the Line Item Budget) and non-maintenance work. This work may be
performed by the MUNICIPALITY or a subcontractor as set forth in
Section 9. TWA's will be performed in accordance with the
DEPARTMENTS accepted maintenance practices and specifications as
specified on the TWA. The MUNICIPALITY will provide the necessary
supervision or inspection to assnre that the work is performed in
accordance with the TWA.


d. The REGION ENGINEER is authorized to issne written orders, as are
necessary, for the performance of maintenance work under the provisions
of this Contract.


Section 3. INTEGRATION OF STATE AND MUNICIPAL WORK


The MUNICIPALITY will furnish sufficient personnel, equipment, and approved
material as needed to perform maintenance on state trnnkline highways. Personnel and
equipment will be used on municipal streets and state trnnkline highways as conditions
warrant.


Section 4. IDGHWAY MAINTENANCE SUPERINTENDENTS


The MUNICIPALITY hereby designates as
Maintenance Superintendent on state trnnkIine highways, who will snpervise all work
covered by this Contract. In the event the MUNICIPALITY desires to replace the
Maintenance Superintendent, the MUNICPALITY will notify the DEPARTMENT in
writing.


Section 5. WAGE SCHEDULE


Wages paid by the MUNICIPALITY for work on state trnnkline highways will be the
same as on street work for the MUNICIPALITY.


Premium Pay and Overtime Pay (specify under what conditions and percentage of regular
rate paid ifnot specified in the attached labor agreement).
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Pay for "show-up time" (SpecifY under what conditions and number of hours, if a
minimum number is used and is not specified in the attached labor agreement).


No "stand by at home" pay will be included in charges for work on state trunkline
highways.


The DEPARTMENT will reimburse the MUNICIPALITY for Direct Labor Overhead
costs on all labor costs properly chargeable to the DEPARTMENT, including but not
limited to, vacation, sick leave, holiday pay, workers' compensation, retirement, social
security, group life insurance, hospitalization, longevity, unemployment insurance, and
military leave, hereinafter referred to as "EMPLOYEE BENEFITS," in accordance with
Section 14.


Section 6. MATERIALS TO BE ACQUIRED AND MATERIAL SPECIFICATIONS


Material necessary for the perfonnance of this Contract may, at the option of the
MUNICIPALITY, be purchased by the MUNICIPALITY unless otherwise directed by
the REGION ENGINEER. The MUNICIPALITY shall advertise and receive competitive
bids when such purcbases exceed Ten Thousand Dollars ($10,000.00) or if required by
federal or state law.


The MUNICIPALlTY shall retain documentation that such bids were taken. Failure to
retain documentation that such bids were taken may result in denial of reimbursement of
the costs of such materials.


The following materials: bituminous pre-mixed materials, bituminous materials,
aggregates (except ice control sand), and traffic control devices used on state trunkline
highways by the MUNICIPALITY will conform to current or supplemental specifications
approved by the DEPARTMENT, unless otherwise approved in advance by the REGION
ENGINEER. The REGION ENGINEER may require approval by the DEPARTMENT'S
Construction and Technology Division or by a laboratory approved by that
MUNICPALITY and the REGION ENGINEER. If DEPARTMENT-owned materials
are stored jpintly with MUNICIPALITY-owned materials, proper and adequate inventory
records must be maintained by the MUNICIPALITY, clearly indicating the portion that is
DEPARTMENT-owned.


Section 7. PRICE SCHEDULE OF MATERIALS AND SERVICES


Materials supplied by the MUNICIPALITY, including aggregates and bituminous
materials using raw materials either partially or wbolly obtained from municipally-owned
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property, municipally-leased (in writing) property, or by written pemlit from state or
privately-owned property, may be furnished at a firm unit price, subject to approval of
source and price by the REGION ENGINEER. Finn unit prices are not subject to unit
price adjustment by audit.


The DEPARTMENT may audit all records necessary to confirm accuracy of quantities
for which reimbursement is requested. Reimbursement for all materials supplied by the
MUNICIPALITY that are not included in the firm unit price schedule will be in
accordance with Subsection 14(c). Firm unit prices may be changed, added, or deleted
upon written request by the MUNICIPALITY and approval by the REGION ENGINEER
at least sixty (60) days prior to the effective date of the change, addition, or deletion.

The DEPARTMENT may audit all records necessary to confirm the accuracy of the
material quantities for all materials on the Firm Unit Price List for which the
MUNICIPALITY requests reimbursement.
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Listed items purchased from a vendor sow'ce or vendor stockpile for direct use on the
trunklines are not eligible for fIrm unit price consideration and should be billed atvendor
cost.


Section 8. SUBCONTRACTS


The MUNICIPALITY may subcontract any portion of the work to be perfomled under
this contract. Bid/price solicitation and subcontracts will be in confomlance with the
MUNICIPALITY's contracting process, and applicable state laws, except as modifIed
herein. All suhcontracted work will require the submittal of a Quotation Request for
Services or Equipment (Form 426) along with relevant bid and contract documents, and
bid or quote tabulation.


All subcontracted work wil} be performed in accordance with the established Scope of
Work outlined on Form 426 and any specifIcations developed by the MUNICIPALITY
and/or the DEPARTMENT for said subcontracted work. The scope of work and
specifIcations (if any) must be approved by the REGION ENGINEER. The
MUNICIPALITY will provide the necessary supervision or inspection to assure the
subcontracted work is performed in accordance with the scope of work and
specifIcations. At no tinle will the MUNICIPALITY pay for subcontracted work until
the work has been inspected and approved for compliance with the scope of work and
specifications.


Emergency work will be subcontracted based on a verbal approval given by the REGION
ENGINEER. The work must be supported by the subsequent submission of Form 426
upon completion of work. State Administrative Board approval is required within thirty
(30) days of completion of emergency work.


At the conclusion of the contract term, subcontracts that are in process will be completed
with the understanding that a new contract will supercede the expiring contract. In
situations where either the contract is terminated by the MUNICIPALITY, or
DEPARTMENT, subcontracts become null and void.


Failure to obtain the necessary approvals or to retain the documentation that the bids,
prices, or rate quotations were solicited as required under this Section, may result in a
denial of the reinlbursement of the costs.


For subcontracts involving the items of Cleaning Drainage Structures, Roadway
Sweeping and Flushing or Grass and Weed Control, the MUNICIPALITY will include a
cancellation clause that will allow the MUNICIPALITY to cancel the subcontract if
funds are not made available by the DEPARTMENT.


COWlty and/or Municipality-based advantage programs (CBA Process) or any type of
preference program that awards contracts based on criteria other than low bid through the
competitive bidding process, will not be used for DEPARTMENT-funded projects.
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The tenn of the subcontract will not exceed five (5) years, said term will include any time
extensions.


The subcontract solicitation and approval process will be as follows:


a. Subcontracts less than $2,500: The MUNICIPALITY will obtain the lowest
reasonable price. Fonn 426 does not require REGION ENGINEER approval.
Documentation of the price solicitation must be retained.


b. Subcontracts $2,500 or greater and less than $25,000: The MUNICIPALITY
will solicit either a bid price, or rate quotation from three or more qualified
sources. REGION ENGINEER approval of the Fonn 426 is required.
Documentation of the solicitation from all qualified sources mnst be retained.


c. Subcontracts that-exceed $25,000: The MUNICIPALITY will advertise and
award by competitive bid. Advertisements must clearly define contract tenn and
location of work. REGION ENGINEER and State Administrative Board
approval is required and documentation of the solicitations must be retained.


Overruns, extra work, and adjustments requiring State Administrative Board approval are
outlined in Appendix E, attached hereto and made a part hereof.

NON-DISCRIMINATION


In connection with the perfonnance of maintenance work under this Contract, the
MUNICIPALITY (hereinafter in Appendix C referred to as the "contractor")
agrees to comply with the State of Michigan provisions for "Prohibition of
Discrimination in State Contracts," as set forth in Appendix C, attached hereto
and made a part hereof. This provision will be included in all subcontracts related
to this Contract


During the perfonnance of_,this Contract, the MUNICIPALITY, for itself, its
assignees, and its successors in interest (hereinafter in Appendix G referred to as
the "contractor") agrees to comply with the Civil Rights Act of 1964, being P.L.
88-352, 78 Stat. 241, as amended, being Title 42 U.S.C. Sections 1971, 1975a­
1975d, and 2000a-2000h-6, and the Regulations of the Department of
Transportation (49 CFR Part 21) issued pursuant to said Act, including Appendix
G, dated June 2003, attached hereto and made a part hereof. This provision will
be included in all subcontracts relating to this Contract.


The MUNICIPALITY will carry out the applicable requirements of the
DEPARTMENT's Disadvantaged Business Enterprise (DBE) program and 49
CFR Part 26, including, but not limited to, those requirements set forth in
Appendix H, dated October 1,2005, attached hereto and made a part hereof.
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Section 10. ANTI-KICKBACK


No official or employee of the MUNICIPAL,ITY or of the State of Michigan will receive
direct or indirect remuneration from purchases of materials, supplies, equipment, or
subcontracts required for trunkIine highway maintenance purposes.


Section 11. SCOPE OF CONTRACT


It is declared that the work perfoIDled under this Contract is a governmental function that
the MUNICIPALITY performs for the DEPARTMENT. This Contract does not confer
jurisdiction upon the MUNICIPALITY over the state trunkIine highways encompassed
by this contract or over any other state trunkline highways. This Contract may not be
construed to confer temporary or concurrent jurisdiction in the MUNICIPALITY over a
state trunkline highway. ~othing inconsistent with the underlying statutory jurisdiction,
duties, prerogatives, and obligations of the DEPARTMENT is herein intended. The
parties hereto further declare that this Contract is not made for the benefit of any third
party.


Section 12. INSURANCE


a. The MUNICIPALITY will furnish the DEPARTMENT with a certificate of
automobile liability insurance, which complies with the No-Fault Automobile
Insurance laws of the State of Michigan. Insurance coverage shall include owned,
non-owned, and hired motor vehicles. Such insurance shall be not less than Two
Hundred Fifty Thousand Dollars ($250,000.00) for bodily injury or death of any
one person. Coverage for public liability, property damage, and combined single
limit shall also comply with Michigan No-Fault Automobile Insurance laws. The
MUNICIPALITY shall also provide thirty (30) days notice to the
DEPARTMENT prior to cancellation, termination, or material change of the
policy. The certificate of said insurance shall be submitted to the
DEPARTMENT on DEPARMENT Form 428 (Certificate of Insurance for State
Highway Maintenance Contract) covering public liability and property damage,
indicating thereon the policy number, and the aforesaid thirty (30) days notice
provisions and the limits of iiability.


In the event the MUNICIPALITY is self-insured, a copy of the Secretary of
State's certificate of self-insurance shall be submitted to the Department.


b. In the event that the MUNICIPALITY receives a Notice of Intent to File Clainl
and/or any complaint filed by a person seeking to recover damages from the
MUNICIPALITY for its alleged acts or omissions on a state trunkline highway,
the MUNICIPALITY shall provide a copy of such notice within fifteen (15) days
ofreceipt of said notice or complaint to the Assistant Attorney General in Charge,
hereinafter referred to as the "ASSISTANT ATTORNEY GENERAL," Van
Wagoner Building, 4'b Floor, 425 West Ottawa Street, Lansing, Michigan, 48909,
Thereafter, the MUNICIPALITY shall provide copies of pleadings and other
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infonl1ation regarding the claims or lawsuits when requested by the ASSISTANT
ATTORNEY GENERAL and shall comply with all the obligations, dnties and
requirements of the general liability policy provided herein.


Section 13. WORKERS' DISABILITY COMPENSATION


The MUNICIPALITY will comply with the Michigan Workers' Disability Compensation
Law as to all employees performing work nnder this Contract.


Section 14. REQUEST FOR REIMBURSEMENT


The DEPARTMENT will reimburse the MUNICPALITY for the following costs
incurred in the performance of routine maintenance, non-maintenance, and all other work
covered by this Contract, except as set forth in Sections 16, 17, 18, and 19. To be eligible
for reimbursement under this Section, costs must be submitted to the DEPARTMENT
prior to the start of the audit for each respective year of the Contract period.


a. The DEPARTMENT'S share of the actual cost of all direct labor
employed in the performance of this Contract, including the expense of
permit inspection, field and office engineering, and including audit
expenses in connection with projects on force account work by
snbcontractors.


b. The DEPARTMENT'S share of the cost of EMPLOYEE BENEFITS as
referred to in Section 5 as a percentage of the payroll. This percentage
shall be developed for billing purposes using DEPARTMENT Fonn 455M
(Report of Employee Benefit Cost for the Municipality) and shall conform
with the general accounts of the MUNICIPALITY on the previous fiscal
year's experience. The completed Form 455M shall be submitted to the
REGION ENGINEER within thirty (30) days of the MUNICIPALITY's
fiscal year end. These charges will be adjnsted by audit, to the costs
incurred in the current contract year in accordance with Section 23.


c. The DEPARTMENT'S share of the actual cost of MUNICIPALITY
owned or purchased energy.


d. The DEPARTMENT will reimburse the MUNICIPALITY for the cost of
purchased bulk (measured by volume or weight) materials and Non-Bulk
(measured by area or count) material used in the performance of this
contract. The MUNICIPALITY shall deduct all discounts or rebates in
excess of two percent (2%), to establish the reimbursed cost.


e. The Department will reimburse the MUNICIPALITY for the cost of
handling materials furnished by the MUNICIPALITY and materials
furnished by the DEPARTMENT as follows:
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1. Bulk Items (measured bv volume or weight):
The direct expenses of handling, such as unloading, processing,
stockpiling, heating or loading of materials measured by voiuiue or
weight in bulk, bags or drums such as aggregates, bituminous
materials and chemicals, on condition that reimbursement of such
expenses is not provided elsewhere herein, provided that these
costs can be identified within the records of the MUNICIPALITY.


II. Non-Bulk Items (measured bv area or couut):
A five percent (5%) handling and storage charge may be added to
the purchase price of all materials measured by area or count
provided such materials are stocked in and distributed from
approved storage facilities. When reported by the
MlJ1':lICIPALITY, charges for handling and storage in excess of
five percent (5%) will be reimbursed to the MUNICIAPLITY upon
audit, provided that these charges can be identified and supported
within the records of the MUNICIPALITY.


f. The rental of equipment used in the performance of this Contract. The
rental rates will be those established in Schedule C, Report 375 Equipmeut
Reutal Rates, issued annually by the DEPARTMENT and is incorporated
herein by reference as if tbe same were repeated in full herein.


g. The amounts paid by the MUNICIPALITY to a subcontractor, as provided
for in Section 8.


h. The cost to the MUNICIPALITY for labor, materials, and equipment
rental incurred in connection with engineering, supervision, and inspection
of subcontract work.


I. Overhead in Accordance with Attached Overhead Schedule.


The DEPARTMENt will reimburse the MUNICIPALITY for overhead
costs at the appropriate percentage rate as indicated in Appendix B. The
overhead rate shall he based upon the original annual budget established
for the MUNICIPALITY and shall not change.


The overhead amount payable under Section 14(i) is reimbursement to the
MUNICIPALITY for all costs and expenses arising out of the
performance of this Contract not specifically described in other sections of
this Contract. This reimbursement includes salary and expenses
(including transportation) of the Maintenance Superintendent (except as
noted in Section l4(k)), salaries of clerical assistants, including radio
communication staff, office expense, storage rentals on MUNICIPALITY
owned property, and the cost of small road tools. Work tools without a
power assist and used in a road or a bridge maintenance activity, are
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considered small road tools. Small road tools do not have an equipment
rental rate listed in Schedule C, Report 375, Equipment Rental Rates.
Small road tools are reimbursed as an overhead cost.


J. The DEPARTMENT will reimburse the MUNICIPALITY for the
DEPARTMENT'S pro-rata share of the cost to maintain chemical storage
facilities as provided for in the chemical storage facility contracts between
the MUNICIPALITY and the DEPARTMENT.


k. Requests for reimbursement to be made quarterly on the basis of certified
statement of charges prepared and submitted by the MUNICIPALITY
within thirty (30) days from the end of each quarter on forms furnished by
the DEPARTMENT or using an equivalent approved alternative format.
Costs submitted beyond sixty (60) days from the end of each quarter will
include written justification for the delay and will be paid only upon
approval of the REGION ENGINEER. Upon written request to the
REGION ENGINEER, payment may be made to the MUNICIPALITY on
a monthly basis, after submission to the DEPARTMENT of certified
statements of costs for each monthly payment period.


1. The MUNICIPALITY will be reimbursed as a direct cost for work
performed by the Maintenance Superintendent making regular inspections
of state trunkline highways in accordance with written instructions from
the REGION ENGINEER. This time shall be specifically recorded on
daily time sheets and reported as a direct labor charge.


It is further agreed that in smaller municipalities, the Maintenance Superintendent
designated above may at times be engaged in tasks other than those of a strictly
supervisory nature, such as operator of a truck or other highway equipment. The
MUNICIPALITY may be reimbursed for this time worked on state trunklines,
provided that all such time for non-supervisory work is specifically recorded on
the daily time sheet and reported on the Maintenance Payroll Report Form 41OA.
The exact dates on which the:Maintenance Superintendent so worked, the number
of hours worked, and the number of hours worked under each classification shall
be indicated on the Maintenance Payroll Report Form 41 OA.


Section 15. ELECTRONIC FUNDS TRANSFER


Public Act 533 of 2004 requires that payments under this contract be processed by
electronic funds transfer (EFT). The MUNICIPALITY is required to register to receive
payments of EFT at the Contract & Payment Express website
(www.cpexpress.state.mi.us).
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Section 16. WINTER MAINTENANCE


The MUNICIPALITY will be compensated for winter maintenance on the basis ofactual
expenditures only. The DEPARTMENT will share in the cost of snow hauling when
each snow hauling effort is approved by the REGION ENGINEER. The
DEPARTMENT'S share of snow hauling will be determined based on the ratio <if area
designated for traffic movement to the total area of the state trunkline higbway right-of­
way within the agreed upon area of suowhaul. The DEPARTMENT will subtract the
area of parking lanes and sidewalks from the total area of the state trunkline highway
right-of-way to determine the area designated for traffic movement. The
DEPARTMENT'S reimbursement for snow hauling from state trunkline highways, based
upon this calculation, is paid at the rate of percent (%) of actual charges
supported by proper documentation. The frequency (annually, each storm, etc.) will be at
the discretion of the REGION ENGINEER. The MUNICIPALITY should denote snow
hauling charges as Activify 149, Other Winter Maintenance, on Trunk Line Maintenance
Reports. A prior written authorization for each snow haul event from the REGION
ENGINEER shall be required and kept on file for audit purposes.


The MUNICIPALITY agrees that it will prohibit additional snow from being deposited
on the highway right-of-way from side streets. The above percentage represents the
DEPARTMENT'S share of snow removal from all trunklines in the MUNICIPALITY,
including that snow moved into the right-of-way from on-street parking areas and
adjacent sidewalks by the MUNICIPALITY.


Section 17. PAVEMENTMARKING


Compensation for the item of Pavement Marking will be made on the basis of actual
expenditure only, except in no case will the MUNICIPALITY be compensated for a total
expenditure in excess of the amount designated for pavement marking in the Line Item
Budget for the appropriate DEPARTMENT fiscal year. Compensation for Pavement
Marking is limited to only painting authorized by the REGION ENGINEER. The
MUNICIPALITY shall not include charges for curb painting in the routine maintenance
cost for state trunkline maintenance.


Section 18. COMPENSAnON FOR AESTHETIC WORK ITEMS


Compensation for the items of Sweeping and Flushing (activity 132), Grass and Weed
Control (activity 126) and Roadside Clean up (activity 124) will be made on the basis of
actual expenditures only, except that in no case will the MUNICIPALITY be
compensated for a total expenditure in excess of the budget amount designated each of
these three work .activities on the Summary of the Field Activity Budget for the
appropriate DEPARTMENT fiscal year.


