Discussion regarding revision to the City of Roseville Master Plan

Planning Consultant Ben Tallerico reminded the Commission that the Community Visioning
Meeting will be held on September 29. Mr. Tallerico will meet with City Manager Stephen
Truman this week to finalize the agenda for the Visioning Session and asked the Commission for
their input on the issues to be placed on the session’s agenda.

Commissioner John Surhigh asked Mr. Tallerico what natural resources are considered to be
within the City. Mr. Tallerico responded that the State of Michigan does not regulate anything
under five acres such as wetlands. Some landlocked communities, such as Roseville, adopt
ordinances to protect features such as creek runs.

Chairperson Otto Wilhelm commented that the City of Roseville contains a gravel pit which may
be considered a natural resource. Mr. Tallerico stated Monroe Township has a residential
development around a former gravel pit. Mr. Wilhelm asked Mr. Tallerico to list transportation
as an item for discussion.

Vice-Chairperson Geraldine White asked Mr. Tallerico to define the term “walkability.” Mr.
Tallerico responded that this item addresses the ability to easily walk to shopping areas or
downtown areas. Mrs. White also stated that bike lanes should be included on the streets for
cyclists.

Mr. Tallerico mentioned that the issue of safe routes to school should be discussed during
the Master Plan update.

Commissioner Robert Splane questioned Mr. Tallerico about the possibility of encouraging
residents to participate in safety groups or neighborhood watches through the Master Plan.

Mr. Tallerico explained the steps that will be taken at the visioning meeting to come up with the
areas of concern; all items presented will be discussed and the top issues will be voted on by
everyone in attendance.

Vice-Chairperson White commented on the notification process for the visioning session.
Mr. Tallerico responded that he will discuss the notification process when he meets with City
Manager Stephen Truman.

Mr. Tallerico stated that the Commission needs to think about what can be done to get people to
buy homes in the City and other factors such as jobs being further out of the City.

Commissioner Kurmmell Knox stated that the Commission should address the vacant properties
along Groesbeck and the possibility of developing these properties.

Mr. Tallerico explained to the Commission that the only way to build a solid community is
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through the investment model: good parks, good schools and good infrastructure; don’t worry
about the supply and demand but take care of the community and residents will buy in the
community because of the schools, parks, services and public safety.

A week prior to the visioning session Mr. Tallerico will provide the Commission with more
information and maps for review.

Chairperson Otto Wilhelm stated that the study session for September will be cancelled and Ben
will discuss the Master Plan update under his reports at the Regular Meeting on
September 15.

Mr. Tallerico stated that a large amount of data will be compiled at the September 29 Visioning
Meeting and forwarded to the Commission.

VIIl. REPORT OF PLANNING CONSULTANT
Planning Consultant Ben Tallerico reported that in September 2007 Public Act 33 was adopted by
the Michigan Legislature and contains a provision for Planning Commission Bi-Laws. Vilican
Leman is in the process of preparing a condensed report for the Commission; however, Vilican
Leman’s legal counsel advised the Firm that the Bi-Laws must be followed closely.

Arbor and a new office has opened in Petoskey.

Mr. Tallerico updated the Commission on the Master Plan. The demographics are complete and
the land use map is in the process of being revised. Ten spots have changed from 1995 and the
number of vacant buildings and the amount of vacant land has increased. Infill houses have also
increased throughout the City.

Mr. Tallerico reported that the Community Forum produced three items for the preferred future
of Roseville. The items are a swimming pool/water park, a downtown area and mass transit on
Gratiot. Vilican Leman will complete the residential area element for change and the three
items from the community meeting will direct where the Commission will go with the Master
Plan. Implementation and strategies will be discussed with the Commission and City Council.

The Planning Commission members discussed the community visioning meeting and the three
items that came up at the meeting.

Mr. Tallerico explained that Vilican Leman will provide recommendations that will list
strategies, initiatives and whose responsibility it is to implement these items, what it will cost
and how the City will reach the goals of the preferred future. Mr. Tallerico stated that he was
shocked at the three items for Roseville’s preferred future; he thought other issues such as the
number of foreclosures or blight issues would be the more prominent.

The Commission members discussed possible downtown areas in Roseville and the walkability
of these areas. Mass transit and where the stops would be in Roseville were discussed.

Commissioner Joseph Montgomery mentioned that some areas may have to be rezoned to create
a downtown area.

Mr. Tallerico mentioned that Roseville’s population and jobs are leveling off; Roseville today
probably looks like Roseville in 10-20 years with the exception of two items that are happening
all over, ethnicity and age.

Planning Commissioner Geraldine White asked Mr. Tallerico about the homes on non-
conforming lots. Mr. Tallerico explained that the goal with non-conforming items is to get
these items to conform in the future.

2009 City Calendar — Approval of meeting dates

The Commission reviewed the meeting dates for 2009 and will approve the
calendar at the Regular Meeting on August 18, 2008.

Discussion regarding revision to the City of Roseville Master Plan

Planning Consultant Ben Tallerico reviewed the Scope of Service of the Master Plan as
follows:

1. The Initial Client Meeting: The procedure of the Master Plan is discussed, the contract
is signed and the Community Representative is designated. Building Director Glenn
Sexton is the City’s representative and Otto Wilhelm will represent the Planning
Commission. Mr. Tallerico is in the process of gathering data for this project.

2. Demographic Element: There have not been major changes to the City. Roseville
differs from Eastpointe in the age of individuals moving into the City of Roseville.
Eastpointe residents have higher income levels than Roseville residents.

3. Community Forum: The forum is currently in the scheduling phase. The public will
have input on the Master Plan and a final report will be prepared on the information
collected at the forum.

