B. Presentation by Chris Hamilla discussing Eagle Scout Project benefiting 
the Parks & Recreation Department. 


 
Mr. Lipinski introduced Life Scout Chris Hamilla from Troop 1999 in 
Warren, who will make a presentation for his Eagle Scout project to 
the Parks & Recreation Board. 
 
Scout Hamilla explained to the Board that he would like to build two 
benches to be installed at Veterans Memorial Park and two at 
Rotary Park.  Chris showed a design for the benches (Mendocino 
Bench). 
 
Mr. Lipinski explained that he has asked Chris to build the benches 
with a 18 inch leg so that the benches could be permanently 
secured to the ground. 
 
Troop Leader Bill Licht, 14715 Rose Ct., Warren explained that 
there are many steps that a scout must achieve before attaining the 
rank of Eagle Scout.  The scout must progress through six ranks, 
earn approximately 25 merit badges, demonstrate leadership skills 
and show community service.  Once a scout is ready to work on his 
Eagle rank there are a number of steps he must do before he can 
even start working on the project.  He must find a project; have it 
approved by his troop council, the Parks Board and Detroit Area 
Council; raise funds to pay for the project material; supervise the 
construction and oversee the installation.

IV. Public Hearing 
 


James Goldwater, 19346 Brandt, voiced the following concerns: 
 Free recreation programs. 
 More programs for teenagers. 
 The status of the cracks in the recreation building. 
 Televising all board meetings. 
 Why the building is not used more often? 


 
Edward Wojciechowski, 26080 Linwood, questioned the repair of the parking lot near 
Martin and Kelly. 
 
Ken Waldorf, 18400 Marquette, thanked the board for bringing the meeting to the 
neighbors.  Mr. Waldorf asked if the City was aware of the homeless using the park at 
night and the park being used for drug deals.  He is concerned that the playground 
equipment at Huron Park is unsafe.   
 
Director Lipinski explained that this type of playground equipment is modeled after 
European equipment to give extra challenges for upper and lower body strengthening 
to the children.  It is more vandal proof.  The Huron Park Principal stated that the 
children used this structure more than the school’s equipment. 
  
Albert Lipinski, 18545 Marquette, stated that even if a program is free to the participant 
the supervisors and staff members need to be paid.  Programs have been set up for 
teens, but there is very little participation. 
 
Director Tony Lipinski explained that the recreation building is in constant use.  The 
summer programs ended last week so it may seem that there is nothing going on right 
now, but the activity will pick up again in a couple of weeks when the fall programs 
begin.   
 
Sarah Abbey, 26827 Linwood, questioned why the senior activities are not posted or 
advertised.  She also complained about paying a membership fee at the senior center. 
 
Gerry Wietecha, 26601 Pattow, feels that Roseville is doing a heck of a job compared 
to the surrounding cities.  Taxes have not been raised for ten years, but they had to be 
raised to continue our services. 
 
Karen Wilson, 26486 Collingwood, concerned with the homeless people in the park.  
Children are being approached and homeowners are being followed home.  Please 
bring this to the attention of the police department.  There is no membership fee for the 
senior center, only for the use of the exercise equipment, all other activities are free. 
 
Gerald Sanscartier, 25844 Collingwood, reiterated that no fees are charged at the 
senior center.  The only fee is for the use of the exercise equipment.   Mr. Sanscartier 
suggested having schedule for senior activities posted on the city website and/or the 
cable channel. 
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Board Member Steve Truman explained that the city’s fall newsletter was taken to the 
post office and will be delivered to each home in the city of Roseville this week.  The 
newsletter will contain the schedule for all activities from the senior center and 
recreation department. 
 
Lucille Piach, 26650 Chippendale, stated that the City Library has information on 
different activities. 
 
Shelley Butler, 26064 Pattow, questioned if there were plans to install a walking and 
bike path at Huron Park. 
 
Mike Clover, 16279 12 Mile, asked about kids skateboarding or hanging out at Huron 
Park. 
 
Director Lipinski explained that the park closes at 10 p.m. and no one should be in the 
park at that time.  The police will be asked to do drive-bys and watch the park after 
hours activities in the park. 
 
Don Rogers, 26151 Ronald, stated that since the cameras have been installed 
problems have lessened.  Mr. Rogers asked what the future plans for Huron Park are. 
 
Director Lipinski explained that a grant application has been submitted to the State of 
Michigan requesting funds for the development of Huron Park.  The plans are to install 
a bike and walking path around the entire park, tree plantings, expansion of the south 
parking lot, and paving the auxiliary parking lot and develop a skate park.  Mr. Lipinski 
also noted that fees charged are less than fees charged in other communities.  It is 
necessary to charge fees to cover overhead costs, supervisory costs and liability costs.  
Mr. Lipinski thanked everyone for coming and would welcome comments at all times. 
 
Martin Zaporski , 17969 Glendale, stated that the park is “Rocking”.  It is way better 
than it was years ago.  He is especially happy to see people using the park for walking, 
biking, playing.  Mr. Zaporski complimented the Parks and Recreation for the great job 
being done with this park and anxious to see the improvements once the grant has 
been approved.  “Great job and kudos to all involved.” 
 
Barb Miglio, 26729 Kaiser, co-chairperson for the 50th Anniversary committee, 
announced upcoming city activities:

Mr. Truman and the other board members congratulated Mr. Lipinski for 
all of his hard work over the past three years during the application 
process.  Along with Mr. Lipinski, State Senator Mickey Switalski and 
future State Representative Haugh attended a MNRTF hearing in 
Lansing and voiced their support of this project.