The number of work operations for each of these three activities will be agreed upon
between the MUNICIPALITY and REGION ENGINEER; and reflected in each line
activity budget amount.
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Section 19. TREES AND SHRUBS


Except for emergency work, the MUNICIPALITY will request the DEPARTMENT'S
written approval to remove dead trees and/or trim trees prior to the start of work. The
DEPARTMENT will pay all costs to remove dead trees. The DEPARTMENT and
MUNICIPALITY shall equally share costs when state and local forces combine efforts to
trim trees within the trunkline right-of-way as approved by the REGION ENGINEER.


Section 20. EQUIPMENT LIST


The MUNICIPALITY will furnish the DEPARTMENT a list of the equipment it uses
during performance under this Contract, on DEPARTMENT form 471 (Equipment
Specifications and Rentals.) This form shall be furnished to the DEPARTMENT no later
than February 28 of each year.


Section 21. RECORDS TO BE KEPT


The MUNICIPALITY will:


a. Establish and maintain accurate records, in accordance with generally accepted
. accounting principals, of all expenses incurred for which payment is sought or


made under this Contract, said records to be hereinafter referred to as the
"RECORDS." Separate accounts will be established and maintained for all costs
incurred under this Contract. The RECORDS include, but are not limited to:


1. Daily time cards for employees and equipment signed by the employee
and his immediate supervisor or by a timekeeper and the supervisor when
a timekeeper is employed. The daily time cards shall also indicate the
distribution to route sections and work items. Those MUNICIPALITIES
using crew day cards may, if they prefer, retain crew day cards backed by
a time record for the pay period signed as above in lieu of daily time cards
detailing the distribut~on.


11. Properly signed material requlSlt10ns (daily distribution slips) showing
type of material, quantity, units, date issued, and indicating distribution
thereof to route sections and work items.


Ill. Additional cost records as needed to support and develop unit cost charges
and percentages applied to invoice cost. No such cost records are
necessary in support of the overhead percentage or the five percent (5%)
handling charge.


b. Maintain the RECORDS for at least three (3) years from the date of the
DEPARTMENT'S receipt of the statement of charges for the quarter ending
September 30 of each year of this contract period. In the event of a dispute with
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regard to the allowable expenses or any other issue under this Contract, the
MUNICIPALITY will thereafter continue to maintain the RECORDS at least
until that dispute has been finally decided and the time for all available challenges
or appeals of that decision has expired.


c. Allow the DEPARTMENT or its representative to inspect, copy, or audit the
RECORDS at any mutually acceptable time. However, the MUNlCIPALITY
cannot unreasonably delay the timely performance of the audit.


Section 22. CERTIFIED STATEMENT OF CHARGES


The MUNICIPALITY hereby certifies that, to the best of the MUNICIPALITY'S
knowledge, the costs reported to the DEPARTMENT nnder this Contract will represent
only those items that are properly chargeable in accordance with the Contract. The
MUNICIPALITY also hereby certifies that it has read the contract terms and is aware of
the applicable laws, regulations, and terms of this Contract.


Section 23. AUDIT


The MUNICIPALITY's records will be subject to audit. Charges by the
MUNICIPALITY for maintenance of state trunkline highways and authorized non­
maintenance work performed under this Contract will not be adjusted (increased or
decreased) by audit after twenty-four (24) months subsequent to the date of the
DEPARTMENT'S receipt of certified statement of charges for the quarter ending
September 30 of each year of this contract period. This limitation will not apply in case
of fraud or misrepresentation of material fact or if mutually agreed to in writing.


The fum unit prices for aggregates and bituminous materials that are processed and
furnished by the MUNICIPALITY will not be subject to adjustment.


If any adjustments are to he made, the MUNICIPALITY will be notified of the tentative
exceptions and adjustments within the above twenty-four (24) month period. The
twenty-four (24) month period is ,intended only as a limitation of time for making
adjustments and does not limit the 'time for payment of such amounts. In the event that
an audit performed by or on behalf of the DEPARTMENT indicates an adjustment to the
costs reported under this Contract or questions the allowability of an item of expense, the
DEPARTMENT will promptly submit to the MUNICIPALITY a Notice of Audit Results
and a copy of the audit report, which may supplement or modifY any tentative [mdings
communicated to the MUNICIPALITY at the completion of an audit.


Within sixty (60) days after the date of the Notice of Audit Results, the MUNICIPALITY
will:


a. Respond in writing to the responsible Bureau of the DEPARTMENT indicating
whether or not it concurs with the audit report;
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b. Clearly explain the nature and basis for any disagreement as to a disallowed item
of expense; and


c. Submit to the DEPARTMENT a written explanation as to any questioned or no
opinion expressed item of expense, hereinafter referred to as the "RESPONSE."
The RESPONSE will be clearly stated and will provide any supporting
documentation necessary to resolve any disagreement or questioned or no opinion
expressed item of expense. Where the documentation is voluminous, the
MUNICIPALITY may supply appropriate excerpts and make alternate
arrangements to conveniently and reasonably make that documentation available
for review by the DEPARTMENT. The RESPONSE will refer to and apply the
language of the Contract.


d. The MUNICIPALITY agrees that failure to submit a RESPONSE within the sixty
(60) day period cGnstitutes agreement with any disallowance of an item of
expense and authorizes the DEPARTMENT to make a [mal decision to either
allow or disallow any items of questioned cost, or no opinion expressed cost.


Upon review of the RESPONSE, if the DEPARTMENT'S Dispute Audit Review Team
(DART) does not agree with the RESPONSE, the DEPARTMENT will provide the
MUNICIPALITY an opportunity to appear before DART to explain and support its
RESPONSE. This will occur within ninety (90) days of receipt of the RESPONSE,
unless the time has been extended by the DEPARTMENT. The DEPARTMENT will
make its decision regarding any disallowed or questioned cost items within 30 days after
DART considers the appeal.


If after a DART decision the DEPARTMENT determines that an overpayment has been
made to the MUNICIPALITY, the MUNICIPALITY shall repay that amount to the
DEPARTMENT or notifY the DEPARTMENT of tlle MUNICIPALITY'S intent to
appeal to the three member panel, which is described in this section of the contract or file
a lawsuit in the court of proper jurisdiction to contest the DEPARTMENT'S decision.
The DEPARTMENT shall not. withhold or offset funds in dispute if the
MUNICIPALITY appeals to the three member panel or files a lawsuit in the court of
proper jurisdiction. The appeal to t:I1e three member panel or the filing of a lawsuit in the
court of proper jurisdiction shall be initiated by the MUNICIPALITY within tllirty (30)
days of the receipt of the DEPARTMENT'S written notice that an overpayment has been
made. If the MUNICIPALITY fails to repay the overpayment or reach an agreement
with the DEPARTMENT on a repayment schedule within the thirty (30) day period, the
MUNICIPALITY agrees that the DEPARTMENT will deduct all or a portion of the
overpayment from any funds due the MUNICIPALITY by the DEPARTMENT under the
terms of any maintenance contract. The MUNICIPALITY expressly consents to this
withholding or offsetting of funds under those circumstances, reserving the right to
appeal to the three member panel or to file a lawsuit in the court of proper jurisdiction to
contest the DEPARTMENT'S decision only as to any item of expense the disallowance
of which was disputed by the MUNICIPALITY in a timely filed RESPONSE. The
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MUNICIPALITY may ask the court of proper jurisdiction to bar the DEPARTMENT
from withholding or offsetting funds until the court finally decides the dispute.


The individuals on tbe three member panel shall be selected from state agencies not
directly associated with tlle DEPARTMENT. The MUNICIPALITY will appoint one (1)
member and the DEPARTMENT will appoint one (I) member. The third member of the
panel will be selected by the two (2) appointed panel members. The decision of the panel
shall be binding unless appealed to the proper court by either party within one hundred
twenty (120) days after the decision of the panel has been issued.


Section 24. TERM OF CONTRACT


Tbis Contract will be in effect from October I, 2009, through September 30, 2014.


Section 25. TERMINATION OF CONTRACT


Either party may terminate tllis Contract. Termination may occur in any year, but only in
tlle months of April, May, or June. Written notice of intent to terminate this Contract
shall be provided to tlle other party at least ninety (90) days prior to tlle date of
termination.


Section 26. STATE ADMINISTRATIVE BOARD RESOLUTION


The provisions. of the State Administrative Board Resolution of May I, 1979, as
amended, attached hereto made a part hereof as Appendix D.


Section 27. CONTRACT CONTENT


In case of any discrepancies between the body of this Contract and any exhibits hereto,
the body of this Contract will govern.
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Section 28. AUTHORIZED SIGNATURE(S)


This Contract will become binding on the parties and of full force and effect upon signing
by the duly authorized ofiicial(s) of the MUNICIPALITY and of the DEPARTMENT
and upon adoption of a resolution approving said Contract and authorizing the
signature(s) thereto of the respective official(s) of the MUNICIPALITY, a celiified copy
of which resolution will be sent to the DEPARTMENT with this CONTRACT, as
applicable.

Just as Mr. Truman was leaving last night, I asked through Virginia that an item (HOME Consortium) be
place before Council for their action next week. The Consortium has been working with Springhill
Housing Corporation (headquartered in Oakland County, but having some operations in Macomb
County) and Solid Ground (Roseville) to approve their grant request for 2007 HOME dollars.


I am asking for Roseville City Council to approve the following (a similar request is being made of the
Macomb County Board, the Sterling Height City Council and the Clinton Township Board of
Supervisors):


The Home Consortium which consists ofClinton
Township, Sterling Heights, Roseville and Macomb
County has approximately $514,636 ofFY 2007
funds to be obligated by June 30, 2009.


The Consortium representatives are recommending
funding oftwo projects.


Project No. I: Solid Ground
The Consortium is recommending allocating funds to
Solid Ground for operations. The City ofRoseville
allocation in the grant is $28,006. The Consortium
total is $67,524. This is a permitted cost per the
HOME rules and regulations. Solid Ground opened
March 30, 2009 and is housing seven (7) fumilies
which equates to twenty-one (21) persons. At full
capacity they will house forty (40) formerly homeless
individuals for a period ofup to twenty-four (24)
months.


Project No. U: Springhill Housing
The Consortium is recommending allocating funding
to Springhill Housing Corporation. The City of
Roseville allocation in the grant is is $132,354. The
consortium total is $447,112. Springhill is a non­
profit 501 C 3 origination that acquires rehabs,
develops and manages twenty-two (22) rentals units
in ten (10) homes in Macomb County for low income
persons with developmental disabilities. Springhill
partners with ARC Service and Macomb Oakland
Regional Corporation to provide services to these
people living independent lives.

HVAC Maintenance Contracts


Under the current contract we have with Arctic Air we have 26 pieces of equipment
covered under a full maintenance contract covering portions of the Police Station, Court
Building, City Hall, Library and Fire Station Head Quarters. We also have an "Inspection
only" agreement covering the Parks & Recreation building. The cost of both of these
contracts is $57,269.00. Currently for the fiscal year 2008-2009, we have spent
$77,121.00 with more cost that will be incurred before the end of the fiscal year 2008­
2009. During the fiscal year 2007-2008 we incurred a cost of $97,375.59 for contracts
and repair of equipment for all municipal buildings. The cost for the fiscal year 2007­
2008 would have been more if we would have repaired or replaced the 3 bad
condensing compressors at the Police/Court bUilding and the heating unit at the
Mechanic's garage.


With an updated full maintenance contract we will have coverage on 143 pieces of
equipment, which is 117 more pieces of equipment than we currently have covered.
This will also save us cost in manpower for cleaning and preventive maintenance as well
as the cost of purchasing filters for the HVAC units.


After reviewing the bid packet, references, general terms and conditions of contract, as
well as meeting with a representative of Bumler Mechanical, Inc., I recommend that we
accept this contract at the cost of $94,257.00 (excluding Option 1) with regular increases
as set forth by the City of Roseville.

Due to the technology and the rising costs of labor and replacement parts on
HVAC. equipment, I am requesting in the 2009-2010 budget that we implement
a full maintenance contract on all H.V.A.C. units as well as boilers, motors, and
air compressors associated with these units throughout all city owned buildings.


On the following pages, you will find our expenditures of $97,375.59 for fiscal
year 2007-2008 on miscellaneous repairs and contracts as well as a list of the
equipment we have at city owned buildings. This $97,375.59 does not include
the cost of filters (approximately $500.00 per year) or manpower used for
preventative maintenance (I.e., cleaning coils, lubing equipment, filter changes,
etc.) on all current equipmentjbat is not covered under maintenance contraCts.


During the 2007-2008 fiscal year, before the replacement of the units at the
Police Station and at the Mechanic's garage, we had three bad condensing
compressors at the Police Station and one bad heating unit at the Mechanic's
garage. The cost of the repairs of these units ranged from $17,000 to $24,000
but, because these units had dual compressors and another heating unit at the
Mechanic's garage, we were able to put these off until the replacements came in.
The micro-processors and electronic technology in the new units will save us
money in the long run, but if there should be a problem with these units, it could
become quite expensive to repair.


Therefore, I ask that a full maintenance contract be implemented for all city
owned buildings at a cost of $135,000.00

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INSTRUCTIONS FOR
UNIFORM VIDEO SERVICE LOCAL FRANCHISE AGREEMENT


Pursuant to 2006 Public Act 480, MCl 484.3301 et seq, any Video Service Provider seeking to provide video service in
one or more service areas in the state of Michigan after January 30, 2007, shall file an application for a Uniform Video
Service local Franchise Agreement with the local Unit of Government ("Franchising Entity") that the Provider wishes to
service. Pursuant to Section 2(2) of 2006 PA 480, "Except as otherwise provided by this Act, a person shall not provide
video services in any local unit of government without first obtaining a uniform video service local franchise as provided
under Section 3." Procedures applicable to incumbent video service providers are set forth below.


As of the effective date (January 1, 2007) of the Act, no existing franchise agreement with a Franchising Entity shall be
renewed or extended upon the expiration date of the agreement. The incumbent video Provider, at its option, may
continue to provide video services to the Franchising Entity by electing to do one of the following:


1. Terminate the existing franchise agreement before the expiration date of the agreem'ent arid enter into a new
franchise under a uniform video service local franchise agreement.


2. Continue under the existing franchise agreement amended to include only those provisions required under a
uniform video service local franchise.


3. Continue to operate under the terms of an expired franchise until a uniform video service local franchise
agreement lakes effect. An incumbent video Provider with an expired franchise on the effective date has 120
days after the effective date of the Act to file for a uniform video service local franchise agreement.


On the effective date (January 1, 2007) of the Act, any provisions of an existing Franchise that are inconsistent with or in
addition to the provisions of a uniform video service locai Franchise Agreement are unreasonable and unenforceable by
the Franchising Entity,


If, at a subsequent date, the Provider would like to provide video service to an additional local Unit of Government, the
Provider must file an additional application with that local Unit of Government.


The forms shall meet the following requirements:


• The Provider must complete both the "Uniform Video Service local Franchise Agreement" and "Attachment 1 ­
Uniform Video Service local Franchise Agreement" forms if they are seeking a new/renewed Franchise
Agreement, and send the forms by maii (certified, registered, first-class, return receipt requested, or by a
nationally recognized overnight delivery service) to the appropriate Franchising Entity. Until otherwise officially
notified by the Franchising Entity, the forms shall be sent to the Clerk or any official with the responsibilities or
functions of the Clerk in the Franchising Entity. "Attachment 2 - Uniform Video Service local Franchise
Agreement" is not required to be filed at this time unless it is being used regarding amendments,
terminations, or transfers pertaining to an existing Uniform Video Service Local Franchise Agreement.
(Refer to Sections X to XII of the Agreement, as well as Section 3{4-6) of the Act.)


• Pursuant to Section 11 of the Act: Except under the terms of a mandatory protective order, trade secrets and
commercial or financial information designated as such and submitted under the Act to the Franchising Entity or
Commission are exempt from the Freedom of Information Act, 1976 PA 442, MCl 15,231 to 15.246 and MUST
BE KEPT CONFIDENTIAL.


1. The Provider may specify which items of information should be deemed "confidential." It is the
responsibility of the provider to clearly identify and segregate any confidential information submitted
to the franchising entity with the following infonmation:


"[insert PROVIDER'S NAME]
[CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION]"
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2. The Franchising Entity receiving the information so designated as confidential is required (a) to
protect such information from public disclosure, (b) exempt such Information from any response to a
FOIA request, and (c) make the information available only to and for use only by such locai officials
as are necessary to approve the franchise agreement or perform any other task for which the
information is submitted.


3. Any Franchising Entity which disputes whether certain information submitted to it by a provider is
entitled to confidential treatment under the Act may apply to the Commission for resolution of such a
dispute. Unless and until the Commission determines that part or all of the information is not entitled
to confidential treatment under the Act, the Franchising Entity shall keep the information confidential.


• Responses to all questions must be provided and must be amended appropriately when changes occur.


• All responses must be printed out, typed, signed/dated (where appropriate), and mailed (certified, registered, first
class, return receipt requested, or by a national recognized overnight delivery service) to the appropriate party.


• The Agreement and Attachments are templates. Tab through the documents and fill in as appropriate, use the
appropriate "dropdown box" (CitylVillagelTownship) when indicated.


• For sections that need explanation; if the Provider runs out of space, the Provider should· then ~ubmit the
application with typed attachments that are clearly identified.


• The Franchising Entity shall notify the Provider as to whether the submitted Franchise Agreement is complete as
required by this Act within 1§ business days after the date that the Franchise Agreement is filed. If the Franchise
Agreement is not complete, the Franchising Entity shall state in its notice the reasons the franchise agreement is
incomplete. The Franchising Entity cannot declare an application to be incomplete because it may dispute
whether or not the applicant has properly classified certain material as "confidential."


• A Franchising Entity shall have 30 days after the submission date of a complete Franchise Agreement to approve
the agreement. If the Franchising Entity does not notify the Provider regarding the completeness of the Franchise
Agreement or approve the Franchise Agreement within the time periods required under this subsection, the
franchise agreement shatl be considered complete and the Franchise Agreement approved. The Provider shall
notify both the Franchising Entity and the Michigan Public Service Commission of such an approved and
completed Agreement by completing Attachment 3 - Uniform Video Service Local Franchise Agreement.


• For changes to an existing Uniform Video Service Local Franchise Agreement (amendments, transfers, or
terminations), the Provider must complete the"Attachment 2 - Uniform Video Service Local Franchising
Entity" form, and send the form to the appropriate Franchising Entity.

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UNIFORM VIDEO SERVICE LOCAL FRANCHISE AGREEMENT


THIS UNIFORM VIDEO SERVICE lOCAL FRANCHISE AGREEMENT ("Agreement") is made, pursuant to 2006 PA
480, MCl 484.3301 et seq, (the "Act") by and between the City of Roseville, a Michigan municipal corporation
(the "Franchising Entity"), and Comcast of the South, Inc., a Colorado Corporation doing business as Comcas!.


J. Definitions
For purposes of this Agreement, the following terms shall have the following meanings as defined in the Act:


A. "Cable Ooerator" means that terms as defined in 47 USC 522(5).
B. "Cable Service" means that terms as defined in 47 USC 522(6).
C. "Cable System" means that term as defined in 47 USC 522(7).
D. "Commission" means the Michigan Public Service Commission.
E. "Franchising Entity" means the local unit of government in which a provider offers video services through a


franchise.
F. "FCC" means the Federal Communications Commission.
G. "GrOss Revenue" means that term as described in Section 6(4) of the Act and in Section VI(D) of the


Agreement.
H. "Household" means a house, an apartment, a mobile home, or any other structure or part of a structure


intended for residential occupancy as separate living quarters.
J. "Incumbent video provider" means a cable operator serving cable subscribers or a telecommunication


provider providing video services through the provider's existing telephone exchange boundaries in a
particular franchise area within a local unit of government on the effective date of this act.


J. "IPTV" means internet protocol television.
K. "Local unit of government" means a city, village, or township.
L. "Low-income household" means a househoid with an average annual household income of less than


$35,000.00 as determined by the most recent decennial census.
M. "METRO Act" means the Metropolitan Extension Telecommunications Rights-of-Way Oversight Act, 2002 PA


48, MCL 484.3101 et seq.
N. "Open video system" or "OVS" means that term as defined in 47 USC 573.
O. "Person" means an individual, corporation, association, partnership, governmental entity, or any other legal


entity.
P. "Public rights-of-way" means the area on, below, or above a public roadway, highway, street, public sidewaik,


alley, waterway, or utility easements dedicated for compatible uses.
Q. "Term" means the period of time provided for in Section V of this Agreement.
R. "Uniform video service local franchise agreement" or "franchise agreement" means the franchise agreement


required under the Act to be the operating agreement between each franchising entity and video provider in
this state.