4. Existing Land Use: Vilican Leman is in the process of mapping the community.

5. Residential Area Element: Places for mixed use and potential redevelopment will be
identified at this point in the plan.

6. Potentials for Land Use Change Element: Identify areas where land uses are stable
and should remain unchanged and identify areas where land use change has the
potential to occur based on economic factors, transportation, age and condition factor
and regional influences.

7. Preliminary Future Land Use Master Plan Map:  This is the last step and will
include all of the previous elements to develop a preliminary Future Land Use
Map.

Mr. Tallerico provided the Commission with Draft Copies of the Roseville Demographic
Analysis First Observation and a draft notice for the public forum and explained to the
Commission that he has prepared letters to the surrounding communities alerting them that
the City of Roseville is commencing work on its Master Plan.

The Demographic Analysis reflects a decrease in population in Roseville, especially
among young people and individuals in the age group 55 to 69. Eastpointe has gained
population and this may be due to individuals moving north out of the City of Detroit.

The number of jobs in the retail trade within the City of Roseville has decreased which
may be due to retailers using more self services options or the number of retail
establishments within the city is decreasing.

Roseville’s population is forecasted to decrease by 2025 and the population will increase
and level off by 2035.





Housing in the City of Roseville remains the most affordable in the area. To accommodate
the demand for single-family housing units, the City of Roseville permitted construction of
326 new single-family dwellings.

The Commissioners discussed the various topics that Mr. Tallerico highlighted this
evening pertaining to the demographics of the City. Mr. Tallerico will provide the
Commissioners with a revised draft copy of the demographic analysis at the next meeting.

IX. REPORT OF PLANNING CONSULTANT

Planning Consultant Ben Tallerico read the following letter addressed to St. Clair Shores to the
Commission for their approval:

Dear Planning Commission,

The Roseville Planning Commission thanks you for the opportunity to review the 2008
Comprehensive Plan June 2008 Preliminary Draft of the City of St. Clair Shores. We have the
following submission:

Submission: Your proposed future land use map shows good overall compatibility among land uses
with our future land use map for the adjoining areas. Interstate 1-94 is the western divider between
the two communities, and therefore provides additional buffering even though the majority of land
uses are residential on both sides of the Interstate. In addition, the uses at the northern end of your
Little Mack Corridor, though not identical to our land uses across Twelve Mile Road, are similar
and not in conflict. We would like to make sure that there is continued good overall compatibility
among the land uses in this area with the City of Roseville.

These comments were prepared by our Planning Consultant, Vilican Leman and Associates, and
reviewed by our Commission.

Planning Consultant Ben Tallerico reviewed the proposed location, existing land use,
current zoning, and future land use and offered the following review to the Commission:

1.1 Site Location:

This parcel consists of two lots with 244" of frontage on the west side of Groesbeck
Avenue. The southern most lot has a depth of approximately 524",

1.2 Building Data:

The height of the proposed building is 21.8" which is well within the zoning
requirements of 40 feet.

The current building is non-conforming as to the setbacks; the proposed addition does not
expand the existing non-conformities.

1.3 Off-Street Parking
Eighty-Five spaces are required per the Zoning Ordinance; sixty-five are proposed with 20
held in reserve. Mr. Tallerico asked the developer to indicate on the site plan where the

existing dumpsters will be relocated since they occupy two plus reserve parking spaces.

The off-street parking space layout standards do meet zoning requirements pertaining to
maneuvering lane width, parking space width, and parking space length.

1.4 Loading and unloading

The proposed two 10x80 loading areas meet the zoning requirements. The Commission
does have the option to require aesthetic screening; however, Mr. Tallerico does not see a
need to do this but wanted the Commission to be aware of their options.

1.5 Landscaping

The plan meets all the standards with the exception of a missing cost estimate which needs
to be included in the plan.

1.6 Dumpster

The existing dumpsters are located at the rear (east end) of the site.

1.7 Lighting

The plan proposed 25" poles and 20" poles are required by the Zoning Ordinance. The
petitioner must provide information regarding the lumens and total watts. Mr. Tallerico
explained to Mr. Baker that the plan must show where foot candles will be located on the
wall structure and the new poles in the parking lot.

Mr. Tallerico asked Mr. Baker if new lights will be added to the north side of the building.

Mr. Baker replied that new lights will be added; Mr. Tallerico asked that this be added to
the plan.
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1.8 Signs
The plan does not indicate any new signs.
Mr. Tallerico concluded that the following items need to be addressed on this plan:

a.  The future placement on the existing dumpsters as noted in 1.3; Mr. Tallerico would
like the plan to specify where they will move the dumpster to if the reserve parking
spaces are needed.

b. Submission of the Landscape cost estimates as noted in 1.6 are required.

Pole requirements pertaining to the height of the proposed light poles are not met.

d. Lumens and watts for both the wall fixtures and pole fixtures need to be provided as
noted in 1.7.

o

Mr. Tallerico commented on the curb cut that will be required along Groesbeck. Mr. Baker
stated that an application has been made to MDOT for the curb cut and an application has
been made to Macomb County pertaining to the storm water sewer.
Mr. Baker commented that the parking spaces where the dumpsters are located will not be
needed for employee parking and he would like to leave the site plan as is pertaining to the
dumpsters. Mr. Tallerico would like the plan to reference where the dumpsters will be
placed if the parking is needed.
Mr. Baker will make the changes and re-submit the plan to the Building Department.
Commissioner John Surhigh was concerned with the trees that will be cut down as a result
of this addition. Mr. Tallerico responded that the Commission can discuss the tree
replacement at a later date.
Commissioner Geraldine White commented that there are several non-conformities along
Groesbeck.