S. "Video programming" means that term as defined in 47 USC 522(20).
T. "Video service" means video programming, cable services, IPTV, or OVS provided through facilities located at


least in part in the public rights-of-way without regard to delivery technology, including internet protocoi
technology. This definition does not include any video programming provided by a commercial mobile service
prOVider defined in 47 USC 332(d) or provided soiely as part of, and via, a service that enables users to
access content, information, electronic mail, or other services offered over the public internet.


U. "Video service provider" or "Provider" means a person authorized under the Act to provide video service.
V. "Video service provider fee" means the amount paid by a video service provider or incumbent video provider


under Section 6 of the Act and Section VI of this Agreement.







II. Reguirements of the Provider


A. An unfranchised Provider will not provide video services in any local unit of government without first obtaining
a uniform video service local franchise agreement as provided under Section 3 of the Act (except as
otherwise provided by the Act).


B. The Provider shall file in a timely manner with the Federal Communications Commission all forms required by
that agency in advance of offering video service in Michigan.


C. The Provider agrees to comply with all valid and enforceable federal and state statutes and regulations.
D. The Provider agrees to comply with all valid and enforceable local regulations regarding the use and


occupation of public rights-of-way in the delivery of the video service, including the police powers of the
Franchising Entity.


E. The Provider shall comply with all Federal Communications Commission requirements involving the
distribution and notification of federal, state, and local emergency messages over the emergency alert system
applicable to cable operators.


F. The Provider shall comply with the public. education. and government programming requirements of Section
4 of the Act.


G. The Provider shall comply with all customer service rules of the Federal Communications Commission under
47 CFR 76.309 (c) applicable to cable operators and applicable provisions of the Michigan Consumer
Protection Act, 1976 PA 331, MCl 445.901 to 445.922.


i. Including but not limited to: MCl 445.902; MCl 445.903 (1 )(a) through 445.903(t)(cc); MCl
445.903(1 )(ff) through Uj); MCl 445.903(2); MCl 445.905; MCl 445.906; MCl 445.907; MCl
445.908; MCl 445.910; MCl 445.911; MCl 445.914; MCl 445.915; MCl 445.916; MCl
445.918.


H. The Provider agrees to comply with in-home wiring and consumer premises wiring rules of the Federal
Communications Commission applicable to cable operators.


I. The Provider shall comply with the Consumer Privacy Requirements of 47 USC 551 applicable to cable
operators.


J. If the Provider is an incumbent video provider, it shall comply with the terms which provide insurance for right­
of-way related activities that are contained in its last cable franchise or consent agreement from the
Franchising Entity entered before the effective date of the Act.


K. The Provider agrees that before offering video services within the boundaries of a local unit of government,
the video Provider shall enter into a Franchise Agreement with the local unit of government as required by the
Act.


L. The Provider understands that as the effective date of the Act, no existing Franchise Agreement with a
Franchising Entity shall be renewed or extended upon the expiration date of the Agreement.


M. The Provider provides an exact description of the video service area footprint to be served, pursuant to
Section 2(3)(e) of the Act. If the Provider is not an incumbent video Provider, the date on which the Provider
expects to provide video services in the area identified under Section 2(3)(e) of the Act must be noted. The
Provider will provide this information in Attachment 1 - Uniform Video Service local Franchise Agreement.


N. The Provider is required to pay the Provider fees pursuant to Section 6 of the Act.


III. Provider Providing Access


A. The Provider shall not deny access to service to any group of potential residential subscribers because of the
race or income of the residents in the local area in which the group resides.


B. It is a defense to an alleged violation of Paragraph A if the Provider has met either of the following conditions:
i. Within 3 years of the date it began providing video service under the Act and the Agreement; at least


25% of households with access to the Provider's video service are low-income households.
ii. Within 5 years of Ihe date it began providing video service under the Act and Agreement and from


thai point forward, at least 30% of the households with access to the Provider's video service are low­
income households.


C. [If the Provider is using telecommunication facilities] to provide video services and has more than
1,000,000 telecommunication access lines in Michigan, the Provider shall provide access to its video service
to a number of households equal to at least 25% of the households in the provider's telecommunication
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ii.


iii.


service area in Michigan within 3 years 01 the date it began providing video service under the Act and
Agreement and to a number not less than 50% 01 these households within 6 years. The video service
Provider is not required to meet the 50% requirement in this paragraph until 2 years after at least 30% of
the households with access to the Provider's video service subscribe to the service for 6 consecutive
months.
D. The Provider may apply to the Franchising Entity, and in the case of paragraph C, the Commission, for a


waiver of or lor an extension of time to meet the requirements of this section il 1 or more of the foiiowing
apply:


i. The inability to obtain access to public and private rights-ol-way under reasonable terms and
conditions.
Developments or buildings not being subject to competition because 01 existing exclusive service
arrangements.
Developments or buildings being inaccessible using reasonable technical solutions under commercial
reasonable terms and conditions.


iv. Natural disasters
v. Factors beyond the control 01 the Provider


E. The Franchising Entity or Commission may grant the waiver or extension only il the Provider has made
substantial and continuous effort to meet the requirements of this section. If an extension is granted, the
Franchising Entity or Commission shaii estabiish a new compiiance deadline. If a waiver is granted, the
Franchising Entity or Commission shaii specify the requirement or requirements waived. •


F. The Provider shall file an annuai report with the Franchising Entity and the Commission regarding the
progress that has been made toward compliance with paragraphs Band C.


G. Except for satellite service. the provider may satisly the requirements of this paragraph and Section 9 01 the
Act through the use of alternative technology that offers service, functionality, and content, which is
demonstrably similar to that provided through the proVider's video service system and may include a
technology that does not require the use 01 any public right-ol-way. The technology utilized to comply with the
requirements 01 this section shall include local public, education, and government channels and messages
over the emergency alert system as required under Paragraph II(E) of this Agreement.


IV. Responsibility of the Franchising Entity


A. The Franchising Entity hereby grants authority to the Provider to provide Video Service in the Video Service
area lootprint, as described in this Agreement and Attachments, as well as the Act.


B. The Franchising Entity hereby grants authority to the Provider to use and occupy the Public Rights-ol-way in
the delivery of Video Service, subject to the laws 01 the state of Michigan and the police powers 01 the
Franchising Entity.

certified or registered, or by lax) notice to the Franchising Entity and the Commission, using
Attachment 3 01 this Agreement.


E. The Franchising Entity shall allow a Provider to install, construct, and maintain a video service or
communications network within a public right-of-way and shall provide the proVider with open, comparabie,
nondiscriminatory, and competitively neutral access to the public right-ol-way.


F. The Franchising Entity may not discriminate against a video service provider to provide video service lor any
of the following:


i. The authorization or placement of a video service or communications network in public right-ol-way.
ii. Access to a building owned by a governmental entity.
iii. A municipal utility pole attachment.


G. The Franchising Entity may impose on a Provider a penmit fee only to the extent it imposes such a fee on
incumbent video providers, and any fee shall not exceed the actual, direct costs incurred by the Franchising
Entity lor issuing the relevant permit. A fee under this section shall not be levied il the Provider already has
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paid a permit fee of any kind in connection with the same activity that would otherwise be covered by the
permit fee under this section or is otherwise authorized by law or contract to place the facilities used by the
Provider in the public right-of-way or for general revenue purposes.


H. The Franchising Entity shall not require the provider to obtain any other franchise, assess any other fee or
charge, or impose any other franchise requirement than is allowed under the Act and this Agreement. For
purposes of this Agreement, a franchise requirement includes but is not limited to, a provision regulating rates
charged by video service providers, requiring the video service providers to satisfy any build-out
requirements, or a requirement for the deployment of any facilities or equipment.


I. Notwithstanding any other provision of the Act, the Provider shall not be required to comply with, and the
Franchising Entity may not impose or enforce, any mandatory build-out or deployment provisions, schedules,
or requirements except as required by Section 9 of the Act.


J. The Franchising Entity is subject to the penalties provided for under Section 14 of the Act.


V. Term


A. This Franchise Agreement shall be for a period of 10 years from the date it is issued. The date it is issued
shall be calculated either by (a) the date the Franchising Entity approved the Agreement, provided it did so
within 30 days after the submission of a complete franchise agreement, or (b) the date the Agreement is
deemed approved pursuant to Section 3(3) of the Act, if the Franchising Entity either fails to notify the
Provider regarding the completeness of the Agreement or approve the Agreement within the time periods
required under that subsection.


B. Before the expiration of the initial Franchise Agreement or any subsequent renewais, the Provider may apply
for an additional 1O-year renewal under Section 3(7) of the Act.


VI. Fees


A. A video service Provider shall calculate and pay an annual video service provider fee to the Franchising
Entity. The fee shall be 1 of the following:


i. If there is an existing Franchise Agreement, an amount equal to the percentage of gross revenue paid
to the Franchising Entity by the incumbent video Provider with the largest number of subscribers in
the Franchising Entity.


ii. At the expiration of an existing Franchise Agreement or if there is no existing Franchise Agreement,
an amount equal to the percentage of gross revenue as established by the Franchising Entity of
-:--::-;_% (percentage amount to be inserted by Franchising Entity which shall not exceed 5%) and
shall be applicable to all providers


B. The fee shall be due on a quarterly basis and paid within 45 days after the close of
the quarter. Each payment shall include a statement explaining the basis for the calculation of the fee.


C. The Franchising Entity shall not demand any additional fees or charges from a
provider and shall not demand the use of any other calcuiation method other than allowed under the Act.


D. For purposes of this Section, "gross revenues" means all consideration of any kind or nature, including,
without limitation. cash, credits, property, and in-kind contributions received by the provider from subscribers
for the provision of video service by the video service provider within the jurisdiction of the franchising entity.
1. Gross revenues shall include all of the following:


i. All charges and fees paid by subscribers for the provision of video service, including equipment
rental, late fees, insufficient funds fees, fees attributable to video service when sold individually or as
part of a package or bundle, or functionally integrated, with services other than video service.


ii. Any franchise fee imposed on the Provider that is passed on to subscribers.
iii. Compensation received by the Provider for promotion or exhibition of any products or services over


the video service.
iv. Revenue received by the Provider as compensation for carriage of video programming on that


Provider's video service.
v. All revenue derived from compensation arrangements for advertising to the iocal franchise area.
vi. Any advertising commissions paid to an affiliated third party for video service advertising.


2. Gross revenues do not include any of the following:
i. Any revenue not actually received, even if billed, such as bad debt net of any recoveries of bad debt.
ii. Refunds, rebates, credits, or discounts to subscribers or a municipality to the extent not already offset


by subdivision (D)(i) and to the extent the refund, rebate, credit, or discount is attributable to the video
service.
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iii. Any revenues received by the Provider or its affiliates from the provision of services or capabilities
other than video service, including telecommunications services, information services, and services,
capabilities, and applications that may be sold as part of a package or bundle, or functionality
integrated, with video service.


iv. Any revenues received by the Provider or Its affiliates for the provision of directory or internet
advertising, Including yellow pages, white pages, banner advertisement, and electronic publishing.


v. Any amounts attributable to the provision of video service to customers at no charge, Including the
provision of such service to public institutions without charge.


vi. Any tax, fee, or assessment of general applicability Imposed on the customer or the transaction by a
federal, state, or local government or any other governmental entity, collected by the Provider, and
required to be remitted to the taxing entity, including sales and use taxes.


vii. Any forgone revenue from the provision of video service at no charge to any person, except that any
forgone revenue exchanged for trades, barters, services, or other items of value shall be included in
gross revenue.


viii. Sales of capital assets or surplus equipment.
ix. Reimbursement by programmers of marketing costs actually incurred by the Provider for the


introduction of new programming.
x. The sale of video service for resale to the extent the purchaser certifies in writing that it will resell the


service and pay a franchise fee with respect to the service.
E. In the case of a video service tha't is bundled or integrated functionally with other services, capabilities, or


applications, the portion of the video Provider's revenue attributable to the other services, capabilities, or
applications shall be included in gross revenue unless the Provider can reasonably identify the division or
exclusion of the revenue from its books and records that are kept in the regular course of business.


F. Revenue of an affiliate shall be included in the calculation of gross revenues to the extent the treatment of the
revenue as revenue of the affiliate has the effect of evading the payment of franchise fees which would
otherwise be paid for video service.


G. The Provider is entitled to a credit applied toward the fees due under Section 6(1) of the Act for all funds
allocated to the Franchising Entity from annual maintenance fees paid by the provider for use of public rights­
of-way, minus any property tax credit allowed under Section 8 of the Metropolitan Extension
Telecommunications Rights-of-Way Oversight Act (METRO Act), 2002 PA 48, Mel 484.3108. The
credits shall be applied on a monthly pro rata basis beginning in the first month of each calendar year in which
the Franchising Entity receives its allocation of funds. The credit allowed under this subsection shall be
calculated by multiplying the number of linear feet occupied by the Provider in the public rights-of-way of the
Franchising Entity by the lesser of 5 cents or the amount assessed under the METRO Act. The Provider is
not eligible for a credit under this section unless the provider has taken all property tax credits allowed under
the METRO Act.


H. All determinations and computations made under this section shall be pursuant to generally accepted
accounting principles.


I. Any claims by a Franchising Entity that fees have not been paid as required under Section 6 of the Act, and
any claims for refunds or other corrections to the remittance of the Provider shall be made within 3 years from
the date the compensation is remitted.


J. The Provider may identify and collect as a separate line item on the regular monthly bill of each subscriber an
amount equal to the percentage established under Section 6(1) of the Act, applied against the amount of the
subscriber's monthly bill.


K. The Franchising Entity shall not demand any additional fees or charges from a Provider and shall not demand
the use of any other calculation method other than allowed under the Act.


VII. Public. Education, and Government (PEG) Channels


A. The video service Provider shall designate a sufficient amount of capacity on its network to provide for the
same number of public, education, and government access channels that are in actual use on the incumbent
video provider system on the effective date of the Act or as provided under Section 4(14) of the Act.


B. Any public, education, or government channel provided under this section that is not utilized by the
Franchising Entity for at least 8 hours per day for 3 consecutive months may no longer be made available to
the Franchising Entity and may be programmed at the Provider's discretion. At such a time as the
Franchising Entity can certify a schedule for at least 8 hours of daily programming for a period of 3
consecutive months, the Provider shall restore the previously reallocated channel.


C. The Franchising Entity shall ensure that all transmissions, content, or programming to be retransmitted by a
video service Provider is provided in a manner or form that is capable of being accepted and retransmitted by
a Provider, without requirement for additional alteration or change in the content by the Provider, over the

E. The video service Provider is not subject to any civii or criminal liability for any program carried on any
channel designated for public, education, or government use.


F. If a Franchising Entity seeks to utilize capacity pursuant to Section 4(1) of the Act or an agreement under
Section 13 of the Act to provide access to video programming over one or more PEG channels, the
Franchising Entity shall give the Provider a written request specifying the number of channels in actual use on
the incumbent video provider's system or specified in the agreement entered into under Section 13 of the
Act. The video service Provider shall have 90 days to begin providing access as requested by the
Franchising Entity. The number and designation of PEG access channels shali be set forth in an addendum
to this agreement effective 90 days after the request is submitted by the Franchising Entity.


G. A PEG channel shall only be used for noncommercial purposes.


VIII. PEG Fees


A. The video service Provider shall also pay to the Franchising Entity as support for the.cost qf PEG access
facilities and services an annual fee equal to one of the following options:


1. If there is an existing Franchise on the effective date of the Act, the fee (enter the fee amount _0-1
paid to the Franchising Entity by the incumbent video Provider with the largest number of cable
service subscribers in the Franchising Entity as determined by the existing Franchise Agreement;

All records reasonably necessary for the audits shall be made avaiiable by
the Provider at the location where the records are kept in the ordinary course of business. The Franchising
Entity and the video service Provider shall each be responsible for their respective costs of the audit. Any
additional amount due verified by the Franchising Entity shall be paid by the Provider within 30 days of the
Franchising Entity's submission of invoice for the sum. If the sum exceeds 5% of the total fees which the
audit determines should have been paid for the 24-month period, the Provider shall pay the Franchising
Entity's reasonable costs of the audit.


B. Any claims by a Franchising Entity that fees have not been paid as reqUired under Section 6 of the Act, and
any claims for refunds or other corrections to the remittance of the provider shall be made within 3 years from
the date the compensation is remitted.
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X. Termination and Modification


This Franchise Agreement issued by a Franchising Entity may be terminated or the video· service area footprint may be
modified, except as provided under Section 9 of the Act, by the Provider by submitting notice to the Franchising Entity.
The Provider will use Attachment 2. when notifying the Franchising Entity.


XI. Transferability


This Franchise Agreement issued by a Franchising Entity or an existing franchise of an incumbent video service Provider
is fully transferable to any successor in interest to the Provider to which it is initially granted. A notice of transfer shall be
filed with the Franchising Entity within 15 days of the completion of the transfer. The Provider will use Attachment 2. when
notifying the Franchising Entity. The successor in interest will assume the rights and responsibilities of the original
provider and will also be required to complete their portion of the Transfer Agreement located within Attachment 2.


XII. Change of Information


If any of the information contained in the Franchise Agreement changes, the Provider shall timely notify the Franchising
Entity. The Provider will use Attachment 2, when notifying the Franchising Entity.


XIII. Confidentiality


Pursuant to Section 11 of the Act: Except under the terms of a mandatory protective order, trade secrets and commercial
or financial information designated as such and submitted under the Act to the Franchising Entity or Commission are
exempt from the Freedom of Information Act, 1976 PA 442, MCl 15.231 to 15.246 and MUST BE KEPT CONFIDENTIAL.


A. The Provider may specify which items of information should be deemed "confidential." It is the
responsibility of the provider to clearly identify and segregate any confidential information submitted to the
franchising entity with the follOWing information:

B. The Franchising Entity receiving the information so designated as confidential is required (a) to protect
such information from public disclosure, (b) exempt such information from any response to a FOIA
request, and (c) make the information available only to and for use only by such local officials as are
necessary to approve the franchise agreement or perform any other task for which the information is
submitted.


C. Any Franchising Entity which disputes whether certain information submitted to it by a provider is entitled
to confidential treatment under the Act may apply to the Commission for resolution of such a dispute.
Unless and until the Commission determines that part or all of the information is not entitled to
confidential treatment under the Act, the Franchising Entity shall keep the information confidential.


XIV. Complaints/Customer Service


A. The Provider shall establish a dispute resolution process for its customers. Provider shall maintain a local or
toll-free telephone number for customer service contact.


B. The Provider shall be subjected to the penalties, as described under Section 14 of the Act, and the
Franchising Entity and Provider may be subjected to the dispute process as described in Section 10(3) of the
Act.


C. Each Provider shall notify its customers of the dispute resolution process required under Section 10 of the
Act.


D. In connection with providing video services to the subscribers. a provider shall not do any act prohibited by
Section 10(1 )(a-f) of the Acl. The Commission may enforce compliance to the extent that the activities are
not covered by Section 2(3)(1) in the Act.

Response:


To determine ilie area within ilie city in greatest need of ilie NSP funded initiative, the
City of Roseville used the most recent HUD risk comparison data. Because the no area
of the City of Roseville is rated with a risk factor of less than 8, the city has decided to
target its NSP activity to those Census Tracts having the highest risk score (10). HUD
rates nine Census Tracts in Roseville with a score of 10. The total number of persons in
iliose tracts is 21,444, or 43.98% of the city's population. A map of ilie city wiili ilie

B. DISTRIBUTION AND USES OF FUNDS

Response:


The City of Roseville is applying to MSHDA for an allocation of $1,450,000 NSP
funding. The city will target 65%, or $990,000 of its NSP expenditures for eligible
activities within 9 of its 26 Census Tracts. Those nine Census Tracts are comprised of 26
Block Groups: seven are Middle Income ranging from 80.5% to 89.4% area medium
income (AMI); nineteen Block Groups within the targeted area are Moderate Income
ranging from 61.8% AMI to 79.5% AMI. The statistics from the ten Census Tracts
containing the twenty-seven targeted Block Groups are:

The City ofRoseville proposes:


Acquisition and rehab of abandoned & foreclosed homes that will be occupied by
income Low-Mod Middle Income (LMMI) families. As of January 9, 2009, the City of
Roseville Building Department's list of Red Tagged Homes (not approved for
occupancy) stood at eighty-four homes. Many of the houses are located within the NSP
targeted Census Tracts. In addition, four hundred homes were listed on the City of
Roseville Assessor's October 8, 2008 list of Bank Owned (lender reverted) Properties.
Fortuoately many of these homes can be redeemed by their owners. However, many will
be, or have been, vacated. The city estimates with NSP funding fifteen of the homes from
these and other lists can be purchased, rehabbed and occupied within ten months.

The City of Roseville is an Entitlement Community under the U. S. Department of
Housing and Urban Development (HUD) Community Development Block Grant
(CDBG) Program. The city has operated a Residential Rehabilitation Activity as part of
the CDBG Program since July 1979. On average to varying degrees, twenty-five homes
per year are repaired under the city's program. Although tlle Rehab program is
administered by CDBG, the City of Roseville Building Department supports the program
from the spec writing through the approval of the final inspections. The Building
Department will be cooperating fully in the initial inspection, spec writing and final
inspections of all the City of Roseville NSP rehabilitation projects. The Building
Department will monitor the use of City of Roseville Code of Ordinances and Michigan
Construction Code requirements for each project, and it will monitor ilie use of all
federally mandated lead safety practices. All rehabilitated housing shall incorporate
energy efficiency and conservation measures and will be Energy Star compliant where
feasible.

Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) for the Community Development Block
Grant (CDBG) Program. In addition, the City expects to eam $70,000 in Program Income from
the operation of previously funded projects. The primary national objective of the HUD grant is
the development of viable urban communities, by providing decent housing and a suitable living
environment and expanding economic opportunities, for persons of low and moderate income.
Consistent with this objective, the City of Roseville proposes that the following budget be
established for the administration of the CDBG Program for the 2009 fiscal year.

DESCRIPTION OF 2009-2010 PROPOSED ACTIVITIES


Residential Rehabilitation
The purpose of this program is to financially assist low-income families living in single-family
housing to improve the condition of their homes. To be eligible for a rehabilitation loan, the
applicant must be an owner occupant, meet the City of Roseville income guideline, and the
assistance must be determined economically feasible. A lien for the total cost of the work will
be placed on the property. Loans are available as 3% monthly payment loans, or as zero­
interest-deferred loans. Special Mobility loans are also available to the physically impaired and
elderly to assist in making their residences more accessible so that they can remain in their
homes independently. Services under Special Mobility include wheelchair ramps, hand rails,
grab bars, hoist or lifts, and removal of architectural barriers. The rehab program also includes
reimbursement for the cost of exterior house paint and painting supplies to assist homeowners
to comply with code violations; some restrictions apply. '


Code Enforcement-Rodent Control
The Code Enforcement Program is a policing activity designed to protect and improve the
health, safety, and environment of the city. The City of Roseville employs the Code
Enforcement Officers to systematically drive the city and observe compliance with blight or junk
ordinances; they respond to citizen complaints of nuisance, health, or safety concems. When
the officers observe situations of non-compliance, they will notify the offender in person or by
letter. The officers are also required to represent the City when a citation has been issued and
the offender is ordered to court. The Code Enforcement Officers investigate notices of rodent
infestation. The officers are certified in the use of pesticides to eradicate the rodents.


Roseville Senior Center
The City of Roseville operates the Roseville Senior Center at 18961 Common Road. A fulltime
facilities coordinator and part time clerical administer the facility dedicated to senior
programming and activities. The Roseville Senior Center is open Monday through Friday to
anyone 55 years of age and older. Some activities do require a small fee; however most of the
programming is free of charge. Operation expenses for the Center are covered by General
Fund dollars. The CDBG allocation in this budget year will cover the tear off and replacement
of the building's roof; as well as other miscellaneous building expenses.


Solid Ground Transitional House, Inc
Solid Ground opens as a transitional home for families in April 2009. The two story building has
been completely replumbed and rewired. The renovation includes new windows and walls;
heating and cooling plant; dry wall; painting and roofing. The CDBG allocation is to be added
as a match to construction funding, and to funds covering program delivery. Solid Ground will
house a structured 10 to 24 month program designed to prepare each occupant and their
children for independent living. Working with the Department of Human Services (DHS) and
the Macomb-8t Clair Workforce Development, clients will acquire the benefits and skills
needed to be self-supporting and self-sufficient.


Care House
Care House works with the Roseville Police Department and other local criminal justice
systems to evaluate the occurrence of sexual and physical abuse to children, and to remove
and protect children from dangerous situations. The nonprofit agency will use CDBG funds to
assist Roseville children and families. The agency is located in Mt. Clemens, MI.







Parks and Recreation
The City of Roseville Parks and Recreation Department plans to replace play equipment,
barbecue grill and benches, and play safety surface in Macomb Gardens Park. The park is
located on Macomb Street east of Gratiot and just north of Ten Mile Road. The park is in a
CDSG targeted area as determined in the 2000 Census.


Community Policing-Neighborhood Watch
Members of the City of Roseville Community Policing Unit will train and support senior citizen
volunteers in a neighborhood safety and crime prevention plan. CDSG funding will be used to
reimburse the program for a portion of the cost of manuals, folders and other supplies give out
to each volunteer participant.


HABITAT-Macomb
Macomb County Habitat for Humanity proposes to build three houses in the City of Roseville
for low-income families. The houses will be built by volunteers, working alongside the families
who will buy the houses under a mortgage held by Macomb County Habitat. CDSG funds will
be used to assist the agency in the acquisition of vacant lots in the city, and in preparation of
the sites for construction.


MCRESTlWarming Center Emergency Shelters
MCREST promotes, organizes and assists area churches of all denominations, local service
agencies and civic groups in providing safe overnight shelter, transportation, laundry and meals
for the homeless of Macomb County. Accommodations are provided in the facilities of
participating churches. Mattresses, linens and all necessary forms and information packets are
provided by MCREST. Medical care and substance abuse counseling are provided by partner
service providers. Thirty to sixty individuals (men, women and children) can be sheltered each
evening, depending upon the capacity of the host church. Individuals are allowed to stay in the
shelter program for up to thirty days. The Macomb County Warming Center is an overnight
emergency shelter for men and women who cannot be accommodated in a traditional shelter.
The Warming Center is only operated during the fall and winter months on a rotating schedule
among area churches. Church and community volunteers staff and operate the Warming
Centers. The Warming Center also maintains a drop-in day center. City of Roseville CDSG
funding is used to cover the cost of laundering the bedding between rotations among the
churches in Roseville.


Counseling Services-Catholic Services of Macomb (CSM)
Catholic Services of Macomb (CSM) will be reimbursed for counseling to low and moderate
income residents from the City of Roseville. The type of counseling provided may include
substance abuse counseling, batterer therapy, financial and budget planning, family living,
vocational evaluation, and stress management. Services will be available citywide to qualifying
residents. All information pertaining to the client and the agency is confidential.


CHORES Service-MCCSA
Macomb County Community Services Agency (MCCSA) will provide CHORES services to
Roseville senior (60 years or older) residents. Eligibility is based on age and household income.
Those who are elderly, or infirm, and have no other resources for assistance, are encouraged
to apply. Services include, but are not be limited to: lawn mowing, snow removal, leaf raking,
wall and window washing, and indoor or outdoor minor home repair jobs. Services are
available on a citywide basis. Advance registration is required for grass cutting and snow
removal. As a reminder, registration information with the details of service is printed annually in
the Roseville City Calendar and the City Newsletter.







Macomb Intennediate School Disbict (MISD)
In cooperation with Macomb County school districts, the MISD assists school age children in
homeless families. Assistance includes: school enrollment and transfer of records; liaison
between family and school personnel; assistance with school transportation; referrals to
community agencies for food, medical, dental and optical care; tutoring assistance; assistance
with student clothing and shoes; and school supplies and backpacks. City of Roseville funding
will reimburse the MISD for funds spent on homeless Roseville students for school supplies
and backpacks. As funds pennit CDBG assistance will also be used to subsidize the cost of
eligible Roseville students enrolled in the MISD's summer camp program.


Lighthouse Outreach Center
The Lighthouse Outreach Center of Roseville is a non-proflt 501 (c) (3) corporation. Lighthouse
Outreach Center assists residents to meet their basic human needs by providing emergency
food, clothing, medicine, housing and other services. City of Roseville CDBG assistance is
provided for income eligible Roseville residents. The Lighthouse Outreach Center is the local
distribution center for the federal FOCUS HOPE and F.E.M.A. food programs.


Administration
Three staff positions are supported in total or in part from the Administration allocation. An
Administrator is charged with general oversight, coordination, monitoring, and evaluation of the
CDBG program. A CDBG Administrative Assistant and a seasonal position working from the
Treasurers' Dept. to assist seniors prepare and file the Homestead Exemption Retums are also
provided under Administration. All operating expenses for the department including computer
support services, printing, phone, advertising, and office equipment and supplies will be funded
under this section. Training and travel expenses, professional memberships, and other related
costs will also be paid from Administration.


St. Vincent de Paul Society
Assisting the needy is the primary purpose of the Society of St. Vincent de Paul. Local
conferences, or chapters, based in Roseville provide housing payment assistance, utility
payment assistance, clothing and medical assistance. As funds pennit, qualifying Roseville
youth may also be sponsored at a summer camp operated by the agency in Sanilac County.


Library Monitor Training Program
Fonnerly homeless adults will be trained as greeters and monitors work in the Roseville Public
Library to maintain a safe, inviting and comfortable atmosphere for all patrons. They will
ensure that the libraries behavior policy and other city policies are adhered to by patrons. The
library will train up to four monitors, each working sixteen hours per week.


Street Paving Project
The City of Roseville will repave portions of Kathy Street in the southwest comer of the city.
Those portions of Kathy Street are located in a CDBG targeted area which qualifies for the
improvement benefit. The project is a major improvement project and will comply with all
federal wage and labor law requirements.

1. HEARING OF THE PUBLIC. 
 
 No one from the public wished to be heard.  
 
2. Discussion regarding Manager's proposed budget for fiscal year 2009 - 2010. 
 
 City Manager Stephen Truman stated that the City is proceeding with the Fireworks Celebration 


this year.  The Administration and Mayor Chirkun met with representatives from the City’s 
unions pertaining to employees volunteering their time for the fireworks.  The Fire Department, 
Police Department, Clerical Union and Court Unions have responded to this request.   The City 
will continue to work on gaining funding for the fireworks.   


 
 Mr. Truman discussed the Memorial Day Parade and the overtime budget to cover this event.    


Mayor John Chirkun commented that in these hard economic times the City has to step up and 
provide services to Roseville residents.   


 
 Councilman Salvatore Aiuto stated that Council has to be consistent in their decisions when it 


comes to eliminating spending; he is in favor of holding the fireworks this year, but the issue has 
to be reviewed next year.  


 
 Mr. Truman responded to a question he received from Councilman Aiuto about the budget request 


for picnic tables and barbeques in a few parks and the number of employees who are eligible to 
retire prior to next year.  Nineteen employees are eligible to retire; however, these individuals 
may not retire due to many circumstances.   


 
 Councilman Frank Maisano discussed permit and administration fees, franchise fees and 


retirement health care reimbursement.  
 
 Mayor Chirkun suggested that Mr. Truman go through the budget on a departmental basis.  Mr. 


Truman discussed the following departments: 
 
 39TH DISTRICT COURT 
 
 Mayor Chirkun commented on the possibility of implementing an e-ticket program which will 


allow an Officer to swipe a driver’s license and print a ticket to a driver.  The information from 
the reader is uploaded by the Court and will cut down on the manpower.   Assistant Controller 
Jane Lamb explained this program to Council.   


 
 Mr. Truman discussed the issue of money collections through the Probation Department and an 


employment opening in the Court.  After the budget discussions Mr. Truman will meet with Chief 
Judge Joseph Boedeker and the Court Administrator about the Probation Department.  


 
 Councilman Robert Taylor asked Mrs. Lamb if the Probation Department is bringing in enough 


revenue to cover its costs.  Mr. Truman stated that at this time the Probation Department is not 
bringing revenue into the City. 


  
 CITY MANAGER 
 
 This department is down this year due to the fact that last year the audio/video equipment was 


purchased out of this budget.  
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 CITY CONTROLLER 
 
 This department shows a minor increase due to employee wages and health care.   The total 


expenditures in the proposed budget are up a total of 1% from last year.  
 
 CLERK’S OFFICE  
 
 There is a reduction in this department due to the minimization of overtime.  A temporary/part-


time employee is budgeted for use at the discretion of the City Clerk.   
 
 Councilman Salvatore Aiuto complimented City Clerk Richard Steenland on the new recording 


equipment and asked why there was an increase in the postage budget.  Mr. Steenland explained 
that the number of mailings the office issues has increased as well as the number of permanent 
absentee voters. 


 
 Mayor Chirkun asked Mr. Steenland if the business license fees are put into the Clerk’s budget or 


the General Fund; the money goes into the General Fund.   
 
 INFORMATION SERVICES 
 
 This budget increased slightly due to centralizing the software licensing agreements and any 


computer equipment-related purchases are handled through this department. 
 
 Councilman Robert Taylor asked if the new computers for the Court will be compatible with the 


new computers.   Mrs. Lamb explained that the e-ticket program will be compatible with the new 
computers.  


 
 PURCHASING 
 
 This department has a minimal increase due to increases in wages and healthcare.  This 


department is getting involved in different areas such as posting items for sale on the internet.  
Large purchases will be reviewed to make sure that the City is not overstocking items.  


 
 RETIREMENT 
 
 The increase in this department is due to an increase in wages, health, life and dental insurances.  


The Retirement fund pays for this department.  
 
 TREASURERS 
 
 Slight decrease in this department and no requests were made for office equipment or capital 


purchases.  
 
 ASSESSOR 
 
 No increase in this department, no request for office equipment or capital purchases.  There is a 


slight increase in postage due to the large number of responses issued by the Board of Review.    
Professional Services are required when the City goes through the Tax Tribunal.   
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 BUILDING MAINTENANCE  
 
 No increase in this department; this department falls under the Controller’s Office.  City 


Controller/Assistant City Manager Peter Provenzano explained that eventually the City will issue 
bids for quotes bundling the heating and cooling contracts under this department.  This will be 
brought before Council when more information is received.    The Professional Services section of 
this department covers any type of services that the City cannot do in-house such as elevator doors 
or handicap access doors.  


 
 Mayor Pro Tem Robert Taylor discussed the cost of uniform cleaning.  Mr. Truman will get more 


information on this item and get back to Council.  
 
 ACT 78 BOARD 
 
 This department’s budget depends primarily on the number of promotional or entry-level testings 


issued in a fiscal year.   The advertising budget was discussed.     
 
 PERSONNEL 
 
 This department is proposing a reduction due to the decrease in retirement contributions.  The 


Council and Mr. Truman discussed the Professional Services budget, this item covers any 
advertising needed and any consulting fees.  


 
 POLICE DEPARTMENT  
 
 Equipment requests were provided to Council and there was a slight increase in capital purchases 


due to the vehicles.  Council discussed the fuel budget and communications budget and 
education/training budgets with Mr. Truman.   Mrs. Lamb explained that the communications 
budget contains the CLEMIS program and explained the education/training budget to Council.   


 
 FIRE DEPARTMENT 
 
 Mr. Truman discussed the new equipment purchases which included two new ambulances; one 


vehicle is under the current budget under the current fiscal year and the second is budgeted under 
the next fiscal year.   


 
 BUILDING INSPECTION 
 
 $33,424 increase in this department; a new vehicle was requested and a car from another 


department will be moved over to Building Inspection. 
 
 HIGHWAY DEPARTMENT 
 
 A significant reduction in this department due to the attrition program, a tree replacement program 


is included in this proposed budget.   Council discussed the maintenance account in this 
department.  


 
 MECHANICS DEPARTMENT 
 
 An increase in this department is due to a position that was filled in this department.  The 


overtime budget in this department will be examined as the proposed amount is low.   
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 ENGINEERING 
 
 A vehicle was requested by this department and a vehicle will be moved to this department from 


the Water Department.  There was a slight increase in this department due to wages and benefits.  
The budgeted amount of $8,000 for Professional Services is down from years past due to the 
City’s Engineering Department staff taking on more responsibility.  


 
 SANITATION DEPARTMENT 
 
 This department budget has increased due to contractual costs from Waste Management and the 


South Macomb Sanitary District.  
 
 HOUSING COMMISSION 
 
 The City does payroll for this department and is reimbursed by the Housing Commission.  Part-


time staffing and hours have increased.  Retirement costs are charged to this department to cover 
the costs of the Commission’s retirees.     


 
 Mayor Chirkun asked Mr. Truman if the employees of the Housing Commission are City 


employees.  Mr. Truman explained that the employees of the Housing Commission do participate 
in the City’s healthcare and retirement systems.  


 
 Councilman Frank Maisano asked Mr. Truman if the City has the ability to invoke retirement 


policy changes when it comes to the full-time Housing Commission employees.  Mr. Truman 
responded that the City did make a change when the last full-time employee was hired; this 
employee will have no retirement benefits from the City.    


 
 PLANNING COMMISSION 
 
 A large cost of this budget is for the Master Plan which is required by law to be updated; this was 


budgeted for last fiscal year and the conclusion this year.   This Commission has no personnel 
costs other than the contractual consultant.   


 
 Councilman Frank Maisano stated that he was a Planning Commission Member and he knows 


first hand that this Commission has made cuts to its budget in the past.  
 
 PARKS AND RECREATION-PROGRAMS 
 
 Mr. Truman discussed the profits of the winter programs and discussed the attrition program in 


this department.  The budget for this department is down approximately $100,000.   
 
 Councilman Salvatore Aiuto discussed the personal use of a city-owned vehicles in this 


department.  Mr. Truman explained the City’s policy for personal use of a city-owned vehicle.   
 
 Mayor Chirkun discussed the grant for improvements to Huron Park.  
 
 PARKS-BUILDINGS & GROUNDS 
 
 Council reviewed this budget and had no questions for Mr. Truman.  
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 SENIOR ACTIVITY CENTER 
 
 Building improvements, recovering of the pool table and replacement of a table and chairs are all 


included in this budget.  Requests for a picnic table and a cement area for the table were removed 
from the proposed budget.  Mr. Truman discussed the grant monies the City will apply for to 
make necessary repairs to the Senior Center.   Council discussed the requests in this budget with 
Mr. Truman.  


 
 Mayor Chirkun asked Mr. Truman if the roof repair on this building will be completed this year; 


the repairs will be completed this year.  
  
 CITY LIBRARY 
 
 Council reviewed this budget.  Mayor Chirkun asked Mr. Truman what was included in the 


professional services budget; this budgeted item includes the Library Co-op fees.   
  
 BEAUTIFICATION COMMISSION 
 
 City Controller/Assistant City Manager Peter Provenzano explained that in the past Community 


Promotion and Professional Services were budgeted at $5,000 each; the Commission used these 
accounts interchangeably.  Due to budget cuts these accounts were cut back from $10,000 to 
$5,000 for functions sponsored by this Commission.  


 
 Mayor John Chirkun discussed the Chapter 20 Drain fund and the Self Insurance Fund.  Mr. 


Provenzano stated that this budget may increase and discussed the increase in the Self Insurance 
Fund.  


 
 WATER DEPARTMENT 
 
 Mr. Truman stated that the new rate will not be available until May and the new rate will be lower 


than what is charged to the City by the Detroit Water and Sewerage Department.  
 
 Mr. Truman will give Council more information on the Probation Department, the uniform 


laundry budget and the gas mask budget in the Police Department.  
 
 Mr. Truman asked Council if they had any changes to the budget at this time so that the budget 


may be adopted at the next Council meeting.  Mayor Chirkun commented on the attrition plan and 
asked for a five-year attrition plan.   Mr. Truman reviewed the administration’s plan to examine 
attrition.  Attrition will not be enough to balance the City’s budget with cuts elsewhere.  


 
 Councilman Salvatore Aiuto commented on the use of parks and the necessity of spending the 


money for barbeques and picnic tables in the parks.

AUTOMATIC AID AGREEMENT
FOR EXCHANGE OF FIRE SERVICES


BETWEEN
THE CITIES OF ST. CLAIR SHORES, ROSEVILLE AND EASTPOINTE


THIS AGREEMENT, made and entered into this first day of, , 2009 by and between
the CITY OF ST. CLAIR SHORES, a municipal corporation in the County of Macomb,
hereinafter referred to as "ST. CLAIR SHORES", the CITY OF ROSEVILLE, a municipal
corporation in the County of Macomb hereinafter referred to as "ROSEVILLE", and the CITY OF
EASTPOINTE, a municipal corporation in the County of Macomb hereinafter referred to as
"EASTPOINTE".


WHEREAS, ST. CLAIR SHORES, ROSEVILLE and EASTPOINTE provide fire service
within their jurisdictions; and


WHEREAS, ST. CLAIR SHORES, ROSEVILLE and EASTPOINTE have found it to be of
mutual benefit if the services of each department are in some circumstances extended outside
of the limits of each jurisdiction into the boundaries of the other; and


WHEREAS, the parties hereto desire to enter into a mutual respect pact, wherein, in
some circumstances, one party will respond to a fire incident occurring within the jurisdictional
limits of the other party;


NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the covenants contained herein, the
parties hereby agree as follows:


1. This agreement is a guide for day-to-day operations. It is not intended to replace or
revise the Macomb County Mutual Aid Plan. The specific details of the service to be
provided under this Agreement and the general operation policies, including, but not
limited to, response areas and types of equipment, operational command, incident
reports, dispatch and communications, training and response maps and pre-plans, and
evaluation of the effectiveness shall be determined by the ST. CLAIR SHORES,
ROSEVILLE and EASTPOINTE Fire Chiefs. The Governing Bodies of ST. CLAIR
SHORES, ROSEVILLE and EASTPOINTE shall approve any change in the Standard
Operating Guideline (SOG), which constitutes a change in policy.. Each party shall use
the attached SOG as the operational plan to facilitate the Automatic Aid Agreement.


2. Each party shall, at its own expense, develop and provide for the necessary cross
connections of its communications system with the communications system of the other.


3. Each party shall, at its own expense, provide to the other party a predetermined grid
mapping system designating the response area for its areas included in this Agreement.


4. The parties agree that the provisions of this Agreement shall not be used for the
reduction of staffing, either departmental total or daily minimum, of the ST. CLAIR
SHORES, ROSEVILLE and EASTPOINTE Fire Departments.


5. The services provided by each party pursuant to this Agreement shall be provided at no
cost to the other party. In the event an emergency is declared, this Agreement shall not
constitute a waiver of the rights of the respective parties to claim state and/or federal
reimbursement.







6. The ST. CLAIR SHORES, ROSEVILLE and EASTPOINTE Fire Chiefs or their
designated representatives shall determine and agree upon the capabilities of each party
to respond to incidents requiring special equipment.


7. The parties understand and agree that the responding party's response to a request for
aid shall depend upon any existing emergency conditions within its own jurisdiction and
the availability of its resources.


8. For the purposes of a liaison and the administration of the Agreement, the ST. CLAIR
SHORES, ROSEVILLE and EASTPOINTE Fire Chiefs are designated as the
representatives of the respective parties to this Agreement, and they shall be jointly
responsible for administration of this Agreement.


9. It is further agreed that any party may terminate the Agreement at any time by giving
written notice to the other parties at least sixty days (60) prior to the date of termination.


By entering this Agreement, none of the parties waives any of the immunities provided under
State or Federal law or other applicable.provisions of law. This Agreement is not intended to
confer any legal rights or benefits on any person or entity other than parties of this Agreement.

2008 Forfeiture Properties (revised)


I have reviewed the properties that are available for purchase by the City of
Roseville due to unpaid taxes. It is my opinion that we exercise our option to purchase
these properties for the following reasons:


1) The general welfare of the City will be served by removal of three (3) houses that
are not economically feasible to renovate.


2) Dilapidated vacant houses can be resold and renovated per terms stipulated by
the City of Roseville.


3) Vacant properties can be purchased by our CDBG program for redevelopment.
4) Unbuildable lots can be combined with adjacent lots.
5) Ifa plan similar to the one outlined below is followed, the City of Roseville


should be able to recoup at least 100% of the $124,333.75 purchase costs.


I have evaluated each property and offer the following J'ecommendation for each:


1) 30352 Wedgewood - This property has been gutted by the Wedgewood
Condominium Association. Due to present housing values we should sell this
property for $1.00 with renovation stipulations.


2) 19536 Georgia - The house is not economically feasible to renovate. The 11,000
square foot lot size would make it a good property to sell whcn the eeonomy
recovers. The buildings should be demolished. Estimated cost $6,500.00. Resale
value of the lot <$15,000.00.


3) 28068 Rosemont - Property and house can be sold with renovation stipulations.
Value <$20,000.00.


4) 28065 Waverly - Home to be demolished and property sold to CDBG. Value
$12,000.00


5) Vacant Ivanhoe - Land sold to CDGB. Value <$12,000.00.







6) 17311 Ivanhoe - Sell with renovation stipulations. Value <$15,000.00.


7) 17647 Tennyson - SeD with renovation stipulations. Value <$25,000.00


8) 17711 Tennyson - Sell with renovation stipulations. Value <$15,000.00

ORDINANCE NO. _


THE CITY OF ROSEVILLE ORDAINS:


AN ORDINANCE TO SET FORTH RULES AND REGULATIONS GOVERNING THE
PRODUCTION OF COMMERCIAL FILMS WITHIN THE CITY OF ROSEVILLE BY
ADOPTING RULES AND REGULATIONS. TO PROVIDE FOR REPEALER,
SEVERABILITY. AND EFFECTIVE DATE.


Section I. Chapter 135 is hereby adopted to provide as follows:


CHAPTER 135
FILMING PERMITS


§ 135-1. Title.


This Article may be known and may be cited as the City of Roseville "Film Permit
Ordinance".


§ 135-2. Definitions.


For the purpose of this Article, the following definitions shall apply unless the context
clearly indicates or requires a different meaning:


Charitable Films. Commercials. motions pictures. television. video recordings, or other
photography produced by a nonprofit organization which qualifies under Section
501(c)(3) orthe Internal Revenue Code as a charitable organization. No person, directly
or indirectly, shall receive a profit from the marketing and production of the film or from
showing the films. recordings. or photos.


Filming. The act(s) of undertaking. producing. or creating a video recording or motion
picture 111m. The term also includes the setup and dismantling of all related equipment.


Film Oflice. The film production office designated by the City Manager of the City of
Roseville.







B"" tiI~··


News Media. The filming or video recording for the purpos s 41:'u1~;anned,
or "on scene" television news broadcasting'by reporters, photographers, or camera
operators, but not including magazinc or documentaIy programs filmed, edited, and
prepared for commercial purposes.


Personal Film. A video recording or fihn for private or family use, including but not
limited to family event videos.


Student Film. A motion picture film or video recording production by a student ofa
public or private school or college where the production is for school or college credit
and for which no profit is taken.


Video Recording. The creation of a motion picture or film, whether by the act of
filming, undertaking a video recording production, or otherwise.


Video Recording Production. The use of video recording equipment to capture motion
picture images, whether by videotape, digital media, or any other means.


§ 135-3. Filming Pennit Required.


Except as othcrwise provided in this Article, it is unlawful for any person to engage in the
business or activity of filming at any place within the City, other than at or in an
established motion picture or television Stlldio or entirely within an enclosed structure or
building (with no outside storage of filming equipment) without a film permit from the
City. Any person interested in filming within the City shall complete in full a film permit
application that shall be submitted to the City of Roseville. A film permit does not
constitute or grant permission to use or occupy property not owned, leased, or controlled
by the City.


§ 135-4. Exemptions.


The provisions of this Chapter shall not apply to:


(A) Current news productions which includes reporters, photographers, or camera
person in the employment of a newspaper, news service, broadcasting station, or
similar entity engaged in the broadcasting of news events;


(8) Education, government and public access and local origination programs and
productions for cable television systems franchised within the City;


(C) The filming of competitive athletic events, parades, or other similar events of a
public nature, when in attendance as a member ofthe public and a spectator;


(D) Private events filmed or photographed for noncommercial purposes, such as
private palties or weddings;


(E) The creation ofa student film, unless the filming activities adversely impact
public ways or are conducted outdoors in residential areas;
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, ...IFf
(F) Local commercials (video or still photography) produced entirely on private


property for purposes of advertising local businesses and merchants, so long as
the equipment, personnel, and subject connected with the commercials do not"
interfere in any way with the public right-of-way or impact neighboring private
property;


(G) The filming or video recording of motion pictures and activities associated
therewith which occur upon property which is owned or leased for more than six
(6) months by the emerprise or individual conducting the filming or video
recording and none oftbe activities are open to view by the general public.
However, this exemption shall not be construed to authorize the use of residential
properties for commercial entellJrises that violate any laws, the City code, or the
City'S zoning ordinance;


(H) Films produced entirely for training of employees or personnel that are produced
within the employer's property and do not utilize or adversely impact any public
ways and are not produced outdoors in residential areas; and


(I) Any other activity deemed to be in the public interest by the City Manager.


§ 135-5. Application Contents and Fees.


The applicant for a permit required by this Chapter shall supply the following
infol1llation on the application:


(A) Name, mailing address and telephone number of the applicant. If an association,
the applicant shall provide its full name. lfa cOllloration, the applicant shall
provide tbe full name and the official address thereof with the date and state of
incOllloration, the full name and address of the resident agent, and attach to the
application a copy of the certificate from the state of incorporation indicating that
the corporation is in good standing. !fa limited liability company, the applicant
shall provide the full name and the official address thereof with the date and state
of organization, the full name and address of the resident agent, and altach to the
application a copy of the celiificate from the state of organization indicating that
the company is good standing;


(8) Name, address, and telephone number of the person in charge of the location and
responsible for the applicant's and applicant's employees' conduct. The Film
Office may also require that the applicant provide the names and related
information of association members, cOlllorate directors, partners, or others in a
position of responsibility with the applying entity;


(C) Name, address, and twenty-four (24) hour telephone number of at least two
persons to be contacted in the event of emergency situations which might alter the
conditions of the film pe1111it;


(D) Name (or working title) of the film or project, a statement of the kind, character,
and type of proposed motion picture, television, radio, andlor photographic
production;
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(E) Approximate number of individuals in the cast and crew;


(F) List of types and numbers of vehicles and other equipment;


(G) Special conditions or requests by the applicant, including requests for special
assistance at the location such as street closure, traffic control, and emergency
servIces;


(1-1) If the applicant intends to use either wild animals, chemicals, explosives, or fire,
or intends to engage in any other hazardous activity as deemed by the City
Manager, a statement to the effect and a description of such activities with
specificity;


(I) Each application shall be accompanied by a fee as follows:


(I) A processing fee in an amount established by Resolution of the City
Council to reimburse the City for the staff time required to evaluate the
application and establish conditions of approval. The processing fee shall
be waived for charitable and nonprofit organizations which qualify under
Section 501(c)(3) of the United States Internal Revenue Code. The
processing fee is nonrefundable.


(2) A daily property use fee in an amount established by Resolution of the
City Council to compensate the City for the use of the public property and
its unavailability for ordinary and usual purposes resulting from the
filming activity.


(3) A monitoring fee to reimburse the City for staff time required to monitor
the filming activity, and for reasonable costs for other City services or
equipment approved for use during such activities, in an amount as to be
detellllined at the time of the City's review of the permit application.


(4) The processing fee shall be waived for the following if, in the discretion of
the City Manager, the City will benefit by doing so:


(5)
I. Productions conducted by a cable television company operating under


a fi'anchise granted by the City which are not conducted on public
property, do not interfere with public right-ol~ways,and which involve
fewer than two motor vchiclcs; and


11. Productions for wholly charitable or educational pll11Joses and from
which no profit is derived, either directly or indirectly; and


111. A student film.
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§ 135-6. Accompanying Plans.


Each application for a permit required by this Article shall be accompanied by a detailed
explanation, including plans, drawings and diagrams where applicable, of the prospective
permittee's plans to provide for the following:


(A) The size or area of the property to be used, including a sketch of the
filming site showing placement of work trucks and production vehicles;


(B) A sketch of the "base camp", ifany, showing any off·street locations for
crew, parking, honeywagon, catering and non-essential production
vehicles;


(C) A traffic control plan of the exact filming location, listing roads or lanes to
be closed, ifany;


(D) A description of the duration of the proposed activities and daily hours of
operation;


(E) The facilities for cleanup and waste disposal with wrillen plans and
specifications thereof;


(F) A leller of notification of, and signatures from, businesses/neighborhoods
impacted by filming or related activities, ifrequired by the Film Office;
and


(G) Insurance and bonding arrangements.


§ 135-7. Investigation of Application.


Upon receipt by the City Manager, or his/her designee, copies of the application for a
permit required by this Article shall be forwarded to the Police Chief, Fire Chief,
Building Official. and to such other appropriate public officials as the City Manager, or
his/her designee. deems necessary. S~lch officers, departments, and officials shall review
and investigate matters relevant to the application and within four (4) business days of
receipt thereof shall report their findings and recommendations to the City Manager, or
his/her designee.


§ 135-8. Liability Provisions.


The requiremenrs of this Article are applicable whenever a permittee's operations will
utilize or impact City facilities or property as determined by the City Manager.


(A) Liability Insurance. As a condition of issuing such a filming permit, the
permittee shall fumish insurance with the City as a named insured in an
amount to be detennined by the City Manager, but in no event in an
amount less than One Million Dollars ($1,000,000) to protect the City
against claims of third persons for personal injury, wrongful death and/or
property damage to indemnify the City for damage to the City property

arising out of the permittee's activities. An additional minimum of Five
Million Dollars ($5,000,000) of such general liability insurance coverage
shall be required in the event motor vehicles, aircraft, helicopters,
explosives, or pyrotechnics are used in the activity. Such insurance shall
be evidenced by the standard General Special Endorsement FOllll or the
Certificate of Insurance (Public Liability) fOlll1 provided by the City
Manager, or his/her designee. The applicant shall also submit verification
that adequate worker's compensation insurance coverage is maintained.


(B) Hold Harmless and Idemnitv Agreement. An applicant shall execute a
hold harmless and indemnity agreement as provided by the City prior to
the issuance of a permit.


(C) Faithful Performance Bond. Before the issuance of a permit, the pel1l1ittee
shall deposit a sum of money in the form of a cash bond, in an amount
detennined by City Council Resolution. The bond shall be in a form
approved by the City Attorney, conditioned upon the permittee's faithful
compliance with all of the terms and provisions of this Chapter and all
applicable provisions of state or local law, and which shall indemnify the
City, its agents, officers, and employees and the City Council against any
and all loss, injury, or damage whatever arising out of 0 I' in anyway
connected with the filming activity and which shall indemnify the owners
of the property adjoining the filming site for any costs attributable to
cleaning up and/or removing debris, trash, or other waste resultant from
the filming activity.


(D) Securitv Personnel. The permittee shall employ at its own expense such
security personnel as are necessary and sufficient to provide for the
adequate security and protection of the maximum number of attendants at
the location of the filming activity and for the preservation of order and
protection of property in and around the site of the filming activity. No
permit shall be issued unless the Police Chief, or his/her designee, is
satisfied that such necessary and sufficient security personnel will be
provided by the permittee for the duration of the assembly.


§ 135-9. Findings.


In processing an application for a permit required by this Chapter, the City Manager, or
his/her designee, shall issue a permit as provided for in this Chapter when from a
consideration of the application and from such other infollllation as may be otherwise
obtained, he/she finds that:


(A) The conduct of such activity will not unduly interfere with the use and
enjoymcnt of neighboring property or unduly interfere with traffic or
pedestrian movement or endanger public safety and that no streets will be
completely closed to traffic for an unreasonable period of time. Adequate
advance notice of any street closure shall be given to the Pol ice Chief, or
his/her designee.
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(B) The conduct of such activity will not unduly interfere with n0ll11al
governmental or City operations or threaten to result in damage or
detriment to public property, or result in the City incurring costs or
expenditures in either money or personnel not deposited in advance by the
applicant.


(C) The activity does not propose to include obscene matter or an obscene
performance and will not involve conduct in violation of state, local, or
federal laws, rules, or regulations, as defined in 1984 PA 343, being MCL
752.361 to 752.374.


(D) At the detel111ination of the City Manager, or his/her designee, as well as
the City of Roseville Police, Fire and Building Departments, that the
condition of such activity will not constitute a fire hazard or any other type
of hazard and all propelty safety precautions will be taken as detell11ined
by the heads of the aforementioned departments or their designees.


(E) The permit shall not authorize the production of a film that in any manner
requires the use of property owned by or under the control of the City of
Roseville in violation of2008 PA 84, prohibiting the production ofa film
that includes obscene matter or an obscene perf0I111anCe or that requires
that individually identifiable records be created and maintained for every
performer provided in 18 USC §2557.


§ 135-10. Grounds for Denial.


A filming permit, required by this Chapter, may be denied if:


(A) The applicant fails to comply with any or all requirements of this Chapter
(including those set fOtth in Section 135-9), or with any and all conditions
imposed pursuant to this Chapter, or with any other applicable provision
of state, local, or federal laws, rules, or regulations.


(B) The applicant has knowingly made a false, misleading or fraudulent
statement in the application or in any suppOtting document.


§ 135-11. Appeal.


The decision of the City Manager, or his/her designee, to issue, conditionally issue, or
deny a permit shall be final, unless appealed in writing within five (5) working days of
the decision by requesting a hearing before the City Council at the next available
meeting. Where conditions are imposed as prerequisites to the issuance of a pelll1it and
where the pelll1it is denied, notice thereof shall be mailed to the applicant by certified
mail within five (5) days of such action. In case of a permit denial, the reasons therefore
shall be stated in the notice.
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§ 135-12. Contents, Posting, and Transferability.


A permit required by this Chapter shall specify the name and address of the pennittee, the
kind and location of the filming activity, the maximum number of attendants permissible,
the duration of the permit and any other conditions imposed pursuant to this Chapter. It
shall be posted in a conspicuous place upon the premises of the filming activity and shall
not be transferred to any other person or location.


§ 135-13. Restoration.


A pennittee shall conduct operations in an orderly fashion with continuous attention to
the storage of equipment not in use, maintenance of the area, and the cleanup of all trash
and debris. The area shall be cleaned of trash and debris within two (2) hours of the
completion of the activity, or within such other time established in the permit to the
City's satisfaction. The applicant shall be responsible for restoring any area damaged or
dismpted before leaving the site. If the site is not repaired or restored to the City's
satisfaction, the City Manager, or his/her designee, shall have the necessary restoration
and/or repairs perfonned and the applicant shall reimburse the City for such work within
ten (J 0) days of completed filming. In the event the applicant fails to reimburse the City,
the City may secure its reimbursement from the deposit or the bond that was posted by
the pennittee during the application process. The amount of the bond shall no way limit
the permittee's liability or responsibility for the costs or repairs or restoration in the event
these costs exceed the bond amount.


§ 135-14. Filming Hours.


(A) Permitted Hours. It is prohibited for any person to commence or conduct,
or permit the commencement or conducting of, any filming in
residentially-zoned neighborhoods, and any other neighborhoods within a
three hundred (300) foot radius of a residential zone, except between the
hours of 7:00 a.m. and 10:00 p.m., Monday through Friday; 8:00 a.m.
through 10:00 p.m., Saturday; and 9:00 a.m. through 10:00 p.m., Sunday
and City-specified holidays.


(B) Exception - Extended Hours. Filming activity in residentially-zoned
neighborhoods, and other neighborhoods located within a three hundred
(300) foot radius of a residential zone, shall be permitted beyond those
hours set f0l1h in this Chapter if the pemlitlee submits signatures of
approval from one adult resident of at least scventy percent (70%) of the
dwelling units located within a three hundred (300) foot radius of the
filming, at least forty-eight (48) hours prior to the scheduled start time of
the filming. However, this signature requirement may be waived by the
City Manager ifit determines that the filming will not have any adverse
effect upon the owners or occupants of such dwelling units.
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§ 135-15. Parking and Street Closures.


(A) No person shall close any City street or alley, unless first authorized by the
City.


(B) No person shall park a vehicle or place equipment associatcd with filming
on any street or alley, except where parking is lawfully permitted.


(C) The pennittee shall post" 0 Parking" signs, as required by the City
Manager, at least twenty-four (24) hours prior to the scheduled start time
of the filming.


§ 135-16. Violation; Revocation; Pcnalty.


(A) Any film permit may be revoked under the following circumstances:


(I) Where it has been detennined that the permittee has violated or has
failed to comply with any of the temlS or conditions of the film
permit;


(2) Where it has been determined that the permittee has violated or has
failed to comply with any ordinances, resolutions, or applicable
regulations;


(3) Where it has been detennined that the film permit was granted
pursuant to false or fraudulent information contained in the film
pel1l1it application or verbally provided to City officials;


(4) Where it has subsequently been determined that filming activity
will fail to meet the criteria enumerated in this Chapter for granting
a film permit; or


(5) Where it has been detcrmined that the preservation of the public
health, safety, and general welfare demand revocation of the film
permit.


(B) A notice ofrecovation shall be mailed to the pel1l1ittee, by certified mail,
stating the grounds for revocation and advising the permittee of the appeal
rights afforded by this Chapter.


(C) City officials with the authority to revoke a permit include the City
Manager, Police Chief, Fire Chief~ or his/her disgnee.


(D) Revocation of a film permit shall be effective for a period of one year. No
permits shall be issued to any individual or entity found to be in violation
of this Chapter for the subsequent one year period of time. Thereafter,
film permits may be granted on a restricted or conditional basis to ensure
that the offender does not violate this Chapter again.
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(E) Violation of any of the provisions of this Article or any of the terms and
conditions ofa film permit shall be punishable as set forth in chapter one
of the City Code. In addition, it shall be a misdemeanor to:


(I) Provide false or fraudulent information to the City during the
permit application process;


(2) Provide any false or fraudulent information after the permit has
been issued, including but not limited to the possession or
existence of consent or permission from property owners when
required; or


(3) Failor refuse to cease any lilm activities when ordered to do so by
a City official due to violations of any code, ordinance, or this
Chapter.


§ 135-17. Nuisance Violations.


Any filming, video recordings, or related activity conducted contrary to the provisions of
this Chapter shall be and is hereby declared to be an unlawful action and a public
nuisance. The City Council may authorize the commencement of an action at law or in
equity in the name of the City in any court of competent jurisdiction against the permittee
to ensure compliance with the terms ofthis Chapter. All remedies prescribed herein will
be cumulative and thc use of any one or more remedies by the City shall not bar the use
of any other remedy for the purpose of enforcing the provisions of this Chapter, nor shall
the City's delay or failure to exercise any remedy result in a waiver of same.


Section 2. Repealer. Any section herein that is in conflict is hereby repealed.


Section 3. Severability. If any word, clause, sentence, paragraph or provision of this
ordinance is deemed to be invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, such word, clause,
sentence, paragraph or provision so designated shall be deemed severable and the remaining
provisions of the ordinance shall be deemed fully enforceable.


Section 4. Effective Date. The terms and provisions of this ordinance are deemed to be an
emergency ordinance which shall become effective upon publication and adoption.

 7. Request awarding of bid for generator for Fire Station #2. 
 
  City Manager Stephen Truman explained to Council that the City of Roseville received a grant 
  from Homeland Security which will fund 90% of the purchase; the City will pay the remaining 
  10%.    
 
  Bid invitations were issued to 20 companies; 21 contractors attended the pre-bid meeting and 
  six companies responded with quotations.  Three of the six quotations were Roseville-based  
  businesses.   The low recommended bid meeting specifications was received from Acorn  
  Electric, a Roseville-based business, in the amount of $19,388.  The City’s portion of this  
  project will cost $ 1,938.    The City has conducted satisfactory work with Acorn Electric in  
  the past.   
 
  Mr. Truman explained that the bid came in less than what was budgeted and that the City may 
  sell the old generator outright to offset the City’s portion of this item. 
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 COUNCILMAN SALVATORE AIUTO moved, COUNCILWOMAN JAN HAGGERTY seconded 
 to award the bid for a generator for Fire Station #2 to Acorn Electric in the amount of $19,388.

 8. Request awarding of bid for Emergency Ambulance. 
 
  City Manager Stephen Truman explained that the Fire Department prepared bid specifications 
  and bid invitations were sent to seven companies; two companies responded with six quotations.  
 
  The low bid meeting specifications was received from Halt Fire, Inc of Wixom in the amount of 
  $163,986.  An option to purchase a second ambulance was submitted and the quote received  
  from Halt Fire, Inc. for the second ambulance was $152,145.   The second quote was submitted 
  due to the fact that a second ambulance would be in the budget for 2009-2010.   The chassis are 
  changing next model year and this will cost the City approximately $30,000 more in the future.  
  The vendor is also granting a 5% discount for the purchase of the second ambulance.   Two  
  ambulances are in need of replacement as they are in use 24 hours a day.  
   
  Mr. Truman recommended that the bid be awarded to Halt Fire, Inc. of Wixom in the amount of 
  $316,131 which includes the option to purchase a second emergency ambulance.  
 
 COUNCILMAN FRANK MAISANO  moved, MAYOR PRO TEM ROBERT TAYLOR seconded 
 to award the bid for Emergency Ambulance to Halt Fire, Inc. in the amount of $316,131 which 
 includes the option of purchasing a second emergency ambulance.  
 
 Mayor John Chirkun stated that the Citizens of Roseville voted for Advance Life Support Service 
 and the ambulances will continue to provide this service to the residents.  
 MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY  
 
 9. Request approval to extend the 2006 Weed Cutting Program contract for 2009. 
 
  City Manager Stephen Truman explained that the City has been in contact with Rizzo Services 
  about this contract.  Rizzo has performed satisfactory service in the past; however, with the  
  increased number of vacant homes the City would like to bring in a second contractor if Rizzo 
  is unable to keep up with the cuttings.    The first cut of the season is the most difficult cut of 
  the season.  
 
 COUNCILWOMAN JAN HAGGERTY moved, MAYOR PRO TEM ROBERT TAYLOR seconded 
 to extend the 2006 Weed Cutting Program contract for 2009 with Rizzo Services. 
 MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY

  Use of Funds 2009-2010. 
 
  City Manager Stephen Truman introduced Community Development Administrator IJ Campbell 
  and his Administrative Assistant Catherine Krueger. Citizen Advisory Committee members  
  Joanne Kloss and Margaret Rollinger were present in the audience this evening.    
 
  Councilman Salvatore Aiuto asked Mr. Campbell about the repair of the Senior Center roof.  
  Mr. Campbell stated that the budget right now is based on numbers from the previous   
  year because the Department of Housing and Urban Development has not yet disbursed the  
  funds to the local communities.  The monies for the Senior Center will be available in July.  The 
  programs that were shaved to repair the Senior Center Roof are residential rehabilitation and  
  administration.  
 
  Mr. Campbell asked that Council leave the Public Hearing open until the next Council Meeting.

 COUNCILMAN SALVATORE AIUTO moved, COUNCILWOMAN JAN HAGGERTY seconded 
 to table this item to the next regular Council meeting leaving the Public Hearing open on Proposed 
 Statement of Community Development Objectives and Projected Use of funds 2009-2010.0 
 MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY  
 
 11. Presentation of Manager’s Proposed City Budget for Fiscal Year 2009. 
  
  City Manager Stephen Truman stated that City Council met in groups of 3 or 4 in March and at 
  two  special meetings on April 4 and April 7.  Council will meet again next week to further  
  discuss the budget.   Mr. Truman stated that the budget presented this evening is what the City 
  has up to  tonight’s presentation and he discussed the issue of declining City revenue.   The City 
  will “dip into” the General Fund this year by approximately $3.2 Million.   The Administration 
  will continue to work on long-term strategies to cut operating expenses.  
 
  City Controller/Assistant City Manager Peter Provenzano and Assistant City Controller Jane  
  Lamb appeared to present the Manager’s Proposed City Budget.   Mr. Provenzano discussed the 
  City’s turnaround plan, the City’s revenue, expenditures and health care costs.  
 
  According to Mr. Provenzano the declining national economy and the declining property tax  
  revenue are eroding the results of the turnaround plan and its effort to keep total expenditures 
  below inflation.  The reduction in the City’s reserves for 2009-2010 is approximately $3.2  
  million.  The five-year forecast states that property values will decline for another two years.  
  This is reducing the positive effects of the 2006 turnaround plan from five years to three years.  
  Standard and Poors recommends that the City should have 10% of its annual operating costs in 
  its fund balance, $4-$5 million; if the City’s fund balance goes below this amount the State will 
  classify the City as a distressed community.  State Shared Revenue took a toll on the City’s  
  revenue and the City used its fund balance up and brought the balance down to $9 million in  
  2006.  It was forecasted at that time that the fund balance would go below the critical $4-$5  
  million and so the City enacted the 2006 turnaround plan.   In 2007-2008 the City’s fund  
  balance was restored to a healthy level  due to the millage increase.   Due to the decline in  
  property value and tax revenue, the City anticipates the fund balance to go below the $4-$5  
  million threshold sometime between 2010 and 2011.   The City is working on a deficit reduction 
  plan because it is imperative that Roseville maintains adequate financial reserves which will  
  examine  the possibility of accelerating the reduction of positions, analyzing alternative   
  ways to provide services and revisit existing union contracts. The deficit reduction plan  will be 
  formed in the  next two months.  
 
  Council will meet again on the budget at a Special Meeting on April 21, 2009 and the Budget is 
  set to be adopted on April 28, 2009.    
 
 12. Public Hearing on Proposed budget for fiscal year July 1, 2009 through June 30, 2010. 
 
  James Goldwater, 19346 Brandt, discussed budget issues such as vehicle purchases and   
  eliminating the Senior Center.  
 
  Ronald Blazejewski, 18860 Victor, asked if the overtime budget increased this fiscal year due to 
  snow removal.  
 
  City Manager Stephen Truman will get this information to Mr. Blazejewski.  Mr. Truman  
  explained how the City moves vehicles throughout City departments.    
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MAYOR PRO TEM ROBERT TAYLOR moved, COUNCILMAN SALVATORE AIUTO seconded to 
close the Public Hearing.

WHEREAS, such Section 8.6 also states that such resolution shall provide for an appropriation 
of money budgeted for municipal purposes during the next fiscal year succeeding said

WHEREAS, such Section 8.6 of said City Charter also provides that such resolution shall 
determine the amount of revenue to be raised by taxation; and, 
 
WHEREAS, under said Section 8.6 it is incumbent upon the said City Council for the City of 
Roseville now to provide a budget for the fiscal year from July 1, 2009 to June 30, 2010; and, 
 
WHEREAS, a properly drafted and proposed budget has been  submitted to the City Council in 
compliance with the requirements contained in Chapter 8 of the said City Charter,  and in 
compliance with requirements of Public Act 621 of 1978; and, 
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WHEREAS, such budget proposal, together with all supporting schedules and the City 
Manager's budget statement, has been duly filed with the City Council and become a matter of 
public record, available for public inspection with the City Clerk and the Roseville Public 
Library; and, 
 
WHEREAS, such proposed budget hearing has been advertised in the Eastsider on April 8, 
2009, and a public hearing held on April 14, 2009, as required by statute and other regulations; 
and, 
 
WHEREAS, the proposed budget as approved by the City Council reflects a total millage levy 
of 21.38 mills as detailed on Page 15 of the budget document; and, 
 
WHEREAS, such millage is in accordance with Public Act 5 of 1982 
 
BE IT RESOLVED, that the total amount of money required and set forth by the terms of said 
proposed budget attached hereto, said sum being $24,951,319 or 19.000 mills for General 
Operating; $1,600,824 or 1.219 mills for Refuse Collection; $211,430 or .161 mills for Debt 
Service; $1,313,227 or 1.0 mills for Chapter 20 Drain, shall be provided for the fiscal year 
herein above-stipulated by the levying of taxes by the said City of Roseville upon the real  and 
personal property within such City, including a property tax administrative fee of 1%, to be 
used for the cost incurred in the administration and collection of property taxes by such 
departments as the Assessor's, Treasurer's, Purchasing and Controller's; and, 


 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the budget summaries as presented can be approved as 
set forth in the said 2009/2010 City Budget document; and, 
 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the City Council hereby adopts the 2009/2010 budget as 
shown in the budget documents on pages 1 through 22; however, for monthly reports to the 
City Council, the amounts in the budget documents on pages 23 through 130 will be used for 
comparative reporting purposes; and, 


 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the City’s total water and sewer  rate be revised from 
the rate  approved on May 27, 2008; that  the water rate be revised for the first 10 units to be 
$9.20;  the water rate for each unit over 10 units be $.92 per unit; that the rate for sewer 
treatment be revised to be $2.44 per unit and that the rate for local operating maintenance be 
revised to $2.18 per unit; this rate change shall provide a part of the revenue needed to cover 
the operations of the Water Department; and, 
 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the City Manager is authorized to make budgetary 
transfers within the appropriation centers established through this budget not exceeding $1,000 
and  that  all other transfers between appropriation centers may be  made only by further action 
of the City Council pursuant to  the provisions of the Michigan Uniform Accounting and 
Budgeting Act; and, 
 
THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Mayor and City Council of the City of Roseville, 
Macomb County, Michigan, that the proposed budget as presented, together with the Manager's 
budget letter, supporting schedules, statements, budget summaries and related documents, if 
any, appended thereto, incorporated herein and by reference made part thereof, and as modified 
by City Council, be and the same hereby is adopted as the budget for the City of Roseville for 
fiscal period from July 1, 2009 to June 30, 2010.

Due to the large number of  
  entitlement applications the United States Department of Energy recommended the local  
  collaborative such as the Southeast Michigan Regional Energy Office to aid in the    
  administration and implementation of the grant.  The SMREO offers many services such as  
  joint purchasing and contracting which will save the City money on the purchase of solar  
  panels or LED lighting.   
 
  If approved, the resolution will be submitted to the Federal Government with the City’s grant 
  application.

WHEREAS, the City of Roseville recognizes that energy efficiency and the increased use of 
renewable energy increase regional prosperity and competitiveness; and

resolving region-wide energy challenges; 
 
WHEREAS, the City believes that local governments can remain on the forefront of energy 
policy and program development via intergovernmental collaboration; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Michigan Suburbs Alliance, WARM Training Center, SEMCOG, and the 
Michigan Municipal League have created a regional partnership known as the Southeast 
Michigan Regional Energy Office through which communities may collaboratively address 
energy issues and aggregate buying power for energy efficient products and renewable energy 
projects; and 
 
WHEREAS, by pooling the resources of communities the Southeast Michigan Regional 
Energy Office creates opportunities to coordinate strategic services such as (1) benchmarking 
and auditing, (2) sustainability planning, (3) evaluation and reporting, (4) advocacy and policy 
development, and (5) marketing; and 
 
WHEREAS, to maximize the capacity of the City of Roseville to leverage its energy block 
grant funding, the Energy Office provides technical services in (1) grant research and writing, 
(2) technical assistance, (3) joint purchasing and contracting, (4) resolving loan fund 
management; and 
 
WHEREAS, education being a fundamental part of the success of this program, the Energy 
Office provides customized staff training and community events, regional forums, and 
advanced technical seminars to the benefit of the City of Roseville; and 
 
WHEREAS, the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act allocated $3.2 billion to the 
Energy Efficiency and Conservation Block Grant program and the City of Roseville will 
receive $198,600 from this program; 
 
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that Roseville joins the Southeast Michigan

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that City Manager Steve Truman is hereby appointed to 
represent Roseville on the board of directors of the Energy Office and that he is further 
authorized to designate an alternate to serve in his absence; and 
 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that Mayor John Chirkun is hereby authorized to sign all 
necessary forms, certifications and documents to execute membership in the Southeast 
Michigan Regional Energy Office.  
MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY  


 
5.  Request approval to enter into City of St. Clair Shores and City of Roseville Collaborative  
  Agreement.  
 
  City Manager Stephen Truman discussed this request and answered questions for Council.    
  This agreement will allow Roseville residents access to two boat ramps and one pool in St.  
  Clair Shores.  
 
 COUNCILMAN SALVATORE AIUTO moved, COUNCILWOMAN JAN HAGGERTY seconded 
 to approve the request to enter into City of St. Clair Shores and City of Roseville Collaborative 
 Agreement.   
 MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY  
 
6. Request adoption of Resolution adopting a final project plan for wastewater system   
  improvements and designating City Manager as the authorized project representative.  
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  City Manager Stephen Truman introduced the Water Department Director Brian McGrail who 
  explained this item to Council.   City Controller/Assistant City Manager Peter Provenzano was 
  also present to discuss this request.  
 
  Mr. McGrail explained that in 2006 the City was the recipient of an S2 Grant to study the City’s 
  sewer sanitary system.    The Study is complete and the City is ready to proceed with the next 
  step which is to apply for a State Revolving Fund Loan to finance the repairs to the sewer  
  sanitary system.   Approximately $10 million in repairs are needed to the sanitary sewer  
  system.   Some emergency repairs were made and more repairs are needed.  
 
  Mr. McGrail answered questions for Council.  
 
  Mr. Truman explained that the SRF Loan is a low interest loan at the rate of 2.5%.   
 
COUNCILMAN FRANK MAISANO moved, COUNCILWOMAN JAN HAGGERTY seconded to 
adopt the Resolution adopting a final project plan for wastewater system improvements and 
designating City Manager as the authorized project representative.

8.  Request approval to amend the Budget Resolution for 2009/2010.  
 
  City Manager Stephen Truman explained to Council that the water rates are not determined  
  until after the approval of the City budget in April; therefore, this request is made annually to 
  reflect revisions to the water and sewer rates including the new ordinances passed this evening.  
  The City of Detroit Water and Sewerage Department increased the rates charged to Roseville 
  which will not be passed along to the residents.  
 
  COUNCILWOMAN COLLEEN MCCARTNEY moved, MAYOR PRO TEM ROBERT  
  TAYLOR seconded to adopt the amended Budget Resolution for 2009/2010 as follows: 
 


WHEREAS, Section 8.6 of the City Charter for the City of  Roseville provides that a budget 
shall be adopted for each fiscal  year and that said budget shall be adopted by the City Council 
of  said City in the form of a resolution; and, 


 
WHEREAS, such Section 8.6 also states that such resolution shall provide for an 
appropriation of money budgeted for municipal purposes during the next fiscal year 
succeeding said resolution's adoption; and, 
 
WHEREAS, such Section 8.6 of said City Charter also provides  that such resolution shall 
determine the amount of revenue to be raised by taxation; and, 
 
WHEREAS, under said Section 8.6 it is incumbent upon the said City Council for the City of 
Roseville now to provide a budget for the fiscal year from July 1, 2009 to June 30, 2010; and, 
 
WHEREAS, a properly drafted and proposed budget has been submitted to the City Council 
in compliance with the requirements contained in Chapter 8 of the said City Charter,  and in 
compliance  with requirements of Public Act 621 of 1978; and, 
 
WHEREAS, such budget proposal, together with all supporting schedules and the City 
Manager's budget statement, has been duly filed with the City Council and become a matter 
of public record, available for public inspection with the City Clerk  and the Roseville Public 
Library; and, 
 
WHEREAS, such proposed budget hearing has been advertised in the Eastsider on April 8, 
2009, and a public hearing held on April 14, 2009, as required by statute and other 
regulations; and, 
 
WHEREAS, the proposed budget as approved by the City Council reflects a total millage 
levy of 21.38 mills as detailed on Page 15 of the budget document; and, 
 
WHEREAS, such millage is in accordance with Public Act 5 of  1982; and,  
 
 
 
 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the City’s water and sewer rates be revised from the 
rates originally approved on April 28, 2009; that the combined Ready to Serve Charge for 
each customer connection be $15.69; that the water rate for each unit be $.92 per unit; that the 
rate for sewer treatment be $2.51 per unit and that the rate for the combined local operating 
maintenance be $1.63 per unit; this rate change shall provide a part of the revenue needed to 
cover the operations of the Water Department.  
MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY 
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9. Request adoption of Ordinance to amend the City of Roseville Code of Ordinances Chapter  
  256, Section 256-17 to provide for a quarterly surcharge for a non-residential customer for  
  industrial waste control, to provide industrial waste control excess strength surcharges, to  
  provide for repealer, severability, and effective date.  
 
  City Attorney Tim Tomlinson explained that this item is in response to the City’s State   
  Revolving Fund Loan Application.    Mr. Tomlinson asked that Council pass the Ordinance  
  as presented.  
 
  Water Director Brian McGrail explained that this charge is currently assessed to all commercial 
  and industrial businesses and is not a new fee; the Michigan Department of Environmental  
  Quality required language in the City’s Ordinance to clarify these fees.

If any word, clause, sentence, paragraph or provision of this 
ordinance is deemed to be invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, such word, clause, 
sentence, paragraph or provision so designated shall be deemed severable and the remaining 
provisions of the ordinance shall be deemed fully enforceable.  
 
Section 4. Effective Date.  The terms and provisions of this ordinance are deemed to be an 
emergency ordinance which shall become effective upon publication and adoption.

  City Manager Stephen Truman explained that specifications were written for Full Maintenance 
  HVAC Service Contract for City buildings.  Bid invitations were issued to 23 companies and a 
  pre-bid meeting was held to review the specifications; 25 contractors attended this meeting and 
  eight companies responded with bids.   The low bid meeting specifications was submitted by 
  Bumler Mechanical in the amount of $94,257.  This contractor is a prevailing wage contractor 
  and has conducted similar contracts with surrounding communities in a satisfactory manner.  
  Mr. Truman recommended acceptance of this bid to Bumler Mechanical.   
 
MAYOR PRO TEM ROBERT TAYLOR moved, COUNCILWOMAN JAN HAGGERTY seconded 
to award the bid for HVAC Maintenance Contract to the low recommended bidder Bumler 
Mechanical in the amount of $94,257.

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  d. The Roseville Public Library is participating in the Summer Reading Program for all ages 
   from preschool through adult; the deadline to register at the Library is July 17. 

The final decision for a  
   permanent bus stop is still in negotiations between the Mall and SMART.

  exercise the City’s option to purchase the tax forfeiture from Macomb County and Mr.  
  Truman asked that the request be approved.

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6. Request adoption of Ordinance to add Chapter 135 to set forth rules and regulations governing 
the production of commercial films within the City of Roseville by adopting rules and 
regulations, to provide for repealer, severability and effective date.  


 
   City Attorney Tim Tomlinson explained this request to Council.  The Ordinance was  


  designed to protect resident’s interest; yet, the ordinance is friendly to the prospective  
  film studios.   


 
   Mayor John Chirkun asked Mr. Tomlinson if the Ordinance includes provisions for  


  charging the permittees for use of City property.  Mr. Tomlinson stated that this is not  
  addressed in the ordinance; however, the City may enter into a location agreement for use 
  of City facilities.  


 
COUNCILMAN FRANK MAISANO moved, COUNCILWOMAN COLLEEN MCCARTNEY 
seconded to adopt Ordinance No. 1221 to add Chapter 135 to set forth rules and regulations 
governing the production of commercial films within the City of Roseville by adopting rules and 
regulations, to provide for repealer, severability and effective date as follows:

MACOMB COUNTY, MICHIGAN 


ORDINANCE NO. 1221  
 


THE CITY OF ROSEVILLE ORDAINS: 
 
AN ORDINANCE TO SET FORTH RULES AND REGULATIONS GOVERNING THE 
PRODUCTION OF COMMERCIAL FILMS WITHIN THE CITY OF ROSEVILLE BY 
ADOPTING RULES AND REGULATIONS, TO PROVIDE FOR REPEALER, 
SEVERABILITY, AND EFFECTIVE DATE. 
 
Section 1.  Chapter 135 is hereby adopted to provide as follows: 
 


CHAPTER 135 
FILMING PERMITS 


 
§ 135-1.  Title. 
 
This Article may be known and may be cited as the City of Roseville “Film Permit Ordinance”. 
 
§ 135-2.  Definitions. 
 
For the purpose of this Article, the following definitions shall apply unless the context clearly 
indicates or requires a different meaning: 
 
Charitable Films.  Commercials, motion pictures, television, video recordings, or other 
photography produced by a nonprofit organization which qualifies under Section 501(c) (3) of the 
Internal Revenue Code as a charitable organization.  No person, directly or indirectly, shall 
receive a profit from the marketing and production of the film or from showing the films, 
recordings, or photos. 
 
Filming.  The act(s) of undertaking, producing, or creating a video recording or motion picture 
film.  The term also includes the setup and dismantling of all related equipment. 
 
Film Office.  The film production office designated by the City Manager of the City of Roseville. 
 
News Media.  The filming or video recording for the purpose of spontaneous, unplanned, or “on 
scene” television news broadcasting by reporters, photographers, or camera operators, but not 
including magazine or documentary programs filmed, edited, and prepared for commercial 
purposes. 
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Personal Film.  A video recording or film for private or family use, including but not limited to 
family event videos. 
 
Student Film.  A motion picture film or video recording production by a student of a public or 
private school or college where the production is for school or college credit and for which no 
profit is taken. 
 
Video Recording.  The creation of a motion picture or film, whether by the act of filming, 
undertaking a video recording production, or otherwise. 
 
Video Recording Production.  The use of video recording equipment to capture motion picture 
images, whether by videotape, digital media, or any other means. 
 
§ 135-3.  Filming Permit Required. 
  
Except as otherwise provided in this Article, it is unlawful for any person to engage in the 
business or activity of filming at any place within the City, other than at or in an established 
motion picture or television studio or entirely within an enclosed structure or building (with no 
outside storage of filming equipment) without a film permit from the City.  Any person interested 
in filming within the City shall complete in full a film permit application that shall be submitted 
to the City of Roseville.  A film permit does not constitute or grant permission to use or occupy 
property not owned, leased, or controlled by the City. 
 
§ 135-4.  Exemptions. 
 
The provisions of this Chapter shall not apply to: 
 
(A) Current news productions which includes reporters, photographers, or camera person in 
 the employment of a newspaper, news service, broadcasting station, or similar entity 
 engaged in the broadcasting of news events; 
 
(B) Education, government and public access and local origination programs and productions 
 for cable television systems franchised within the City; 
 
(C) The filming of competitive athletic events, parades, or other similar events of a public 
 nature, when in attendance as a member of the public and a spectator; 
 
(D) Private events filmed or photographed for noncommercial purposes, such as private 
 parties or weddings;  
 
(E) The creation of a student film, unless the filming activities adversely impact public ways 
 or are conducted outdoors in residential areas; 
 
(F) Local commercials (video or still photography) produced entirely on private property for 
 purposes of advertising local businesses and merchants, so long as the equipment, 
 personnel, and subject connected with the commercials do not interfere in any way with 
 the public right-of-way or impact neighboring private property; 


 
 
 


 
(G) The filming or video recording of motion pictures and activities associated therewith 
 which occur upon property which is owned or leased for more than six (6) months by the 
 enterprise or individual conducting the filming or video recording and none of the 
 activities are open to view by the general public.  However, this exemption shall not be 
 construed to authorize the use of residential properties for commercial enterprises that 
 violate any laws, the City code, or the City’s zoning ordinance;  
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(H) Films produced entirely for training of employees or personnel that are produced within 
 the employer’s property and do not utilize or adversely impact any public ways and are 
 not produced outdoors in residential areas; and 
 
(I) Any other activity deemed to be in the public interest by the City Manager. 
 
§ 135-5.  Application Contents and Fees. 
 
The applicant for a permit required by this Chapter shall supply the following information on the 
application: 
 
(A) Name, mailing address and telephone number of the applicant.  If an association, the 
 applicant shall provide its full name.  If a corporation, the applicant shall provide the full 
 name and the official address thereof with the date and state of incorporation, the full 
 name and address of the resident agent, and attach to the application a copy of the 
 certificate from the state of incorporation indicating that the corporation is in good 
 standing.  If a limited liability company, the applicant shall provide the full name and the 
 official address thereof with the date and state of organization, the full name and address 
 of the resident agent, and attach to the application a copy of the certificate from the state 
 of organization indicating that the company is in good standing; 
 
(B) Name, address, and telephone number of the person in charge of the location and 
 responsible for the applicant’s and applicant’s employees’ conduct.  The Film Office may 
 also require that the applicant provide the names and related information of association 
 members, corporate directors, partners, or others in a position of responsibility with the 
 applying entity; 
 
(C) Name, address, and twenty-four (24) hour telephone number of at least two persons to be 
 contacted in the event of emergency situations which might alter the conditions of the 
 film permit; 
 
(D) Name (or working title) of the film or project, a statement of the kind, character, and type 
 of proposed motion picture, television, radio, and/or photographic production; 
 
(E) Approximate number of individuals in the cast and crew; 
 
(F) List of types and numbers of vehicles and other equipment; 
 
(G) Special conditions or requests by the applicant, including requests for special assistance 
 at the location such as street closure, traffic control, and emergency services; 
 
(H) If the applicant intends to use either wild animals, chemicals, explosives, or fire, or 
 intends to engage in any other hazardous activity as deemed by the City Manager, a 
 statement to the effect and a description of such activities with specificity; 
 
(I) Each application shall be accompanied by a fee as follows: 
 
(1) A processing fee in an amount established by Resolution of the City Council to   
 reimburse the City for the staff time required to evaluate the application and establish  
 conditions of approval.   
(2) The processing fee shall be waived for charitable and nonprofit  organizations which 
 qualify under Section 501(c) (3) of the United States Internal  Revenue Code.  The 
 processing fee is nonrefundable. 
 
(3) A daily property use fee in an amount established by Resolution of the City Council to 
 compensate the City for the use of the public property and its unavailability for ordinary 
 and usual purposes resulting from the filming activity. 
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(4) A monitoring fee to reimburse the City for staff time required to monitor the filming 
 activity, and for reasonable costs for other City services or equipment approved for use 
 during such activities, in an amount as to be determined at the time of the City’s review 
 of the permit application. 
 
(5) The processing fee shall be waived for the following if, in the discretion of the City 
 Manager, the City will benefit by doing so: 
 


i. Productions conducted by a cable television company operating under a franchise  
 granted by the City which are not conducted on public property, do not interfere   
 with public right-of-ways, and which involve fewer than two motor vehicles; and 


 
ii. Productions for wholly charitable or educational purposes and from which no profit is 


 derived, either directly or indirectly; and  
 


iii. A student film. 
 
§ 135-6.  Accompanying Plans. 
 
Each application for a permit required by this Article shall be accompanied by a detailed 
explanation, including plans, drawings and diagrams where applicable, of the prospective 
permittee’s plans to provide for the following: 
 
(A) The size or area of the property to be used, including a sketch of the filming site showing 
  placement of work trucks and production vehicles; 
 
(B) A sketch of the “base camp”, if any, showing any off-street locations for crew, parking,  
  honeywagon, catering and non-essential production vehicles; 
 
(C) A traffic control plan of the exact filming location, listing roads or lanes to be closed, if 
 any; 
 
(D) A description of the duration of the proposed activities and daily hours of operation; 
 
(E) The facilities for cleanup and waste disposal with written plans and specifications thereof; 
 
(F) A letter of notification of, and signatures from, businesses/neighborhoods impacted by 
 filming or related activities, if required by the Film Office; and 
 
(G) Insurance and bonding arrangements. 
 
§ 135-7.  Investigation of Application. 
 
Upon receipt by the City Manager, or his/her designee, copies of the application for a permit 
required by this Article shall be forwarded to the Police Chief, Fire Chief, Building Official, and 
to such other appropriate public officials as the City Manager, or his/her designee, deems 
necessary.  Such officers, departments, and officials shall review and investigate matters relevant 
to the application and within four (4) business days of receipt thereof shall report their findings 
and recommendations to the City Manager, or his/her designee. 
 
 
§ 135-8.  Liability Provisions. 
 
The requirements of this Article are applicable whenever a permittee’s operations will utilize or 
impact City facilities or property as determined by the City Manager. 
 
(A) Liability Insurance.  As a condition of issuing such a filming permit, the permittee shall 
furnish insurance with the City as a named insured in an amount to be determined by the City 
Manager, but in no event in an amount less than One Million Dollars ($1,000,000) to protect the 
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City against claims of third persons for personal injury, wrongful death and/or property damage 
to indemnify the City for damage to the City property arising out of the permittee’s activities.  An 
additional minimum of Five Million Dollars ($5,000,000) of such general liability insurance 
coverage shall be required in the event motor vehicles, aircraft, helicopters, explosives, or 
pyrotechnics are used in the activity.  Such insurance shall be evidenced by the standard General 
Special Endorsement Form or the Certificate of Insurance (Public Liability) form provided by the 
City Manager, or his/her designee.  The applicant shall also submit verification that adequate 
worker’s compensation insurance coverage is maintained. 
 
(B) Hold Harmless and Indemnity Agreement.  An applicant shall execute a hold harmless 
and indemnity agreement as provided by the City prior to the issuance of a permit. 
 
(C) Faithful Performance Bond.  Before the issuance of a permit, the permittee shall deposit a 
sum of money in the form of a cash bond, in an amount determined by City Council Resolution.  
The bond shall be in a form approved by the City Attorney, conditioned upon the permittee’s 
faithful compliance with all of the terms and provisions of this Chapter and all applicable 
provisions of state or local law, and which shall indemnify the City, its agents, officers, and 
employees and the City Council against any and all loss, injury, or damage whatever arising out 
of or in anyway connected with the filming activity and which shall indemnify the owners of the 
property adjoining the filming site for any costs attributable to cleaning up and/or removing 
debris, trash, or other waste resultant from the filming activity. 
 
(D) Security Personnel.  The permittee shall employ at its own expense such security 
personnel as are necessary and sufficient to provide for the adequate security and protection of 
the maximum number of attendants at the location of the filming activity and for the preservation 
of order and protection of property in and around the site of the filming activity.  No permit shall 
be issued unless the Police Chief, or his/her designee, is satisfied that such necessary and 
sufficient security personnel will be provided by the permittee for the duration of the assembly. 
 
§ 135-9.  Findings. 
 
In processing an application for a permit required by this Chapter, the City Manager, or his/her 
designee, shall issue a permit as provided for in this Chapter when from a consideration of the 
application and from such other information as may be otherwise obtained, he/she finds that: 
 
(A) The conduct of such activity will not unduly interfere with the use and enjoyment of 
 neighboring property or unduly interfere with traffic or pedestrian movement or endanger 
 public safety and that no streets will be completely closed to traffic for an unreasonable 
 period of time.  Adequate advance notice of any street closure shall be given to the Police 
 Chief, or his/her designee. 
 
(B) The conduct of such activity will not unduly interfere with normal governmental or City 
 operations or threaten to result in damage or detriment to public property, or result in the 
 City incurring costs or expenditures in either money or personnel not deposited in 
 advance by the applicant. 
 
(C) The activity does not propose to include obscene matter or an obscene performance and 
 will not involve conduct in violation of state, local, or federal laws, rules, or regulations, 
 as defined in 1984 PA 343, being MCL 752.361 to 752.374. 
 
(D) At the determination of the City Manager, or his/her designee, as well as the City of  
  Roseville Police, Fire and Building Departments, that the condition of such activity will 
  not constitute a fire hazard or any other type of hazard and all property safety precautions 
  will be taken as determined by the heads of the aforementioned departments or their  
  designees. 
 
(E) The permit shall not authorize the production of a film that in any manner requires the 
 use of property owned by or under the control of the City of Roseville in violation of 
 2008 PA 84, prohibiting the production of a film that includes obscene matter or an 
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 obscene performance or that requires that individually identifiable records be created and 
 maintained for every performer provided in 18 USC §2557. 
 
§ 135-10.  Grounds for Denial. 
 
 A filming permit, required by this Chapter, may be denied if: 
 
(A) The applicant fails to comply with any or all requirements of this Chapter (including 
 those set forth in Section 135-9), or with any and all conditions imposed pursuant to this 
 Chapter, or with any other applicable provision of state, local, or federal laws, rules, or 
 regulations. 
 
(B) The applicant has knowingly made a false, misleading or fraudulent statement in the 
 application or in any supporting document. 
 
§ 135-11.  Appeal. 
 
The decision of the City Manager, or his/her designee, to issue, conditionally issue, or deny a 
permit shall be final, unless appealed in writing within five (5) working days of the decision by 
requesting a hearing before the City Council at the next available meeting.  Where conditions are 
imposed as prerequisites to the issuance of a permit and where the permit is denied, notice thereof 
shall be mailed to the applicant by certified mail within five (5) days of such action.  In case of a 
permit denial, the reasons therefore shall be stated in the notice.  
 
 § 135-12.  Contents, Posting, and Transferability. 
 
A permit required by this Chapter shall specify the name and address of the permittee, the kind 
and location of the filming activity, the maximum number of attendants permissible, the duration 
of the permit and any other conditions imposed pursuant to this Chapter.  It shall be posted in a 
conspicuous place upon the premises of the filming activity and shall not be transferred to any 
other person or location. 
 
§ 135-13.  Restoration. 
 
A permittee shall conduct operations in an orderly fashion with continuous attention to the 
storage of equipment not in use, maintenance of the area, and the clean up of all trash and debris.  
The area shall be cleaned of trash and debris within two (2) hours of the completion of the 
activity, or within such other time established in the permit to the City’s satisfaction.  The 
applicant shall be responsible for restoring any area damaged or disrupted before leaving the site.  
If the site is not repaired or restored to the City’s satisfaction, the City Manager, or his/her 
designee, shall have the necessary restoration and/or repairs performed and the applicant shall 
reimburse the City for such work within ten (10) days of completed filming.  In the event the 
applicant fails to reimburse the City, the City may secure its reimbursement from the deposit or 
the bond that was posted by the permittee during the application process.  The amount of the bond 
shall no way limit the permittee’s liability or responsibility for the costs of repairs or restoration 
in the event these costs exceed the bond amount.   
 
 
 
 
§ 135-14.  Filming Hours. 
 
(A) Permitted Hours.  It is prohibited for any person to commence or conduct, or permit the 
 commencement or conducting of, any filming in residentially-zoned neighborhoods, and 
 any other neighborhoods within a  three hundred (300)-foot radius of a residential zone, 
 except between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 10:00 p.m., Monday through Friday; 8:00 a.m. 
 through 10:00 p.m., Saturday; and 9:00 a.m. through 10:00 p.m., Sunday and City-
 specified holidays. 
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(B) Exception – Extended Hours.  Filming activity in residentially-zoned neighborhoods, and 
 other neighborhoods located within a three hundred (300) foot radius of a residential 
 zone, shall be permitted beyond those hours set forth in this Chapter if the permittee 
 submits signatures of approval from one adult resident of at least seventy percent (70%) 
 of the dwelling units located within a three-hundred (300)-foot radius of the filming, at 
 least forty-eight (48) hours prior to the scheduled start time of the filming.  However, this 
 signature requirement may be waived by the City Manager if he determines that the 
 filming will not have any adverse effect upon the owners or occupants of such dwelling 
 units. 
 
§ 135-15.  Parking and Street Closures. 
 
(A) No person shall close any City street or alley, unless first authorized by the City. 
 
(B) No person shall park a vehicle or place equipment associated with filming on any street 
 or alley, except where parking is lawfully permitted. 
 
(C) The permittee shall post “No Parking” signs, as required by the City Manager, at least 
 twenty-four (24) hours prior to the scheduled start time of the filming. 
 
§ 135-16.  Violation; Revocation; Penalty. 
 
(A) Any film permit may be revoked under the following circumstances: 
 
(1) Where it has been determined that the permittee has violated or has failed to comply with 
 any of the terms or conditions of the film permit; 
 
(2) Where it has been determined that the permittee has violated or has failed to comply with 
 any ordinances, resolutions, or applicable regulations; 
 
(3) Where it has been determined that the film permit was granted pursuant to false or 
 fraudulent information contained in the film permit application or verbally provided to 
 City officials; 
 
(4) Where it has subsequently been determined that filming activity will fail to meet the 
 criteria enumerated in this Chapter for granting a film permit; or 
 
(5) Where it has been determined that the preservation of the public health, safety, and 
 general welfare demand revocation of the film permit. 
 
(B) A notice of revocation shall be mailed to the permittee, by certified mail, stating the 
 grounds for revocation and advising the permittee of the appeal rights afforded by this 
 Chapter. 
 
(C) City officials with the authority to revoke a permit include the City Manager, Police 
 Chief, Fire Chief, or his/her designee. 
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(D) Revocation of a film permit shall be effective for a period of one year.  No permits shall 
 be issued to any individual or entity found to be in violation of this Chapter for the 
 subsequent one year period of time.  Thereafter, film permits may be granted on a 
 restricted or conditional basis to ensure that the offender does not violate this Chapter 
 again. 
 
(E) Violation of any of the provisions of this Article or any of the terms and conditions of a 
 film permit shall be punishable as set forth in chapter one of the City Code.  In addition, 
 it shall be a misdemeanor to: 
 
(1) Provide false or fraudulent information to the City during the permit application process; 
 
(2) Provide any false or fraudulent information after the permit has been issued, including 
 but not limited to the possession or existence of consent or permission from property 
 owners when required; or 
 
(3) Fail or refuse to cease any film activities when ordered to do so by a City official due to 
 violations of any code, ordinance, or this Chapter. 
 
§ 135-17.  Nuisance Violations. 
 
Any filming, video recordings, or related activity conducted contrary to the provisions of this 
Chapter shall be and is hereby declared to be an unlawful action and a public nuisance.  The City 
Council may authorize the commencement of an action at law or in equity in the name of the City 
in any court of competent jurisdiction against the permittee to ensure compliance with the terms 
of this Chapter.  All remedies prescribed herein will be cumulative and the use of any one or 
more remedies by the City shall not bar the use of any other remedy for the purpose of enforcing 
the provisions of this Chapter, nor shall the City’s delay or failure to exercise any remedy result 
in a waiver of same. 
 
Section 2. Repealer.  Any section herein that is in conflict is hereby repealed. 
 
Section 3. Severability.   If any word, clause, sentence, paragraph or provision of this ordinance 
is deemed to be invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, such word, clause, sentence, 
paragraph or provision so designated shall be deemed severable and the remaining provisions of 
the ordinance shall be deemed fully enforceable.  
 
Section 4. Effective Date.  The terms and provisions of this ordinance are deemed to be an 
emergency ordinance which shall become effective upon publication and adoption.

  City Manager Stephen Truman had the following to report:  
 
  a. The annual fireworks celebration will be held on Saturday, June 20 at Veterans Memorial 


  Park; activities will begin at 5 p.m. with fireworks at 10 p.m.  
  b. A bowling fundraiser will be held Saturday, June 13 to benefit the fireworks celebration.  


  Registration begins at 6 p.m. and bowling will start at 7 p.m.  
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  Scott Bala, president of the Roseville Firefighters Association presented City Council with $500 
 to help offset the costs of fireworks.  The firefighters will work at the fireworks for 
 compensatory time and not for overtime.  


 
9. Reports of City Attorney. 
 
  City Attorney Tim Tomlinson reported that he will present a resolution on fees pertaining to the 


 Film Ordinance for discussion at a future special meeting.  
   


V. HEARING OF THE PUBLIC 
 
   James Goldwater, 19346 Brandt, discussed the SMART bus stop at Macomb Mall, commented 
  on the Poker Room at Continental Lanes and complimented the Police and Fire    
  Departments for their conduct during last year’s Red Wing victory celebration. 
 
  City Manager Stephen Truman explained that Macomb Mall is aware of the situation with the 
  bus stop; however, the Mall does not receive rent from SMART for the use of this location.    
  This stop is a transfer station and receives a large volume of patrons; the Mall has moved  
  the bus stop location. SMART will erect a permanent structure for the bus stop once the Mall 
  and Smart decide the final location of the bus stop.   Mr. Truman will look into this matter and 
  get back to Council with an update.  
 
  City Attorney Tim Tomlinson discussed the licensing of charitable gaming licenses; the State of 
  Michigan is in charge of licensing these establishments.  
   
  Scott Bala, 18750 Common, discussed the Standard Operating Agreement for exchange of  
  services with Eastpointe and St. Clair Shores that was approved this evening.     
 
  Ronald Blazjewski, 18860 Victor asked Council for an update on snow removal at vacant  
  homes throughout the City.  
 
  Mr. Truman explained that in August he will present a proposed ordinance to amend the weed 
  cutting ordinance to include snow removal.    
 


VI. ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION BY CITY COUNCIL

  that they do.  
 
  Councilman Bill Shoemaker commented on the Relay for Life and thanked the firefighters for 
  their contribution to the fireworks.  
 
  Councilman Salvatore Aiuto thanked the firefighters for their contribution to the fireworks and 
  for all of the work that they do for the City, thanked City Attorney Tim Tomlinson for his pro-
  active approach with the film ordinance, thanked City Clerk Richard Steenland for the   
  audio/video checkout system at the Library, commented on the Optimist golf outing and asked 
  everyone to be careful if a Red Wings celebration takes place this evening.  
 
   Councilman Frank Maisano commented on the Optimist Club Golf Outing, thanked the   
  firefighters for their contribution to the fireworks, discussed the Relay for Life breakfast and  
  discussed the Mayor Millennial Congress meeting he attended this past week,  and    
  complimented all of his grandchildren for receiving passing grades this school year.

 City Manager Stephen Truman answered questions for Council that arose from the Special Meeting on 
 Saturday, April 4.  These items included liability of the proposed Arson Dog, the domain cost under 
 Information Services, Court Fees, Fire Department training, emergency medical supply purchases,
 replacement options for the Library carpet and picnic table purchases.  
 
 The formal presentation of the Budget and the Public Hearing on the Budget will take place at the April 14 
 Council meeting and copies of the proposed budget are available for public view in the Clerk’s Office and 
 the Library.  
 
 Mr. Truman discussed the following departments: 
 
 Police Department Budget 
 
 The City of Roseville will apply for a grant for funding of the Community Policing Program.  Mr. Truman has 
 a few concerns about this program as the program would add an officer to Community Policing and the City 
 would be committed to maintaining the employment of this position.  
 
 39th District Court Probation Department 
 
 The Probation Department revenue is down; Mr. Truman will meet with Chief Judge Joseph Boedeker 
 concerning this issue.     
 
 City Attorney Tim Tomlinson stated that the Court has a difficult time collecting the fees due to the current 
 economic climate.  
 
 Fire Department  
 
 Mr. Truman discussed the purchase of new ambulances and answered questions for Council. City 
 Controller/Assistant City Manager Peter Provenzano discussed the purchase options for the ambulances.   
 
 One of the two ambulances is in for repair on a regular basis and the City will save $30,000 by purchasing a 
 2009 model.  The newest ambulance will be traded in towards a new model.  
  
4. OTHER ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION BY CITY MANAGER. 
 
 City Manager Stephen Truman had the following items to discuss: 
 
 a. Council was provided with a list of Recovery Stimulus Road Projects in Roseville. 
 b. The construction on 12 Mile Road has begun and the Railroad tracks will be repaired.  
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 c. Mr. Truman received one letter expressing interest in the Millennial Mayors Conference.   An elected  
  delegate must also be appointed from Council.   
 d. Mr. Truman received a proclamation request from the Silver Stars Families of America; the request will 
  be placed before Council at a regular meeting.  
 
5. OTHER ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION BY CITY ATTORNEY. 
 
 City Attorney Tim Tomlinson discussed a legal issue pertaining to card tournaments at the Senior Center.     
 
6. OTHER ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION BY CITY COUNCIL. 
 
 Council had nothing to discuss.

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Mayor John Chirkun called the meeting to order at 9 a.m.  
 
 
1. HEARING OF THE PUBLIC. 
 
 Edward Wojciechowski, 26080 Linwood, discussed agenda item # 2.  
 
 City Manager Stephen Truman and Mr. Wojciechowski discussed a few items pertaining to the budget.  
 
2. Discussion and review of Manager’s proposed budget for fiscal year 2009-2010. 
 
 City Manager Stephen Truman, Assistant City Controller/Assistant City Manager Peter Provenzano and 
 Assistant City Controller Jane Lamb were present to discuss the Manager’s proposed budget for fiscal year 
 2009-2010.   Mr. Truman explained that the City will not implement any new programs in the proposed 
 budget with the exception of the proposed Arson Dog program at the Fire Department. 
 
 Fire Marshal Craig Robertson was present to discuss the funding of this program and items such as food, 
 equipment and veterinary care for the proposed arson dog; most of these costs will be covered by donations 
 from organizations and businesses.   Council and Mr. Robertson discussed this item further.  
 
 Mr. Truman and Mr. Provenzano discussed the issue of carpet replacement in the Library. $100,000 was 
 budgeted last year; the bid for the replacement carpet came in at $85,000.    Council discussed different 
 ideas like replacing sections instead of completely replacing the carpet.  
 
 Mr. Truman explained that no new programs were included in the proposed budget and abatement requests 
 will  be reviewed on a case-by-case basis.  He asked that Council implement a complete hiring freeze; 
 however, a full-time court reporter position will become vacant at the 39th District Court before the end of the 
 current fiscal year and Mr. Truman assumes that this position will be filled before June 30, 2009.   
 
 One and a half million dollars was reduced out of the budget and the City’s contractual service providers such 
 as engineers, attorneys, auditors and planners will freeze their fees for at least the next year.  Part-time 
 employee pay is frozen and no upgrades are included in the budget.  
 
 The following upgrades were requested in this budget and were removed from the budget prior to presentation 
 to Council: 
 


• Engineering Department and Building Maintenance were not included in the proposed budget for 
2009-2010.   Mr. Truman supports both of these requests; however, he did not bring them before 
Council as  a recommended item due to the drop in property tax revenue.  These items may be 
revisited in the future.     


• The 39th District Court requested two upgrades in the Probation Department; Probation revenues are 
falling and Mr. Truman feels that the upgrades are not warranted at this time.   


• The Fire Department requested an increase for three Firefighter/EMTs, a Deputy Fire Chief position 
and a pay increase for the Fire Chief.   Mr. Truman stated that all of these requests were taken out of 
the budget; however, the pay increase for the Fire Chief will have to be re-examined in the future due 
to the fact that the pay scale is limiting the number of candidates for this position.   


 
 These were the only upgrades that were requested in this budget and were removed prior to the budget’s 
 presentation to Council.  
 
 Mr. Truman, Mr. Provenzano and Mrs. Lamb discussed the approved and eliminated items with Council as 
 follows: 
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 INFORMATION SERVICES 
 
 All hardware/software related requests City-wide are handled through this department.  Items in the approved 
 sections are renewals of software licenses and items necessary to maintain the City’s systems.    Council also 
 discussed Information Technology purchases in the Police Department and the 39th District Court. 
 
 POLICE EQUIPMENT 
 
 Three patrol vehicles are budgeted to be replaced and the light bars and various accessories are salvaged from 
 other vehicles.    
 
 FIRE EQUIPMENT 
 
 The Fire Department is proposing to build a fire structure for training purposes.  The City will purchase the 
 material and the Fire Union will build the structure.  A new ambulance was put out for bid for the current 
 fiscal year; however, the City requested quotes for two vehicles because it will cost less to do so with a bulk 
 discount.   Mr. Provenzano stated that if both of these vehicles are purchase now instead of a few years in the 
 future, it will save approximately $20,000-30,000.  Mr. Truman explained that staff was reduced at the Fire 
 Department and this reduction will help offset the price of the two ambulances. Council discussed these 
 purchases at length with Mr. Provenzano and Mr. Truman.  
 
 PARKS  
 
 Mr. Truman stated that requested equipment is to replace deteriorating equipment.  A few items in the  budget 
 are new requests. Mayor Chirkun commented on the possibility of installing surveillance cameras at Memorial 
 Park; Mr. Truman is in discussion with the Police Chief for possible use of forfeiture funds.    
 
 WATER DEPARTMENT 
 
 Mrs. Lamb explained that the Water Department is in the process of compiling information on the cost to 
 repair the City sewer lines.  This information was obtained by using a camera to tape the condition of the 
 sewer lines.  Once this information is completed the City will apply to the State of Michigan for a State 
 Revolving Fund (SRF) loan to repair the sewer lines.   The money budgeted under this heading is the first 
 estimated annual loan payment on the SRF loan.  
 
 A breaker attachment for the Water Department’s backhoe is in need of replacement. A pressure 
 washer/sandblaster will be used by the Water Department and Recreation to clean up graffiti in area parks.   A 
 printer will be replaced and a lap top computer will be purchased out of the Water Fund.  Two vehicles will be 
 purchased for the Water Department and two older vehicles will be handed down to two other 
 departments.  
 
 CAPITAL PROJECTS FUND 
 
 Three items will be covered under this topic this budget year.  
 


• City Hall phone system replacement.  AT&T has reviewed the current phone system and determined 
that the system may fail at any time.  $60,000 of the replacement was budgeted in the current fiscal 
year.  


• The Senior Center is in need of energy upgrades.  The City has received a grant from the State of 
Michigan for energy upgrades to its buildings.  In order for the City to receive the grant, the City must 
contribute at least $5,000 to the upgrades. The minimum amount of $6,000 is budgeted for this 
project.   The City is also examining its street lights for energy efficiency.  


• Renovation to the Recreation building structure; the building is deteriorating and in need of repair. 
$500,000 is budgeted in the proposed budget and the City is working to fund for this project through 
multiple sources.  The only fix for this project is to replace the entire footing of the 1991 addition.  
The rooftop unit at the Recreation Center is budgeted for replacement.  
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3. OTHER ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION BY CITY MANAGER. 
 
 City Manager Stephen Truman had nothing to discuss.   
 
4. OTHER ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION BY CITY COUNCIL.  
 
 City Council members Colleen McCartney, Frank Maisano, Jan Haggerty, Bill Shoemaker and Mayor Pro 
 Tem Robert Taylor had nothing to discuss.   
 
 Councilman Salvatore Aiuto thanked City Manager Stephen Truman for his diligence with the proposed 
 budget.  
 
 Mayor John Chirkun mentioned a few fundraisers in the area that will support the accident victims’ families.

 Community (RRC) Score Best Practices.   This project was completed as part of the City’s membership 
 with the MSA.  The Best Practices used to score the City are Community Visioning and Education, 
 Continuing Education for Public Officials, Tools for Redevelopment, Development Regulations, 
 Marketing of Redevelopment Sites and Redevelopment Plan Review Process.  


 
  Ms. Piana introduced Dave Scurto, Don Gross and an intern from the MSA and explained the 


 purpose of the RRC Evaluation.   Ms. Piana, Dave Scurto and Don Gross discussed the City’s 
 Redevelopment Evaluation, discussed their recommendations and answered questions for Council.    


 
  Mr. Truman stated that the RRC score is not the important matter; rather, it is about the City making 


 changes to move forward.  Ms. Piana agreed with these comments and stated that the report will allow the 
 City to implement changes to allow the City to take advantage of opportunities to develop the City.  


     
3. Discussion regarding Energy Efficiency and Conservation Block Grant. 
 
  City Manager Stephen Truman explained to Council that the City is a recipient of an energy efficiency 


 and conservation block grant.   Mr. Truman will present a proposal before Council next week which will 
 use the Southeast Michigan Regional Energy Office to administer the energy block grant; the 10% fee 
 will be paid directly to that office.   The Energy Office will assist the City with administering the grant on 
 the funds towards revamping the street lights throughout the City.   


 
  This item will be placed before Council next week for approval.     
 
4. Discussion regarding request for Roseville Parks & Recreation Department to enter into a Collaborative 


Agreement with the City of St. Clair Shores. 
 
  City Manager Stephen Truman explained to Council that this item was discussed by Council at a previous 


 Special Meeting.   A few questions came up today about the agreement; however, Mr. Truman would like 
 the request to go before Council for approval because it will be a benefit to the residents of both 
 communities.  Council discussed this item further; Mr. Truman will follow-up on the questions that came 
 up this evening and get back to Council this week. 


 
5. OTHER ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION BY CITY MANAGER. 
 
  City Manager Stephen Truman had the following to discuss: 
 
  a. The pavement/patch program renewal will be placed on the Regular Council Agenda next week. 
  b. The joint sealing program will be re-bid next year and not renewed this year due to unsatisfactory 


  work by the current contractor.  
  d. Mr. Truman received an anonymous letter from an individual in the real estate business pertaining to 


  vacant homes and assessing oversight fees on these homes.  Mr. Truman cannot respond to the letter 
  due to the fact that no contact information was provided in the letter. 


  e. Fire Chief Benjamin Foronato sent Mr. Truman a memo regarding the State VFW Firefighter  
  Awards on Friday, June 19 at 10 a.m.; a few Roseville firefighters will be recognized during this  
  presentation.  


  f. The City received the final water rates from the Detroit Water and Sewerage Department and this  
  item will be placed on the next agenda for action by Council.   
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  g. The Recreation Board voted to temporarily remove the basketball rim at Rotary Park due to some  
  incidents of foul language and property damage at the park.  The Board will review this item at the 
  next Board meeting in July.  The Board does want to keep recreational opportunities for residents; 
  however, rules have to be followed.     


 
6. OTHER ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION BY CITY ATTORNEY. 
 
  City Attorney Tim Tomlinson updated Council on the People of the City of Roseville vs Edward Stross.   


 A proposed compromise was presented to the defendant’s attorney; the defendant objects to a few items 
 of the settlement.   If no agreement is reached in this matter it will proceed to the Court of Appeals.  


 
7. OTHER ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION BY CITY COUNCIL. 
 
 Councilwoman Jan Haggerty discussed a news story that appeared on television this evening about 


foreclosures and the financial crisis faced by Macomb County.

DTE Energy has offered its  
  assistance with the application and the monitoring process for $3,900.  Mr. Truman asked for  
  permission to continue to this portion of the block grant.  This item will be placed on a regular  
  meeting agenda for approval.  


  b. Mr. Truman received a request from Pastor Tim Tyler for the City to sponsor the Praise in the Park 
  which will be held in Eastpointe.  The City of Eastpointe City Manager has not received the same 
  request.  City Attorney Tim Tomlinson stated that if the City contributes to church-sponsored events 
  then the City may have an issue with the separation of church and state as well as setting a precedent 
  for future church-sponsored functions.   Council was not in favor of this request due to concerns  
  raised by the City Attorney. 


   c. Council was provided with a copy of the Automatic Response Agreement between the City of  
  Eastpointe, St. Clair Shores and Roseville.   The City of St. Clair Shores City Council has approved 
  the agreement.  The various cities’ Fire Departments have reviewed the agreement, the Union heads 
  have reviewed the agreement and this item will be placed before Council at the next regular meeting.  
  City Attorney Tim Tomlinson had no objection to this request.  


  
 Mayor John Chirkun provided the Council with a flyer from a business that will issue greeting cards on 


behalf of the City to its employees in the event of illness or any happy occasion.  
 
5. OTHER ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION BY CITY ATTORNEY. 
 
  City Attorney Tim Tomlinson reported that the deadline for businesses to file petitions with the Tax 


 Tribunal elapsed on May 31.  Twenty new case filings were received by the City.  
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6. OTHER ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION BY CITY COUNCIL.  
 
  Councilwoman Jan Haggerty had nothing to discuss. 
 
  Councilwoman Colleen McCartney offered a few compliments about the company performing 


 construction on Martin Road. 
 
  Councilman Bill Shoemaker had nothing to discuss. 
 
  Councilman Frank Maisano had nothing to discuss. 
 
  Councilman Salvatore Aiuto thanked the Councilpersons for participating in the theme basket raffle.
